NEW YORK, N. Y.. Jupe 17.—After a firm
opening, the stock market weakened slightly, the
leading issues running off as much as a point in
some instances. The reaction was again the re-
sult of profit taking. London and commission
houses being rather prominent sellers. The en-
gagement of #400,000 gold shipment to Europe |
seemed to dampen (he ardor of the small bulls at
this time, notwithstanding an explanation which
followed the announcement of the shipment that
the transaction simply represented the closing up |
ot an old ordef, and had no reference to political
conditions.

The offerings of slocks by London and local
commission houses were quickly absorbed, how-
ever, and the market soon resumed its upward
course and prices acdvanced moderately all along
the line. “The firmness prevailed until well into
the afternoon, when it was reported from St. Louis
that the platform will be very em phatic in espous-
ing the cause of Cuba. In fact, it was said that the
convention would demand arined intervention by
the United States. This naturally caused uneasi-
ness and some selling resulted.

The adjournment of the convention until 2
o’clock was also unfavorably construed in some
quarters. When it was learned that the reports of
the adoption of the platiorm, including the Caban
plank, were premature the market rallied, and in
the final hour of business the market was strong,
the feeling was quite confident again. The decla-
ration of the usunal dividends by the Vanderbilt
roads and the statements submitted nad a stimu- |
lating influence, but the St. Louis convention com-
pieteiy overshadowed =all other developments of
the day.

In the specialties the most importaut change was |
an advance of 7 points in Iilinois Steel on pur-
chases of 300 shares. Total sales were 188813
shares.

Seven-
teen other gentlemen have received more
thar 100 patents during the twenty-five
years ended with 1895. Counecticut pat-
ents more inventions than any other State
in proportion to its population. The Dis-
trict of Columbia comes second. Then
come Massachusetts, Rhode Island, New
Jersey, New York. Montana and Colorado.
The inventive genius is least develpped in
Mississippi, South Carolina. North Caro-
lina, Alabama, Georgia and Arkansas,
where comparatively few patents have
been applied for.—Chicago Record.
