South-of Bakers Beach
they found that the waves were running
high, and a s:iff wind was blowing from
the northwest, which set them in toward
the shore. '

For a time they struggled on, evidently
in the hope of passing-the outer point, but
their efforts were of no avail, and thelittle
boat was tossed about like a cork and

radually driven toward the rocks and

reakers. Atlasta huge breaker picked
up the craft, and after carrying it nearly
seventy-five yards toward the land turned
it completely over. It is believed that
when Catalani was in the water the boat
was hurled upon him, injuring his back.
He ceased to swim, and his partner had all
he could do.to save himself.

The accident was witnessed by Chris
Tholo, a member of the life-saving ser-
vice crew at the Golden Gate station, who
did all be could to rescue Vento and the
body of the drowned man. At last the
body was recovered, and other members
of the life-saving crew worked nobly for
over an bhour to recuscitate tb* man, but
to no purpose.

The Coroner was notified and took the
body to the Morgue.
