A Suspected Case of Small-
p-X on the Steamer
Belgic.

It Turned Out to B: Measles,
However, so the Embargo
Was Raised.

Captain John Lee Nearly Asphyxiated
in the Wind<or Hotel Last
Thursday Night.

The Qzcidental and Orieatal Steamship
Company’s Belgic has been playingin
hard luck of late. Several months ago
she broke her thrust-shaft and had tolay
up at Hongkong for repairs. When she
arrived in port yesterday morning a case
of measles was discovered, and as a smali-
pox case had been landed at Kobe, in
Japan, Dr. Blue ordere¢ her into quaran-
tine. She was followed to the Angel
Island station by the United States quar-
antine boat Sternberg, the State quaraa-
tine boat Governor Perkins, the revenue
cutter Hartlev and the Mail Company’s
tug Millen Griffi. hs. The facts of the case
were submitted to Dr. Rosenau by Dr.
Blue, and then both gentlemen made an
examination of the case. Dr. Chalmers
also made a careful study of the case, and
it was finally decided to release the vessel.
Before this, however. the mail had been
landed, and about 4 p. M. the cabin passen-
