CRIME AND THE LAW.
The new phaso given the Worden and

Durrant case by appeals taken to the Su-
preme Court of the United States willcall
renewed attention to those defects of our
judicial system wheh render it impossi-

ble to bring about the speedy punishment

of convicted criminals whenever they have
money or influence sufficient to make a
strong and a prolonged struggle against
the law.

The statute under which the appeal Is
taken seems to render it imperative on the
part of Circuit Courts to permit appeals
whenever they are asked for. Indeciding
the Jnglro case, which is regarded as a

|binding precedent in issues of the kind,
the Judge said: |

This is the secord application to this court
j for a writ ot" habeas corpus by this petitioner

iunder the sumo conviction, and two of the
:grounds upon which lie bases his present ap-
plication existed when li- mane his former
application. Whether this is the second or
twenty-second application, however, is imma-
terial. Under the statutes as they stand it

seems to be left to the petitioner alone to de-
termine not onlyhow many times he will ap-
ply for the writ, and whether he willappeal
from its denial, but also how often he will,by
such appeal, invoke the cpt-iation of section
TtlO of the Revised Statutes of the United
Slates, which provides that, until final judg-
ment thereon, any proceedings against his
person uuder Slate authority shall be null and
void.

There can be no doubt as to what willte
the result of the new practice, it will
hereafter be impossible to execute a crim-
inal under State laws within the time fixed
by the State courts. The lawyers of tbe
defense can wait until the day fixed for
execution is near at hand and then make
an appeal to the Supreme Court, thus
postponing the execution for month".

The effects of this new form of delay in
our judicial proceeding, will be wholly
bad. The influence of law upon criminals
depends largely upon the certainty and
vigor of its exercise. Ifthe trim. had
reason to fear that his punishment would
follow swift and sure upon the commis-
sion of crime he would hesitate much
more than he does now that he knows
the statutes provide a thousand means
for his escapa from any punishment at all.

It is not upon the criminal class only

that the law's delay ha- a bad effect. The
popular faith In the ability of the courts
to deal withgreat crimes in a prompt and
sufficient manner has been weakened, and
as a result there has grown up among the
people a tendency to take the law into
their own hands. This very morning we
publish reports of the swift vengeance of
lynch law executed by one of the most
peaceable and law-abiding communities
of Ohio.

We must have a prompter, firmer, surer
a (ministration of the law against crime.
The proportion of murders and homicides
to the population in the United States has
already become a disgrace to our c viliza-
tion and is rapidly growing to be a menace
to society. Where statute law continues
to interpose delays on behalf of criminal!
lynch law will continue to increase its
advocates and multiply its victims. In
defense, therefore, of innocent men sus-
pected of crime as well as for the purpose
of making certain tho punishment of the
guilty there ought to be some speedy re-
vision of our Ir.ws, so that the courts can
deal adequately with the crime of murder.
We are not a blood-thirsty people. We
have no desire to rush accused persons to

the gallows without a f.-.ir trial and full
time for defense. Nevertheless, it is true

that by public sentiment in this country
as well as by that of old Rome, "the court
is condemned when the guilty are ab-
solved."

GOLD-MINIRS' CONVENTION.
The International Gold Mining Conven-

tion, which meets in the city of Denver,
Colo., in the second week of July,
promises to mark the commencement of a
new era in the mining industry of the
western hemisphere. No State in the
Union and no part of America is more
deeply interested in the work of that con-
vention than our own Slate of California,
and we are glad to note that the miners of
this State will be well and ably repre-

j sented at that gathering.
Secretary Irwin Mahon of the Denver

j executive committee in a letter published
yesierday commends The Call's cbaro-
p onshtp of the miners' cause, and declares

I that this paper "strikes the rail squarely
or. the head" in stating that "the creation
ola Department of Miningin the Fed*
Government and a Cabinet officer repre-
senting this vast interest will be vigor-
ously expressed in the convention," as
willalso be "a revision and extension of
the Federal raining laws." The move-
ment inaugurated by the Miners' Conven-
tion inthis City has been cordially sup-
ported by The Call with the object of
obtaining from the General Government
the recognition which ihe importance of
the mining industry demands, and willbe
aided in the strongest practicable manner i
by the favorable action of that convention. !

"The purposes of this convention are
manilold," says Secretary Mahon. "Itis
the initial step for a thoroughly reliable I
business campaign of education in all j
branches oi raining, andcoming as it does 1
when universal man is seeking the I
precious metals it is deemed especially I
opportune for North and South America !
to show what they can do in the produc-
tion of the precious and bise metals, and |
at the same lime answertbe great demand j
now being made by the people for reliable |
information on mining topics."

There is much merit in the suggestion 1

of Secretary Julius Sonntag of the Cali-
fornia State Miners' Association that not
only the miners but other large local in-
dustrial bodies should send representa-
tives to Denver. There is a sentiment
even outside of California in favor of
holding the next international convention J
of miners in San Francisco, and our citi-
zens should, so lar as it les in their
power, encourage the idea. If the proper
effort be m;ide there is hardly a doubt but
that this City will be awarded the con-
vention for I*9B

AN ATTACK ON THE SPEAKER. |
Congressman Terry of Arkansas ran

counter to the rulings of Speaker Reed at
Thursday's session of the House, with the
usual result. _Jr. Terry was squelched;
but not before he had hurled a number of
abusive epithets at the gentleman in tho
chair. Tins, iowever, was not the first
personal attack upon the Sneaker since the
extra session began; for several members
of the minority appear to have made it
iheir rule of action to assail the brainy
chairman at every opportunity. They
have been squelched; but they have
managed to get in their contemptible
flings. Thlsii "food politics.," from the
standpoint of a buncombe Congressman.

The members of the minority face a
tower of strength in Speaker Reed. They
cannot trifle with him. They cannot dis-
turb his solid self-possession. The special
business for which the extra session was
called has been .lone all too promptly to
suit the minority, and its united voice
howls out its rage whenever it can against
the sage parliamentarian whose common-
sense rules made itpossible for the House
to debate and pass the Dingley tariff bill
withina reasonable space of time.

Democrats lake particular delight in

alluding to Mr. Reed as "the Czar." They
used this term frequently after he had en-
forced his famous quorum rule during his
first term as Speaker. They then de-
nounced Reed's rules as unjust and op-
pressive ;and yet at the very next Congress,
when the Democrats came into power, a
Democratic Speaker found himself com-
pelled to adopt Reed's rules in order to
control the House.

Speaker Re-id can be depended on to
reduce the cranks and howlers and
mischief-makers of ihe House to a proper
state of subjection; but, as he declared
when he rquelched the rebellious Jerry
Simpson, "the Hou-e is my master; Iam
here to carry out the willof the majority."

The words uttered by Congressman
Payne of New York, in defense of the
Speaker, after the Terry tirade, are worthy
of reproduction, as they speak plain trul >.

"We have sat by, day after day, and
seen him insulted because we know In-
sults from that side of the House could
not, hurt him. We siw it tried in 1890
and 18111. We saw him attu?ke I, insulted
and even abused with foul names, but the
abuse recoiled upon its author, and the
committee sustained the Speaker. Evi-
dently there arc still those over there
(pointing to the Democratic side; who be-
lieve that they can gain some notoriety or
fame by bur. ins; insults at the gentleman,
whose place in the chair stops him from
defending himself."

The tactics of the minority are tho=e of
obstruction and delay, and when its ef-
forts to block the path of legislation are
frustrated its leaders work up a theatrical
rage, inveigh against the chair, and cry to
the galleries that this is no longer a free
country because the majority, represented
by th • Speaker, willnot permit the minor-
ity to monopolize the floor and control the
business of the House.

When the historian of the future shall,
with impartial judgment, dwell on the
merits of the statesmen wno stand in the
forefront of the people's fight to-day, he
willaccord the meed of a deservedly treat
name to Hon. Thomas B. Reed of Maine.

MAKE THE TOURISTS PAY.
The arrest of a St. Louis millionaire

dry -goods merchant and his secretary at
New York on a charge of attempting to
smuggle a lot of jewelry into this country,
directs attention 10 an evil which has as-
sumed enormous proportions, and to the
fact that a movement is now on foot to
prevent tourists bringing foreign goods
into the United States free of duiy.

On this subject President C. C. Shayne of
the Meic.iants' and Manufacturers' Board
of Trade of New York Is quoted in a recent
letter by Robert P. Porter, as giving some
figures which are rather startling. While
everybody is aware that many million dol-
lars'worth of goods thus come induty free,
itis only by careful study ol these estimates
that we are able to realize the magnitude
of this class of importation, and the de-
pressing effect itmust have on merchants
in this country who are compelled to pay
heavy local taxes, high rents and a higher
price to manufacturers by reason of the
difference in the cost of labor at home and
abroad.

In the particular case of the St. Louis
merchant, it was shown that while
he paid $25 on some dress goods for his
wife, he Had concealed in a belt jewelry
worth $2500. for which he shoul have
paid the Government some $710. The at-
torney lor this millionaire states that he
w.ll prove his client "as innocent as a
babe.'' Itis not long since some of New
York's rich people imported costumes for
a fancy-dress ball, and to have those cos-
tumes admitted free of duty some of
those rich people were willing to affirm
that their foreign-made costumes were
second- band wearing-apparel.

"We have figures to prove." said Mr.
Shayne, "that over $17,000,000 worth of
goods were brought into this country duty
free by tourists last year, but Iam in-
cine ito believe that the figure of $150,-
--.00,000 would be nearer correct."

SUMMER HOME OF IHE PRESI-
DENT

President McKinley has chosen the place for
his summer residence. Itis known as "Cherry
Farm," seven miles southwest of Washington,
just back of Fort Myer, and is readied by sev-
eral beautiful drives irom the city proper,
one leading through Fort Myer and another
through Arlington. ••Cherry Farm" is the
property of ex-Senator John B. Henderson of
Missouri.

In this beautiful and secluded place, accord-
ing to the Chicago Tribune, President and
Mr-.McKinley,with Secretary and Mrs. Porter,
willpass the heated summer months.

The bouse is far back from the public road.
Situated along a veritable forest of fruit and
shade trees, the small summer cottage is as
completely isolated as thoueh itwere a thou-
sand miles :r<>m the National capital. One
must have a most intimate acquaintance with
he eteogr aphy of the adjacent country inorder
to find the house at all.
Itis reached by a narrow lane which turns

infrom the main road about half a mile below

the small village of Ballston. This lane is an
execrable one. It is full of rocks and ru'.«.
and the devious way in which it twists and
turns through tne short pine brush is apt to
cause a city-bred person to lose his bearings
entirely.

The first sight of the house is disappointing,
for it seems small. But its lull size is' not ap-
parent from the front view, ior when making
the turn in the driveway it is seen that the
building extends quite a" good distance to the
rear.
Itwould be difficult to classify the style of

its architecture, for the reason that it Is a
combination of the old-fashioned farmhouse
and the modern summer cottage. Senator
Henderson having had it remodeled when he

.purchased the property four years ago from
Mr. Sypherd.
Itis two stories in height, after the style ofmany Southern houses, and there are porches

aud verandas on allsides. The-broad veranda
on the north side is a particularly Inviting
one. and it Is reached through doors leading
from both tho drawing-room and the dining-
room.

The house Is furnished handsomely through-
out, although the Henderson laiuilyhave spentvery little time there. The drawing-room andlibrary are practically one room, being sep-
arated by portieres of blue silk. tie prevail-
ing tone of the walls and c ilingsof both theserooms is blue, and the furniture is of like kindusually seen in summer cottages— andcane being the principal materials of which itis made.

Communicating with the library is the cosylittle dining-room, with two china closets
filled with handsome tablcwatc. This room
has a southern exposure, and a generous bay-

Iwindow adds to its attractiveness. Back of'
the dining-room is the summer kitchen, which
is quite a model inits way. Init are ail theappliances necessary to mary operations.
A well of excellent water, which has a widereputation In the country round about, is
also situated in this kitchen.

The upper floor is reached by a handsome
windingstairway finished inoak. Two large
bedrooms which face the east are the principal
rooms on this floor. A third bedroom of some-
what smaller size, back of two the principal
one* completes tbesl.eping apartments,: I
there are still two-others ot small size over the
kitchen. In every room are open tile fire-
places.
