THE LAST CARDS
ARE BEING PLAYED

Mrs. Craven Called to the
Stand by the Fair

Attorneys.

Tbe Lady Is Asked to Tell i!
She Is a Party to a

Conspiracy.

No Answer Has Been £ icited, as
Obj ctions, Arguments end Ad-

journment Interfered.

Ihi sensational period of the long-

drawn-out Fair-Craven trial is at last
within sight.

Ithas been hovering near the horizon
for several days, it is true, but it p ay-

fully avoided presenting itself until yes-
terday's proceedings were about to close.
At that time the attorneys for the Fail
estate's executors found themselves in an
extremity

—
in other words, in a position

where it became necessary for them to
play their last card. The card came, and
with all the dramatic {'repartition and
effect that such polished court-actors as
Garret McEnerney, Charles S. Wheeler
and R. B. Mitchell are capable of. Tneir
Jast ordinary witness had left the stand.
There was a whisiered conference, an
ominous changing about of seats, fol-
lowed by an oppressive moment or two of
silence. Thou -Mr. Wheeler spoke, and it
was in a tone intenaed palpably to im-
press those who heard it that a mine was
about to receive the torch.

"Mrs. Nettie 11. Craven, take the stand."
A buzz of expectancy arose from the

packed lobby of the courtroom and necks
were craning. Mrs. Craven, who, by the
way, had made her appearance at the
opening of the afternoon session for the
lirst time in a fortnight, didn't seem to
hear Mr. Wheeler's call, for she remained
placidly in her chair, as if expecting to

hear another long, dry and tejious story
from some witness regarding notarial
blanks. Sue didn't realize what was in
motion until pretty, dimpled and smiling
Margaret Craven tripped over to where
her mother sat and spoke to her.

"Obi" softly exclaimed Mrs. Craven,
and immediately arose and went to the
witness-chair.

After the lady defendant had responded
to questions regarding her residence and
tier inter?st in the litigation, »he was
shown the disputed deed to the Mission-
street property and asked ifshe had ever
seen it before. Of course she had. But
that was only a preliminary question,
anyhow. l>id >he make a trip to the East
in 1895 V Mie did, late in the|month of
February. Then baa she not made sev-
eral trips to Sacramento just prior to the
Eastern journey and while the Legislature
was insession?

During that session, said Mrs. Craven,
she visited Sacramento several times

—
she

thought three times, but was not certain.
Mr. Wheeler referred to the disputed

deed again ana asked her if she had it
with her ana exhibited it to anybody in

Sacramento between December, 181*4, and
February, 1895.

Attorney Deimas said the plaintiffs had
no right to ask a question of this Kind,
and the court sustained him in that
i- a.m. Mr. Wheeler was somewhat net-
tled at this. Ue said he would promise
the court to connect this evidence with
something substantial ifit was permitted
to enter, and if he failed be would con-
sent to have it stricken from the record.

But Mr.Delmas said he did not propose
to have improper evidence reach the ears
of the jury and then have it stricken out
afterward a« incompetent.

The court again ruled against Mr.
Wheeler, and despite that gentleman's
ai-i eais, wouid not lor a while alter his
mind.

Judge Curtis took occasion to jar the
counsel for the plaintiffs ina semi-serious
speech, lie dealt witn their cver-arisinc
promises to prove certain things, and their
equally frequent failures to fulfill these
promises. Be said Air. Wheeler was
simply at his o.'d tricks again, and it was
foregone conclusion that ne could not
lu'liil this new promise. But, said the
eminent New York "willsmasher," it wa<
not intended that he should be given any
more chances. The plaintiffs had made
Mrs. Craven their own witness and had no
right to ask leading questions or to launch
forth on a voyage of discovery.

Mr. Wheeler conferred with his asso-
ciates and then tried a new method. He
Btid now that he merely wanted to locate
the deeds during the months referred to
by Mr?. Craven in order to subsequently
introduce proof intended to show ttiat the
documents were not In existence at the
time the lady they were. On this
offer the court directed that Mrs. Craven
could answer the question.

Her reply was that ;<hedid take the
deed to Sacramento with her and did ex-
hibit itto certain people.

Mr. Wheeler then showed the witness
the San^ome-street deed and a*ked her if
she recognized it.

Mr-.Craven replifd that the document
appeared to be the same one Senator Fair
gave her, but it looked as though ithad
been tampered with. Sue thought she
detected some erasures here and there,

ifae paper did not look natural.
•'Dm you ever shovr that deed to any-

body during your visits to Sacramento be-
tween December, 1894, and February,
1995?" asked Mr. Wheeler.

"1did."
'To whom T"
"Well, several. I recollect having

shown the deeds to a Mr. Cullen."
Mr. Wheeier wanted to know where the

lady allowed the deeds to Mr. Cullen, and
received a reply that she either showed
them to him at the Golden Eagle Hoiel
or in the State Library. Slie could not be
sure just where itwas.

"\\ illyou swear that you showed them
to him in the library?" asked Mr.
Wheeler.
"Imust give to that the same answer as

before," she replied.
"Will you swear that it was in the

Golden Gate Hotel?"
'•^ame answer."
"Did you show them to anybody else in

Sacramento?"
"Idid; 1 showed them to a Mr. Bon-

ner."
At this juncture Mr. Dslmas registered

a formal objection to Mr. Wheeler's
method of examination. Itwas obvious,
he said, that the attorney was on a fishing
excursion and that his only object was to
slipinto the defense's camp and get the
names of Mrs. Craven's witnesses.

Mr. Wheeler assured the court that his
only object was to trace the custody of
the deeds, and he was not prying into the
defense's secrets. On this showing and
assurance he was allowed to proceed.

Mrs. Craven said she might have shown
the deeds to other people than Cullen and
Bonner inSacramento, but cculd not re-
member, offhand, just who they were.
After her return from bacraniento she
showed them to Judge Aitken and may
have shown them to others, but could not
remember.

Judge Denson took the floor and ob-
jected a^ain on behalf of the defense to
Mr. Wheeler's apparent plan of "'pump-
ing" the witness. He said iiwas an un-
heard-of privilege.

But Mr. Wnee.er got out from under
the tolling wall by again saying that be
was only endeavoring to trace the custody
of the deeds. The court lethim go ahead
again.

Mrs. Craven reiterated that ebe could

not remember any more people to whom
sh" hnd >hown the deeds.

Mr. Wneeier now arose and, pulling
down his vest and drawing a long breath,
prepared himself for an effort.

"Now. Mrs. Craven." lie said, "did you
ever enter into an arrangement or agree-
ment with Mr. Cullen by which he is to
receive a certain amount of moiiry in the
event of your success in this ca^, and
provided h« should testify ia your be-
half?'

Mr. Delmas objected to this, as not being
a part of the case and a long argument
followed. He forc-d Messrs. Wheeler and
Mitchell into the position of showing their
hand. They said that tney were aiming
to prove in part by Mrs. Craven that there
was a conspiracy to g»t some of Fair's
property by means of forgery and perjury.

Mr. Delmas was sarcastic in his reply to
tnis. IfMrs. Craven had a contract with
anybody, why didn't they call for thai
contract, instead of making pryotechnical
speeches in court regarding matters they
would like to prove but cannot? lie asked.
Following up their declarations he said
he would have the right to ask ifMax
(jumpel, the handwriting expert, was nota conspirator too. Gum pel had a contract
by which he was to get $3000 from tne
plaintiffs for his evidence, and li'yuumore
if that evidence was satisfactory to theplaintiffa.

Of course, said counsel, no one would
ever think that that $2000 would influence
Mr. Gumpel in giving an opinion as to the
validity of the deeds indispute. He said
he thought the other side was resorting t<>
unfair tactics, and thought the coun
should put a stop to it.

The argument was still on and Mr.
Wheeler's question wns still unanswered
when the adjoutnrnent hour arr.ved, so
tc-day willsee Mrs. Craven on the stand
again.

The forenoon Ression yesterday was
tnken up by the argument started Wednes-
day afternoon over the question as to

whether the defense liHd the right to test
Charles Stanford's ability to identify
notarial blanks.

During the talk Mr. Wheeler got him-
self into some trouble by proclaiming that
the greater portion of Mr. l>e mas'argu-
ment was worthless anil intended chiefly
(or the gallery.

Mr. Delmas' reply was characteristically
biting.

"Ishall be hs moderate in my reply as
my learned friend," lie said, "and !-hai:
not keep you more than a few minutes.
So much has been said that we were un-
able to anticipate, aid have now heard
for the first time, that we may well claim
the right to reply. In the first place I
must, on behalf of all the counsel of the
defendants, express our gratitude to the
counsel for the interv?nor here for the
discrimination with which he has pointed
out to us the only thing in our argument
which, inhis judgment, is worthy of any
consideration, and the singular felicity
with which he has beea able, to his entire
satisfaction at least, to discriminate be-
tween what is of value and that which he
is pleased to term mere chaff. We are
equally gratified to stand in the pre-ence
of one who arrogates to himself the power
of rebuking the counsel on the other side
for making speeches to the gal erie-* and
to the jury. In the language of one of
Shakespeare's characters, we can but say,
'A. Daniel come to judgment; yea, a
Daniel.' And perhaps we might be par-
doned if we added : O wise young man,
how much elder art thou" than thy
looks!'

Judge Slack was not prepared to decide

the point when the arguments closed, but
promised to do so at the opening of to-
day's session.

McHenry on Wednesday night met a
brother of his betrothed and they had a
few drinks together, McHenry telling him
that it would ba the last time he would
indulge in anything stronger than water.

They parted ina happy mood, Mcllenry
being particularly jubilant over the pros-
pect of so soon becoming a Benedict.

AJI the preparations for the happy
j event bad been made, and at the ap-
pointed hour the invited gnesta assembled
at the church and the bride and her
bridesmaids soon followed. There was no
appearance oi the bridegroom, and after
waiting for nearly an hour the wedding
guests dei>arted amid the deepest gloom.

The bride was in the depths of despairj not only from the unaccountable absence
