ATTACKED ON THE
AFGHAN FRONTIER

British Indian Forces
Surprised by Furious

Natives.

Three Officers Killed and
Many Wounded During

the Battle.

The Mullah of Plewlndah, a Noto-
rious Fanatical Priest, the

Cause of the Onslaught.

BillLA, Imia, June 11. -Mich excite-
ment was caused in military and Govern-
ment circles to-day by t:;e news of a
serious uprising of natives in the nonh-
orn part of India and an attack on the
British Indian force, whicti resulted in
the killing of Colonel 15 amy, Captain

Brown and L'tutenant Cruikshank. Other
Briliab oriictfrs were wounded.

The feeling in general is strong that a
punitive expedition will be immediately
dispatched to deal with 'he unruly na-
tives. There has been for years much
opposition to British rule among tLe
tribes of the northarn frontier, but for a
long time the tribesmen have committed
noovirt aci. >oidea is therefore enter-
taii>pd of an active revolt against the Gov-
ernment. Itis believed they were incited
to the attack by some of their fanatical
priesthood, w o are among tiie most dan-
gerous characters with wnom the British
have to deal. The attack was made in
Toclii Valley, on the Afghan frontier.

From the particulars obtainable at pres-
ent itsnems that the twoguns belonging
to the K'>mbay mounted battories, escort-
ed by 30u men beionging to tn» First Reg-
ment of Sikhs and the First Punjab In-
fantry, were treacherously attacked la the
Tochi Valley by a large force of hostile na-
tives.

The first reports said that Colonel Bun-
ny, two officers and twenty-five privates
hud been killed and that tnree officers and
twenty-five men had been wounded. In
addition a number of mules and horses
are reported killed. Ind cations arc that
the affair is more than a contlct with
warlike natives and that the notorious
Mullah of Plewindah is at the bottom of
the trouble.

The latest advices are that a political
officer, Mr. Gee, was visiting Shirani with
an escort of troops wlien he was attacked
at llsnsa by vastly superior forces. The
British troops were compelled to retreat

and were followed several miles by over-
whelming numbers of the enemy. The
lichting was di-sperate. All the British
'ifficers were severely wounded. Captain
Browne of the Pirtt Sikhs, a son of the
laic Sir Ja«m Browne, ana Litutenaut
Cruikshank of iho Royal Artillery were
killed,and Surgeon Htgginson, Lieutenant
Higginson of the First Siths nnd Lieu-
tenant Seaton-Browne of the Punjab In-
fantry were wounded.

The second dispatch does not mention
the death of Colonel Bunny, but from
the fact that it says that Colonel Gray
from Miranshati has taken ovar the com-
mand of the British force engaged it is
inf-rr»-d that Colonel Bunny 13 also
araoni; the dead, as at first announced.

Tochi Valley lies north of Gumal and on
tlte road to Gbuziu ana Wazirisblam. It
had been controlled by the British since
the delimitation of tue Hindoo-Afghan

frontier, but the tribes there have always
been turbulent and fear is felt lest the
Other tribes rise ugainst the British.

The Mullah of Plewindab is wellknown
to the British Indian authorities. He is
a notorious^ fanatical priest ami has at-
"Ways*''beerf hostile to Brit Influence.
Owing to an attempt which the Mullah
recently made to stir up a rebellion he
was expelled from British territory. This
caused him to be deserted by his own
people and he has since lived in Afghan-
istan and is understood to have been act-
ively plotting against the British. He
look part la .he attack upon the British
camp at Wano in November, 1804. The
Ameer is backing htm.

While Colonel A. H.Turner, the British
commander, was engaged in ISD4 in de-
limiting the Indo-Afguan frontier, his
camp at Wano was attacked on November
3of that year by a large force of Waziri
tribesmen. The British lost abuut twenty
private soldiers and twenty camp follow-
ers killed before the Wuziris were re-
pulsed, the latter leaving over 250 dead on
the field.

TWO WIFt-MUHDER£R6 EXECUTED
One Pro ests Hs Innocancs to the Last

and Proftsses to Be Qu c

Willing to Die.
GEORGETOWN, Del., June 11.—James

M. Gordv was banged ih s morning for
the murder of his wife, formerly Mrs.
Mary Lewis of New York. He stood upon
the scaffold protesting his innocence until
the black cap was placed over his head.
His last words were: "Good-by all. A
man who has the love of God in his heart
need never fear death. Iam willing to
die." The drop fell at 10:J*>. E even
minutes later he wes pronounced dead.
Death was due to strangulation.

At the foot of the scaffold Gordy read a
statement, denying the crime, and de-
clared that those who accused him of mur-
dering his father and first wi:e and child
wou'd have to answer to him for their lies
on judgment day. Gordy married Mrs.
Lewis last February in New York. He
took her to his farm in Milton, Del., and
murdered her on March 1L for insurance.
ite was convicted April 14.

ROCKFORD, 111., June IL—James
French was hanged to-day in a stockade
-outh of the County Jai! for the cold-
blooded murder of his wife last July. Two
hundred people witnessed the execution,

while the streets in the vicinity were
crowded with thousands. French did not
weaken till the last, when he fainted as
the bi ick cap was placed over his head.
Deputies had to Drnce him up for a
minute till the trap could be sprung,
tiher.ff Oliver suffered nervous prostra-
tion last night, and the execution had to
be postponed nearly an hour.

DEATH'S TERRORS
TOBE ALLEVIATED

Novel Devices of a New
York Mausoleum

Company.

No Possibility of Premature
Interment or Grava

Robbery.

Cement R=
ceptacles With Electric

Appliances for Twelve Thou-
sand Bodies.

NEW YORK. N. V.. June 11.—The sani-
'ar. committee of the Health Board to-
day approved the ulan> of a new mauso-
leum company for the establishment of a
sanitary mausoleum nt-ar High Bridce,
which willhave a capacity of from 10,000
to 12,000 bodies, and in which it is pro-
posed to entomb the dead in cement re-
ceptacies. Tue bodies are to be exposed
for several monids to a current of air
made chemically dry by passing it over
sulphuric acid, the air to be purilied after-
ward by fire. When the body is tnor-
oughl;; dfsiccaied ihe receptacle ia to be
made air-ti>;lu.

The mausoleum interior will resem ble
a well-appointed library, with a main
corridor ana diverging halls leading to
diffe:eat sections. The sepulchers willbe
ofsolid concrete, four inches th'ck and a
lmle larger than an ordinary coffin.

One advantage claimed for the new sys-
tem is security against grave robbers. A
novel feature ia protection against pre-
mature entombments. Electrical ap-
paratus is to be provided and so adjusted
to reach the body that the slightest move-
ment will sound an alarm that cannot fait
to be heard by a watchman. There will
also 0» an indicator connected with the
electrical apparatus showing exactly
which sepulclier the alarm came from.
According to the plans riled a body will
remain inits sepuiclier three months he-
fore the tomb is hermetically sealed. Each

willdo constructed with a con-
duit of lresh air and with another thai
willpermit the egress of air after it has
absorbed the gasses and fluids of the
bo<ty. The egress conduit will terminate
in a separate buildnie, where the vitiated
air willJbe purilied by passage through a
furnace, and thus, the company claims,
ail ntxiou« va: or* willbe destroyed.

Zens of the United States, except those
Asiatics already excluded from tiie privi-
lege of United States citizenship, and
Chinese now in Hawaii are forbidden tc

migrate to the United States. The pre--

Craven to the witness-stand are still as
enveloped in mist and mystery as ever.
The accusations are still unproved and
are as far from itas before.

The attorneys for the heirs have either
stumbled upon a gigantic mare's nest or
else they have been unclever in revealing

in uncovering the deep-

dyed villains they have talked so much
about. Patience must again be the pub-
lic's potion or else

—
well, a complete loss

of confidence in the promises ofeminent
attorneys.
it was a long, sultry and exciting ses-

sion—by long odds the "day" of tho Fair-
Craven trial. Inanticipation of sensation
being piled upon sensation

—
due, of course,

to those lurid promises— an immense
crowd gathered in the courtroom early
yesterday morning, and throughout the
day hung withbreathless expectancy upon
every word ottered. Many ladies ac-
cepted the discomfort of being jo3tled by
the mob in order to b« witnenises to the
disclosures or failures to disclose, and
were even more patient than the rest.

Mrs. Craven resumed her place on the
witness-stand shortly after the bailiff
rapped for order. The lady plainly is
still suffering from the effects of her re-
cent illness, but nevertheless she ap-
peared calm, collected, determined. The
stitling air and the beat had a visible
iffect upon her, fur twice she asked the
court's permission to retire to the corri-
dor for a breath of fresh air. It was a
cruel sieee for a delicate woman, but she
underwent the ordeal nobly. At no time
was she other than cool and coiiti-lent.

What was heralded as a ponderous
question, a hold-over from Thursday af-
ternoon's session, was the first thing to be
answered. Judge SlarK interrupted,
however, to give a decision on a question
as to whether or not the defense had the
right to subject Clerk Stanford of the
Crocker Company to a crucial test as to
his ability 10 identify natarial blanks.
Tnis was a momentous issue at one time,
but in the excitement of the past, twenty-

four hours, the rulingnow passed almost
unnoticed. The court ruled ti;at for the
time being, Stanford could be spared the
ordeal.

Then the unanswered question was onca
more propounded to Mrs. Craven. "Have
you ever entered into a contract by which,

a Mr. Cuilen is to be compensated, in the
event that you win this case, in return for
his testimony?"

No objection came from the attorneys
for the defense to Mr. Wheeler's query.

"Answer the question, Mrs. Craven, 11

said Judge Slack softly.
"Have you?" repeated Wheeler.
"No, sir," replied Mrs. Craven, with

emphasis and positiveness.
\u25a0 "You have no suck contract?"

"No, sir."
"Did you never sign an agreement of

any kind whereby he was to benefit ifyou
were successful in this case?"

••Who, Mr. Culien?"
"Yes."
"No, sir; Inever did."
Mr. Wheeler now made his question

more general, this time asking if she had
ever signed an agreement with "any per-
son" whereby Mr. Cuilen was to benefit in
case she won the suit.

Mr. Delmas objected to this on the
ground that the question called for the
identity of some written instrument. If
such a document existed it was the best
evidence of itself ana should be Produced.

Both Mrs?rs. Wheeler and McEnerney
argued that the question whs proper, as it
only, called for an answer divulging
whether or not such a contract existed.

Mr. Delnias said it was plain that the
other side was on a fishing excursion. The
attorneys had promised with a great
flourish to prove the existence of a foul
conspiracy, but, he said, they were now
apparently afraid to start in, and pre-
ferred to pump and pry into the defense's
case in the hope of getting information
and learn the names of Mrs. Craven's wit-
nesses.

Judge Slack said he would allow the
question to be answered on the assurance
that it was only to establish the identity

'of the document, ifsuc!i a document ex-
isted.

Mrs. Craven uttered another emphatic
"No" in answer to the question.

Mr. Wheeler whispered to his associate,
Mr. Mitchell, ami then asted Mrs. Craven
ifshe had ever signed a contract with any-
body whereby any body was to be bene-
fited ifshe won.

Mrs. Craven said she could elucidate
the point very easily, if permitted, but
Mr. Wheeler wanted a stereotyped answer.
