
WARNED OF DEATH
BY A DEAD SISTER

Outlaw Jordan Sees a
Strange Vision in

the Nigrht.

Told He Would Soon Die, and
the Prophecy Is Being

Fulfilled.

Oregon Officers Tell of a Weird
Light That Hovered Over the-

Sleeping Bandit.

PORTLAND, Ok., June 11.—John .Tor-
da:;, a Harney County cattle-thief, who
was incarcerated in the penitentiary last
Tuesday for a period of live years, is re-
ported to be dying under the hallucina-
tion that his deceased sister declared he
could not live more than two weeks. An
incident that occurred while he was on
the way to the penitentiary lust week,

vouched for as it is by the .Sheriff of Hnr-
ney County and his deputy, seem* to be
prophetic of the death of the cattle-tnief.
It is a singular story, and it would in-
spire doubt ilit were not for the word of

two men whose honesty Las never been
questioned.

The prisoner was shot while resisting

anest.and the authorities hurriedly made
preparations for driving through without
unnecessary stopovers. The conveyance
was an ordinary stage WCgon, and. relay*
of horses being provided at stations en
route, the driver >et out to make .in all-
mcht drive. Midnight las: Monday found
tne officers tbetr moody prisoner jolt-
ingalone over tlie mountain roads toward
Baker CoontT. Some time in the nignt
the sleepy theriif and his deputy were
aroused dv the stopping of the wagon
and an excited ejaculation from the lips
of tt;e dr.ver.

"There's that infernal thing again,"
said he, more to nlmseif than to the
other«.

"WbereN what T What's the matter?"
the Sher;ff asked, rubbing I.is eyes with
one brawn T B»t and with a Cit-like move
reach. ng for hi* ride.

Tiie question went unanswered, for as
all three of the men looked at one another
in a puzzled wav, as if forced by a com-
mon thought their eyes drilled to the
dashboard of tne vehicle. There it was—
a ghostly, phosphorescent spheroid of
light, waving and swaying behind the
horses and moving along the dashboard.
At one instant it looked kke a reflection
and at another it seemed to be a small
body emitting the pale light itself.
The li-hi shifted 10 one side and next ap-
peared under th» wagon, and as they fol-
lowed iiwith their eves it rested over the
body of the prostrate John Jordan, who
was uneasily slumbering. In a moment
the light waved up and down and van-
ished in the darkness to the rear.

Nothing was said to the prisoner about
the peculiar experience of the night.
Later in the day, however, Jordan revived
and began to ta!K.

"Say, Sheriff,"' ho began, "I've got
something to teil yon.'1

"Yes?"
••Ilint going to last long, Sheriff."
"Don't talk liße that. You're badly

wounded, but you'llpullthroiuh as soon
as you set medical attention and an ca»v
berth.

•'
'So, I'llnot," Jordan reiterated stub-

bornly. "I've called the lan turn, ifeel
it. Last nicht Isaw my sister. My sister's
dead you know. She's the only one that
ever thought much about me." Maybe I
ought to have been a better man. Sheriff,
but let that pass. Well, Sis came to me
last night. Isaw her as plain as Isee you
now. She was allin white, Sheriff, ail in
white. She pitied me and pointed to mv
eye, where 1got them shots in ray head."'

Jordan was wounded in the head and a
bullet or shot penetrated the eye. He is
no better and is not expected to live. At
the prison he talks ramDlinelv of his sister
and he is fast losing ail vitaliry from ex-
haustion produced by melancholy over
tins Apparition.

RACING DQW.i THE YUKON.

Otrer a Hundred Snu IBoats Bear ng
Miners to the Kiondyks Gold

TACOMA, W*SH., June 11 —A great

race down the Yunon River and its head
waters is now Inprogress. Over 100 boats
and barge* have been constructed this
spring at Lake Bennett, where a portable
sawmill was placed in operation lust
winter. Thwie boats, carrying between
800 and 1000 Yukoner* and their luggage,
are now working their way toward the
Kloiulvte and Yukon gold Gelds. There
was much friendly rivalry in starting
them off and numerous bets were made a«
to wnich parties would get to Klondyke
and other points first.

Tne first sawmill is running day and
niglit,turning out from loJO to 20QQ feet
every twenty-four hours. The logs are
draggei by hor««*H to the mill where they
bring $2.~. per 100 >. The mill has orders
which will requ.re several weeK* more to
till, and many men who would gladly
BAYi bought their lumber have beeli
forced to wbip-aw it. Had the null been
operated last fail and winter its owners
would have coined money this season.

A letter written by A 11 Thompson at
Lake Bennet on May LV, states that the
water was then open down Lake Bonnet
for five or six miles. Be/ond it was
blocked with ice forseveral mile", but tne
ice was rapidly disappearing. By Jane
1it was expected the entire tlotilla would
be under -ail down the lake. The last
parties to arrive offered as high a* $300
for small 'c >w«. Out very few who tiad
constructed them with great labor would
sell at any price.

RETURNS AS ONE
FROM THE GRAVE

Hermit Harbin Back in
the Home of His

Children.

Takes Up His Abode With His
Daughters in Pine

Ridge.

Romantic Life of the Man Who for
Twenty Years Was Mcurned

as Dead.

FRESNO, Cm.., June 11.—J. N. Harbin,
hermit, of Durungo, Mexico, concerning
whose strange career The ('ail.ha* pub-

lished interesting dispatches in the past
few day«, is cow with his children again
at their home in Pine Ridge, iiltymiles
ea«l of this city.

About three months ago Pope liarbin,
who is employed by the Fresno Flume
and Irrigation Company at Pino Ridge,
received word that his father, whom for
twenty years the familyhad mourned as
dead, was living the life of a hermit in

the almost inaccessible Sierra Madre
Mountains of Mexico. He ana his sister,
Mr?. Dora Kenyon. wife of Professor Fred
Kenyon of Fine Ridge School, sent their
lather a ticket by the Southern Pacific
Company to brine him to Fresno. The
old man received the ticket and set out
on his journey, of which his children
were informed. That was the last they
heard of him until last Sunday. They
had almost siren him up. but on Sunday
he arrived at his daughter's home at Pine
Ridge.

The story that the old man tel.'s reads
like a romance. Itseems that it was be
who acted as guide for the Murphy family
when, it crossed the Rocky Mountains in
I*l4. Later he became interested with the
late Senator Hearst and others in mining
and land venture. He accumulated many
hundreds of thousands of dollar? and went
to Mexico to make millions. Instead of
making millions he lost all that no had,
and found himself penniless. He sought
a cave in the mountains, when he lived
the life of a hermit ever since. As he
himself puts it:
"Ihave been years without matches

and for many month together Ihave not
heard the sound of a human voice. Vege-
tables 1have not known, but Ihave lived
almost entirely upon the animals thai I
could kill."

The oi J man left for Mexico shortly
after the marriage of his d:Hienter, Mrs.
Kenyon, twenty y^r.rsago. The last time
Ms. Kenyon t»w her lather was on her
weddta* oav. When the old man learned
that he stiil lived in the memory of his
cinlaren, although lie had been mourned

d l>y them ior twenty years, tie de-
termine !to return :o !".-<\u25a0-

The "Hermit," as he is led, presents
a striding appearance. Hi* hair is of
snowy whiteness and hangs down his
back; his ba ard is as white ami very long.
Althoueh 77 yars of age, Mr. Harbin is
hale and hear;y.

The old man is a Mexican War veteran
and claims that over $-1000 a-* pension
money is due him from the Government.
He has, too, in his possession deeds to
some of the most valuable property of the
Hearst estate. At one time Harbin owned
\u25a011 of what is now Lake County. The
famous Harbin Bpiingi were named after
him.

WANTON FURY OF
REDSKIN THUGS

Two Indians Attack a
Miser in His Lowly

Cabin.

Stab and Slash Until They

Tire of Their Brutal
Work.

One of the Pair Shot by a Tacoma
Officer While Resisting

Arrest.

TACOMA. Wash., June 11.—Two
Indian?, both ex-convicts and one now
out on bail to answer for an attack 1110:1
a squaw, nearly murdered Napoleon
L.again, a miserly old man who livea her-
mit life near Sherlock, about twenty miles
from here. Tne assault was made last
Saturday night and the old man was left
for dead, with blood streaming from a
uczen dagger wounds in his body. The
two Indians attacked him while he lay
asleep, and with an insane frenzy cut and
slashed until they grew tired of their
brutal work.

Lagain has lived in this country for up-
ward of lifiyyears, working in the early
days for the Hudson Bay Company. Ho
was known to have accumulated some
money, but he lived by himself in the
woods. George and John Williams made
the attack on Lagain. They intended to
rob his cabin, but he awoke while they
were at wort and the two Indians began
stabbing him. At last tne cries of the in-
lirm iiii^er were stilled, and the two
leisurely proceeded to ransack the cabin.
I.again was accidentally discovered the

next day and word was sent to Olvrnpia.
Deputy Sheriff McClellan went out to in-
vestigate. The crime was quickly traced
to the Williams brothers, and McClellan
attempted to arrest them. They resisted
and opened firo on the officer. He re-
plied and t!;e battle was soon terminated
after George had been shot through both
arm?.

The prisoners were taken to O ympia
nnd iater Lagain was carried to tlie same
plac. He is nearij- dead, and no hope of
his recovery is entertained.

George WiUiama w»a pardoned by Gov-
ernor Mi(fraw j ;st before lie went out of
office.

Canada Jirtmim-% on Lumber.

NEW ENGLISH EATTLE-SHIPS.
Hoxr the Majestic and Canopus Classes

Killer inEfficacy.

Indiscussing the four new battle-ships
to be laia down by the British Admiralty
this year, the Pall Mail G zette observes I
that the Majestic class and the Canopus I
class are similar in armament, each carry- \
ins; four 46-ton wire guns and twelve !
fi-incb,but the Canopns has fewer 12-pound- j
ers and other guns still smaller. She !
is also about 2000 tons lighter than the j
Majestic, or 13,000 against 15,000, and \
drawing two feet less, is able to pass
through the Suez canal, which is an im- i
portant advantage. But the Majestic is •

much more heavily armored. She is not j
as fast, her speed, under natural draught,
being put at not quite seventeen knots,
and under forced draught at not quite
eighteen, whereas under natural draught :
the Cunop'us steams eighteen and a!
quarter knots.

Besides, w en the Majestic made nearly :
eigtueen knots, she wa» without her fulli
load of coal. She is abie to carry from
1850 to 2.00 tons, against the 2250 of the
Canopus, and with ISSO she displaces over
16,000 tons, aud is, of course, slower. Last i
autumn, with all coal, ammunition and
stores aboard, shs steamed not quite j•
seventeen knots with forced draught •
and sixteen with natural draught.
Thus toe French Carnot or Martel is fas-
ter; but the latter cannot steam as far on
their coal capacity. The Canopus. with
all her coal on board, displaces 14,400 tons
and is faster than the Preach ships just'
named. The great weakness of the Cano-
pus is held to be in her defence, so that i
she has sometimes been called a big ar-
mored cruiser rather than a battle-snip; j
ami on the whole the Pall Mai. Gazette j
prefers the Majestic to the Canopus as tne
standard type of battle-ship and recom- :
mends it fcr ihe four new ships.
