BY WORKINGMEN
The Labor Council Protests

Against the Board's
Action.

Complication of Troub'e Caused
by Award ot Printing

Contract.

Employing Printers Add Their Con-

demnation of the Employment
of Non-Union Labor.

The regular weekly meeting of the San
Francisco Labor Council was held last
evening at 1159 Mission street.

In regard to the contract for university
printing made b: the reeents with the
Pacific Press Publishing Company of
Oakland the following resolutions were
introduced by S. L.Robbins of the local
Typographical Union and, after discus-
sion by A. Furuseth, Delegate Merino of
the Sacramemo Typographical I'nion,
W. MacArthuranJ other.*, were adopted :

Whereas, The regents of the University of
California have awarded a university printing
contract to the Pacific Tress Publishing Com-
pany, o notoriously unfair establishment
which is a menace to organized labor; and
where«s, printing and bookbinding for the
university have heretofore been performed by
union printers, pressmen and bookMnders at
lair wages, thus encouraging the desired e!e-
Vfltioa ot American workingmen; and
whereas.no valid reasons exist why the re-
gents should antagonize organized lnbor, as
the State University has now an endowment
of1percent on ail taxable property in the

State. in addition to the regular appropria- j
tion for its maintenance; and whereas, be- ;
liejing that the regents have no right to ap- j
ply Siato money toward intensifying the j
struggles of organized labor; therefore be it

Resolved, That use San Francisco Labor i
Council condemns the warranted action of !
the regents of the State University in award- !
ing the aforesaid contract to the Pacific Press iPublishing Company, ana we hereby protest >

aeainst their wanton degradation of labor;

MILLER'S BIG BILLS.
Heavy Claim* Again*' aim. lux's Estate

Allowed by Judge Coffey.

Henry Miller,surviving uariner of v*

firm of Miller&Lux, has presented tw

large claims against the estate of Mrs.
Miranda W. Lux, who was the relict of
his former partner.

The first claim is for the sura of $14<\-
SOB 03 on account of money advanced to
Mrs. Lux during her lifetime and for ra^h
furnished to help carry on her part of the
business of the firm.

The second claim is based on a promis-
sory note signed by Mrs. Lux and her
associates in certain business transactions
for the sum of $69,332 76. making a total
of 1219,140 79.

These claims were offered to the Probate
Court by Eujrene R. Garber at d were ar-
proved by Judge Coffey for \u2666 the full
amount called lor. The settlement of the
entire business of the old firm of Miller&
Lux is being carried on as rapidly as pos-
sible, a corporation for that sole purpose
having been incorporated recently.

DEFECTS IN HABEAS CORPUS.
An Amendment to the Constitution as

a It.mifflv.
There are some interesting leeal prob-

lems arising apropos of the Durrant and
Worden cases, which have attracted pub-
lic attention to Hie defects in the habeas
corpus law.

On January VI, 1891, Senator Vest of
Missouri introduce! a billin the United
States Senate to amend the law so as to
cut short the right of appeal in habeas
corpus cases. He said in a speech on the
subject that he introduced the billat the
request of a .New York friend, though in-
clined to believe ituseless.

Speaking of the matter yesterday At-
torney Charles A. Garter said: "The
only way by which this law can ever be
chanced is to amend the constitution of
the United States so as to give the States
absolute control in habeas corpus, or, at
least, to stop appeals with the United
States Circuit Court of Appeals. That is
the opinion of many lawyers who have
studied the problem."•—\u2666

GREAT GROWTH
OF THE NORTH

J. J. Browne of Spokane
on the Finding of

Bonanzas.

The Mines of Trail Creek, Slo-
can and Cesar d'Alene

Very R.ch.

Over 600 Houses Emit in Spokane

Since August— Mr. Browne's
Remarkable Career.

J. J. Browne, one of the three founders
of Spokane and for many years ranking as
one of the wealthiest men In that part of
the country. arrived here yesterday, ac-
companied by Mrs. Browne, and is at the
Palace. Mr. Browne is owner of the Spo-
kane Evening Chronicle and of much
other property in that enterprising city.

He says thougti Spokane overbuilt for
two or threa years, beginning with 1890,

after wliioli there was a reaction for as
long a perioi, that since August last be-
tween COO and 700 new houses have been
built. These are mainly residences.

"The activity is attributable to two
causes." said Mr. Browne. "F.rst to the
development of the silver mines in the
Slocan country and gold mines on Trail
Creek, and next to the settlement of the
miners' strike difficulties la Coeur d'Alene.
ji:at over tbe line lrom Spokane in Idaho.
The latter troubles were lone standing
and very perplexing, but were finally ad-
justed, and now 3000 men are at work
there.

"Both theSlocan and Trail countries are
in British Columbia, north of Spokane,
but tributary to it. Tue mines there are
the outgrowth of two years. The most
important gold mine in the Trail Creek
district is the L9Roi. Ithna declared in
div dends during tue last eighteen months
$400,000, and is now paying a regular divi-
dend of $25,000 a ruontu.

"Inthe Slocan district one mine in fif-
teen months paid $350,000 individends.
Anothermm", ths Payne, has paid from
$lno,ooo to $200,000 in less time.

"The Kasio-Siocan Kailroad, a line but
twenty miles Ion;:, has fifty-twoshipping
mines on ita route. The Ruth mine.whichwas discovered by three young men work-
ing 'or wages for a long time in Spokane,
paid dividends ot $60,000 in ten months.
Two-third- of tiie mine was afierward
sold for fItjG.GOO, and the other interest
Las since beeu sold practicully on the
same baois".

Mr. Browne pays the population of Spo-
kane is now between 4'J, 000 and 45,000.
During the era of high real estate valnes
und extensive banking interests in that
ctv he was quoted ai being worth about
$5,000,000.

DIMOND NOT READY.
Attorney Motion inVain Pleaded for an

Karly Trial of the Blair Cafte.
When the case of Attorney Dimond

against Miss Blair was called in Judge
Hunt's court yesterday morning Attor-
ney Cnttendan Thornton made an appli-
cation for delay, sayinar that he would
be soon called to New York on business
and that his associate would also be
absent irom the City.

Attorney W. H. Metson, representing
Miss Blair, announced that he and his
clients would strenuously oppose any de-
lay; they were ready for trial and in-
sisted on an early hearinc of the case.

Mr. Metson was inclined to be sarcastic.
He said that when the suit was riled the
painttff had informed the public that
ihat course was made necessary in order
(hat he might be vindicated; now the
defendants offered him an opportunity
for an early vindication if he proved him-
self entitled to it,and they were met with
appeals lor postponement." He insisted on
a speedy trial.

Judge Hunt indicated that he would he
willing to accommodate counsel if they
rould agree on the date of trial, but he
was nof able to hear any long argument
in regard to tho proposition tosetthe case
for trial.

MINER STRATTON
HERE IN TOWN

The Millionaire Owner of
the Independence on a

Pleasure Trip.

His Story of the Liquidation
That Is Going On in

Colorado.

Cripp'e Creek Dul', but Producing

Abmt a M liion Dollars a
Month.

W. S. Stratton, the millionaire owner of
the Independence mine ana largely inter-
ested in the Portland mine, both of Crip-
ple Creek, is at the JJalclwin. He has come
West incompany with his sister, Mrs. J.
S. Cobb of San Jose, who has until lately
been visiting him at his home in Colorado
Springs. Mr. Stratton has come here
very largely for pleasure and ths length
of his stay is indefinite. He visited this
State several months ago for a short time,
but did not, as he said yesterday, visit any

of the mining camps or make any invest-
ments. Among his callers ar the hotel
yesterday was C. D. Lane of the Utica
mine.
"Isuppose Colorado suits me better for

mining than any other State," said Mr.
Stratton to The Call representative. "I
understand t.'ie formation there belter and
the treatment of ores; know the people
and know now to go about things. There
is a good deal in that. So 1have not con-
templated making any investments inany
other part of ths country. Times are
about as good in Colorado as they are
anywhere.

"Cripple Creek is mining regularly
about a million dollars worth of ore per
month. Thai's a good deal for a little
camp like that. It's only between three
and four miles square, a:id a new place,
too. so that, altogether, Ithink itis doing
very well.

"Business in the town is rather over-
done, and it is quiet there on that ac-
count. Durinsj the boom a great many
different kinds of business were started,
and now since things have settled down
to a steady b.isis business men are not
doing as mucn as lormerly. Colorado
Springs has been very lively. It was es-
pecially so dnrinc the period when stocks
were very active.

•That feature, however, ran wild, and
now that it is off things have settled
down there some. Driver is quiet yet,
too. A great many of tne buildings there
were built by loan and trust companies,
and when the time cime that the men for
whom they were luult couli not pay the
companies bad to take the buiidinz'.
That's nbout the way things are going
there. The ditficul'y is not over yei.

CKher buildings will have togotoirust
companies. Entire liquidiiion willhave
to take place before things get on a better
basis."

Mr. Stratton was one of the strongest

supporters of Mr. Bryan during the Jast
campaign, and offered an enormous b;t
that Air,Bryan would be elected. Tnewagpr, however, was not acceded, and
Mr. Stratton is anead nearly half a mil-lion dollars.
