MARKET-STREET SYSTEM
Railroad Commissioners Want

to See the Company's
Books

The Attorney-General App'ies to the
C urt for a Writ of

Mandate.

Attornev-Gsneral Flzzerald yesterday
made application to the Superior Court
for a writ of mandate to compel the secre-
tary of the Market-street Kaiiroad Com-
piny to aDpear beiore the Railroad Com-
missioners with the books and records of
tne corporation.

Last August A. J. Clunie sought to ob-
tain a 3-cent fare for the residents of Asn-
bary Heict.ts. Secretary Wllcutt of the
company declined to present the boons.
No iiasie was rntde then to press the
order, because Commissisner La Rue de-
tired a postponement of the subject until
after the Legislature had met and ad-
journed.

The Railroad Commissioners are
anxious to ascertain tbeir powers in the
premise?. Tne constitution confers
authority to compel all transportation
companies to report to the board, but the
s'atutory Jaw exempts street

-
railroad

companies,
The Commissioners in thi* inquiry will

seek to Hucertain the cost of construct wz
the Markei-street fcystem. They will al-o
endeavor to obtain an accurate statement
oi the r venue of the corporation and its
bonded indebtedness.

LEPROSY IN THE
HAWAIIAN ISLANDS

Very Sad Case of Gid-
eon West, a Prominent

Merchant.

His Wife Died of a Broken
Heart the Day Alter He

Was Deported.

G:orge Breuns Was Inccu'.ated With
the Detdly Disease by Vac-

cination.

The steamer Australia of the Oceanic
line returned from the sugar ro finery yes-
terday, and the Mai iposa took her place.

Both veaseis brinp news of the j-i-read of
leprosy in the islands. Whites ar« being

taken down with the disease, and two

men were sent to Molokai while the Aus-

tralia was in port.

In one instance the case was a particu-

larly sad one. Gideon West is one ot the
best-known merchants la Hawaii. For
year? he has conducted a fash and door
factory in Honolulu and has prospered.
Nearly all his assistants were kanakas,
and he was constantly in contact with
them. One day a knife in one of the
machines broke and a piece of it flew into
West's eye. The injury finally resulted
in a cataract, and au operation was per-
formed.

1 his was seven or eight years ago, and
West, who la To y.ars old, had never given
the matter a thought until his eye be an
to trouble him again. The doctors were
called in again and another examination
was t'.eid.

The case was at once diagnosed as
leprosy and he was ordered removed to
Mo.okni. H.s wife wouldnot believe that
her husband was olllicted until he was
actually removed to the Receiving Hos-
pital. Then she lay down and died of a
broken hear;.

Just about the time that Mr. We?t was
being domiciled in the leper settlement
his wife's remains were being carried to
their last reiiine-place.

Another victim who went to the leper
settlement with the unlortunate mer-
chant was George Breuns, a popular
youtitr lineman in the employ of the
te.ephone company. How he became
inocula'ed is thus explained by people
who came up on the Australia:

Years ago the young Br»usiß were Tacci-
nated. Tnere was something wrong with
the lymph, and the operation was a lall-
ure. Tne children nex: door had been
vaccinated at ihe same time, and in their
case it was a success. Some lymph was
taken from their sores and the youni;
Breuns were vaccinated again vim it.
Nearly all the children have reached ma-
turity, and nearly all tue neighbor's chil-
dren are now lepers. T»e disease nas
spread to th<> Breuns' family, and George
is the second one of them that has been
Consißnei to Moiokni.

A native woman is a peculiar example

of immunity from the disease. .She has
bad four husbands, every one of whom be-
came iepers ami were deported, yet fbe
docs not show a trace of the disease. These
are isolated cases that have come to light,
but they serve to shovy that leprosy is not
dying out in Hawaii.

A LIGHTHOUSE TENDER.

The Yosemlta Broke Down In the
Bay and Was Picked Up by

the Sternberg.

The lighthouse tender Yosemite, that
plies between here and Lime Point, broke
down yesterday morning while on her
way back to the station. The tide was
very airong ebb at me time, and the little
steamer began to drift out to sea. Cap-
tain John McFartand, on the quarantine
boat George M. B.embers, saw the pre-
dicament in which toe Yosemite was
placed, and at once went to her assistance.
She was towed to Jackson-street wharf,
wnere repairs were made. The break-
down was caused by the bursting of one
or the steampipes, thus rendering the
engines useless.

The water-front thieves are still at work.
Thursday night they boarded tbe barken-
tine Snarion, lying at Bsale-street wharf,
and got away with $10 \n cash and the
captain's new »uit of clothes. An un-
known, who is described as being 5 feet 6
inches high, stout build, dark complexion,
very Jiimall bines mustache, 21 or 22 years
old, has been victimizing the merchants
along the front. Yesterday he went to
Madison, Bruce A Sellers and purchased
a quantity of turpentine, ostensibly for
E. EL Kittridge &Co., but when toe bill
was presented ihe firm repudiated it.
Then Madison, Bruce &Sellers placed the
matter in the bands of the Harbor Police.
This is about the seventh case that has
been reported to the police since the young
man described above began operations.

The remains of E tmond Pait, chief en-
gineer of the little steamer Equator, came
down on the .City of Puebla yesterday.
During the voyage to Alaska Mr. Pait was
taken sick and was landed at Wood
Island. There he was cared for by the
Baptist missionaries, bat finally suc-
cumbed to his disease. The body was
emoalmed and sent to Port Townsend on
the schooner Ethel Z\ne, and i»as then
transhipped to the City of Pnebla.

Could Not Pay Alimony
While His Leg Was

Broken.

His Wife Says That His Leg
Was Not Hurt Much, Only

She Declares That He Was Shakei Up

at a Picnic.

William 11. Smith, a stock-drover, whoso |
wife recently obtained a divorce on the
ground of cruelty, is having Borne hard
luck in his struggle with the law. The
testimony showed that Smith was in re-
ceipt '>[ a salary of (30 a month and out of
this he was directed to pay his wifeali- I
mony at the rate of $20 a month. He j
failed to meet the court's requirements in

this regard and has been called on to show
cause why he should not be punished for j
contempt.

In her affidavit asking for relief Mrs. j
Smith assert* that her ex-husband has ;
given notice of appeal to the Supreme ;

Court, and she thinks he has done this !
simply to hinder her in the procurement j
of her rights under the court's decree.

On the other hand, Smitn tells a pitiful
tory of the stream of misfortune that has
fallen on him since the court's order for i
alimony was made. He says that on May
14, while drivingcattle, bis horse fell and j
broke his leg. 'mis, he declares, kept him ;

confined to his room for ten days, and he :
says that even yet his log is encased in a j
mold of plaster of paris; that at the time
of his injury he had only $25 coming to
him and mat be spent all of that inneces-
sary expenses for his maintenance and
medicine.

Because of these circumstances the suf-
fering ex-husband announces that he is
not able to pay any alimony to his di- j
vorced wife, but he offers to take his chil-
dren to his mother* bouse and to keep
them there until he is able to get out
again, and is abie toearn enough to com*
ply with the court's order in regard to ali-
mony.

Mrs. Smith and her friends laugh scorn-
fully at this tale of woe. They deny that I
Smith's leg is broken and allege that it
was only slightly hurt by the antics of a
wild steer that Smith whs trying to ride at
the bu chers' picnic. Mrs. Smith is more
than dissatisfied with the proposition to j
give the custody of the children to her i
ix-husband, as she considered that the
principal subject or contention in the di-
vorce case.

Judge Belcher remarked at the trial that
he rarely met with so much contradictory
testimony in one hearing, and that he ex-
perienced some difficulty in arriving at ;
the truth. This new development has I
given him new cause for worry in settling
the domestic controversy in the Smith
household, and be has decided to take a
week in which to consider the matter.
