The little shake-up in the offices of the
County Clerk and County Recorder a few
days ago has again furnished proof that
Alameda County is never free of politics.
It was really kind of Messrs. Spear and
Jordan to do something to relieve the dull
monotony of life at the county buildings.
Itfurnished a theme for lively gossip and
has -upplied the practical ioiiticians with
some leverage. Incidentally, it lias given
rise to rumors of all sorts of combinations,
tome of which are a* ridiculous as others
are true. All sorts of talk is being In-
dulged in, and it is said that a programme
is already on root to control the Republi-
can county nominations in Novem-
ber, 1898.

This is partly true, though the man
who can predict what may happen within
the next .year is remarkably shrewd.
Frank Jordan and Charley Spear and
Cal Ewing are all smart politicians andpossess qu.ie enough intelligence to look
out for themselves, bui although they
may be adjusting their sails to present
conditions they may have to tack and go'boutships many times before the people
elect the next batch of county officers. At
this time it is to the detriment of the
1 arty to lay the foundation for idle po?siD :
about "deals." Itis the existence of deals
mat has frequently worked the disruption
of the Republican party in Alameda
County and which is responsible for the
fact that ihe majority of county officials
to-day are Populists and Independents.

Prank Jordan and Charlie Spear are
makine the best kind of a campaign by
the manner in which they are conducting
their respective offices, and if they are
wise they willnot court opposition, even
though itcomes from weak :actions. The
Republican party has now a complete
hold on the voters of the county, and the
men who do most to bind it together are
the men who will be rewarded next year.

Aftor all, perhaps the best criterion by
which to judge of the expediency is that
of experience. None of the property-
owners of the district annexed 10 Oakland
six years ago have any grievance at this
time, and it is safe to say that the tax-
payers in the district recently annexed
will be unanimou« in commending it a
couple of years hence. It was not fought
by the email property-holder, but by the
owners of large tracts of land, who are
'holding on" to their acres in the hope
that something may turn up and they can
make a winning rapidiy. But itis not the
men who practice this feudal Bystem who
build np cities, and the fact that their ef-
forts were beaten at the polls is cause Tor
great satisfaction.

There are no houses to burn down for
want of a fire department, no places to be
robbed for want of police protection on
large unimproved tractsof land and because
of the stand taken by their owner* the
email home-owner who wants these im-
provements is forced to do without them.
Now that the large property-owner has to
i'Bv city takeb on his property he will at
once start to develop it that it may yield
an income. In this way Oakland will
trulybecome greater.

There nave been two expositions in this
county. For the second one it was neces-
nary to add a large annex to the building
and now another immense annex is being
built to accommodate the increased de-
mand for space. Th s i«i significant. It
proves that not only is Alameda growing
in the line of manufacture and produce,
but al?o that the interest oi tne manufac-
turers and producers has been aroused and
that they realize the value and importance
oi an annual exhibition.

Phis year the exposition appeals in a
douole sense to public-spirited citizens.
Inaddition to the local population there
willthis time be a large number of visit-
ing Endeavorers in this city. It was
Bpecially for the benefit of these delegates
that the exposition will open in July in-
stead of, as usual, in August. It is the
duty of every citizen to work so that A!a-
nieda County can be seen to the best ad-
vantage. Tiie exposition will be thrown
open to the visitors, and their opinion oi
t. c county will be gleaned from what tney
see. Itis the eolden opinion of ju»t such
estimable people that Alameda County
spent |35,000 to obtain at the World's
Fair, but on this occasion a better result
can be gained by every citizen doing a
little decorating and every manufacturer
and producer sending his best sample to
the exposition, nnd thi«, it is expected,
willbe done.

The oiliermembers of the fam-
ilyare L. F. Uockrolt, general passenger
agent nf the Oceanic Steamship Company,
and Mrs. Lilie M.Wilson ofEast Oakland.

Mr. Cockroft came to Oakland between
eight and nine years ago from Geneva,
111., where he was born about forty-seven
years agf\ At tlie time of his death he
was bookkeeper for the Western Sugar
Refinery of San Francisco. The funeral
willbe "held Thursday morning at 10:30
o'clock.

DEATH OF HIRAM TUBBS.
Passing Away of a Pioneer

Manufacturer of Cali-
fornia.

He Was a Desc ndant of the Stuart
of Scotland— A Life of Work

:ni H nors.

Hiram Tubbs, one of the pioneer manu-
facturers of the State, died at his resi-
dence in East Oakland to-day. For many
months his health had been failing and
on several occasions be was at the
point of death, but rallied, anl for the
past few weeks his condition had been
improved.

This morning be commenced to sink,
and in the presence of his wife and one
praiitidaugii ter he expired. The primary
cause of the fatal sickness was an attack
of pneumonia last Christmas, but Mr.
Tubbs was well along in years and also
suffered from other ailments.

Hiram Tnbbs wn« born in Deering, N.
H., October 14. 1824. He came of a very
old and interesting family. His mother,
who was one of the Stuart family, I'.ved at
the old seat in Henniker, N. H., that had
|been the family abode for beveial genera-
tions.

The Stuarts were political refugees from
Scotland. The immediate ancestors of
Hiram Tubos were all distinguished by
long lives. Hia father, Michael Tubbs.
was a physician and settled at Derring,
N. H., where H:ram was born in 1824.
When 20 years of ago Hiram TubUs
married Miss Abbie Ann Hianyan in
Chichester, N. H., and shortly afterward
moved to Lynn, MaM., to engage in bu-i-
--ness on his own account as partner in a
drygoods store with a relative nainea
Gordon. In 1846 Mr. Tubb-< moved to
Boiton and engaged in the business to
which he had been brought up and con-
ducted a hotel there until 1853 Hi.* first
wife died at Boston in 1851 and in Septem-
ber, 1852, he married busnn Ann Staniels
of Chelsea, Mass., who survives him.

Hiram Tubbs and his wife came to Cali-
fornia in 1853, arriving in San Francisco
March 7, by the sieamor Tennessee, which
was wrecked outside the heads of the
Golden Gate without loss of i;fe.

Alfred Tubbs, a younger brother of
Hiram, was then engaged in the sbip-
chandlery business in San Francisco, and
Hiram wa« taken into the firm, which was
known as Tubbs & Folger. In IBSB Mr.
Folger withdrew ami the firm became
Tubbs &Co. In that year Hinmi lubbs
went East and bought machinery for
manufacturing cordage. Flint, Peabody
ct Co. were then interested in the con-
cern and remained so for twenty years.
About lHi'yTubbs & Co. became sole i>r6-
prietori, and twelve years ago were incor-
porated under the style of the Tubbs
Cordage Company. The surviving chil-
dren of !he deceased are .Mrs. K. M.Hall,
y\r-. William G. Henshaw, Mrs. Fred W.
Hensiiaw, Herman Allen Tubbs and Miss
Alice Mabel Tubbs.

The deceased owned considerable prop-
erty in East OaKiand, and liis name was
known all over the Btate on account of
the ceiebraUd Tubbs Hotel, which was
destroyed by fire a few years ago. It was
tue resort where eathered many of the
miners and men who made the Btate
famous in the last generation.

Last AprilHiram Tubbt decided to quit
business. He had the documents record-
ed transferring all his interests in the
cordage works to his son, but he did not
long enjoy retired life. Hiram Tubbs was
a member of California Commandery No.
1, K. T.kand will be buried by his brethren
next Tuesday.

THE LATE HIRAM TUBBS.

BENEATH ROSES
ANDHER BIBLE

Entombment of Rosalia de
Coney at Mountain

View.

Masons and Mexican Societies
Take Cbarge of the Impos-

ing Ceremony.

Buried in the Pot Where Lies the
Heart of H:rrera y

Cairo.

On one of the beautiful little slopes at
Mountain View, whence can be obtained
a vi»-w of the boundless Pacific, the mor-
tal remains of Rosalia Lal.-a-tula de
Coney were interred to-day.

Itwas no ordinary occasion that brought
several societies in regalia from San Fran-
cisco to unite with the Masons in the cere-
monies The invitation clearly expre sed
the object oj the gathering. It read as
follows:

You are hereby notified and mont fraternally
requested to itItend and participate in the cere-
monies on that solemn occasion Inpaying our
just and iast sad tribute 10 the memory of one
of the noblest of women who ever graced the
earth wltliher presence, and whose unfalter-
ing devotion ami fidelity to her sacred trust
in. bringing the heart of our murdered and
martyred brother, ]gnaclo Ilerrera y Cairo,a
Jast master and ex-(iovernor of the State of

alisco, Mexico, ami placing itInsale-keeping
and charge of his brethren here, as expressed
by him prior to the time of his martyrdom,
and the decoration of whose monument will
also take pl&cuon that occasion.

The casket containing the remains was
escorted irjmSan Francisco by the Juarez
Guard, undfet the command of Captain A.
de la Torre, the Mexican Ladies' Society,
chai'eroned by Miss L. Gosch and the
Pornrio Duiz Club under the charge of C.
Baez.

Headed by the Scottish Rite Masons the
procession formed and proceeded to the
ilerrera riot. Immediately after the
casket walked Consul-Genera] Alexander
K. Coney, husband of the deceased. The
ceremonies were carried out under the
direction of Gethsemana Chap ter No. sof
Rose C'roix and of the Mason ic Vetefhn
Association of tne Pacific Coast.

"Another Land Is Beckoning Us" was
sung in chorus and after «i brief prayer
Major Sherman delivered a short eulogy,

"Sister Coney, whose remains we are
about to consign to the tomb," said Major
Stierman, "was one of the noblest of
women. She carried out a trust against
great difficulties and in the face of crave
dangers, and having been loyal to one
Mason she ha- been loyal to us aIL Many
of you know more about her native coun-
try, Mexico, than Ido, and itcan trulybe
said thai sue is buried in her native soil,
for when God gave her to as this very
earth oa which we tread was part of
Mexico.

''Wo are governed by the dead. When
any one dies their last wishes are carried
out, and if necessary the law of the lund
steps in and enforce* them against the de-
sires of Ihe living. Th« dying request of
Brother Herrera was that he might repose
in a Masonic cemaiery. Sister do Coney
carried cut h;? wish as far as possible by
bringing to us h Iheart, which now lies
In this tomb. Bister Coney desired that
\u25a0he be Lv;ted hero, and we are now carry-

ner friab.
'•There may be difference of opinion re-

garding religion, bat as our sister fre-
quently said, 'Freemasonry has no
frontiers.' Over there is the Catholic
cemetery, yonder is the Hebrew cemetery
and here is the cemetery where people
who believul, in another religion are
buried, but there is only one God and he
alone can outline the destiny of the soul
afier death. Ihe sun shines on all alike,
ibe rain falls on every mound and the
beautiful golden tint of the setting orb of
day knows not one or the other.

"So it is \u25a0with us. Masonry ;\u25a0 (human-
ity. Tbis «iater loved God ana she is now
in his eternal Weewng. Wr can only help
each other as far as the grave, and after
that we null leave ail with the Almighty.
He is the quintescence of manhood and
goodness, and the more we place implicit
faith in ihe great architect ofour destinies
the better the world Will be that we have
lived. It is better that Sister de Coney
li.li lived in it, and when we reach the
grave may the same be said of us."

Captain de la Torre also delivered a
eulogy on the deceased, speaking in
Spanish.

The wreaths were then placed upon
the casket and every Mason present laid
one r.d rose on it. After ainging "Unveil
Thy Busom, Faithful Tomb." the casket
was placed in the sarcophagus tomb. On
one side of the tomb is a brass bas relief
of the deceased, and on the other a plate
stating that she was born at Guadalajara
September 25, 1844, and died February 18
isr»7. t

Just before the coffin was put in the
vault Major Sherman placed upon it trie
81l la of t!u- deceased. The American and
Mexican flan also decorated the coflin.
The Masonic farewell and the benediction
brought the ceremonies to a close.
