A Well-Kacwu Young News-
paper Man Gets the

Architects for the H i 1 of Justice
Have Been Ordered to Remove

Obstructions to the Work.

By a rote of 9 to 3 the Board of Super-
visors elected Theodore F. Bonnet, the
well-fcnow:i newspaper man, to the posi-
tion of License Collector at the meeting
yesterday. The three who voted in the
negative were Supervisors Lackmann,Mor-
ton and S:uith, who, being Republicans,
could uot conscientiously vole to plate a
Democrat in an office to which members
of heir owd party were aspirants.

Mayor Phelan and Auditor Broderick,
the two Democratic members of the com-

mission having the power to nominate a
successor to L.cense Collector Lees, got to-
gether early in the afternoon and decided
after a short caucus that Bonnet would
stand a tnuch better chance of bring con-
firmed by the Supervisors than John Fen-
ton, the only other candidate who was at

all prominent.
A communication nominating him was

presented to Treasurer Widber, and, hav-
ing no earthly chance of doing anything
for bis cone, and being friendly with
Bonnet, he sipned the report.

AS'tien the matter can>e up before the
board in tb<* regular order of business,
hupervisor Britt in a short, but eulogistic J
speech moved that the nomination of Mr. i
Bonnet be continued, stating that he
believed tbat the board could not make a
better choice, and tbat it would never
have cause to regret its action.

Supervisor Sheehan seconded the mo- '
tion ina happy speech.

Supervisor Lackmann ?aid that he
thonght etiat the board should be sriven
time to consider me matter, and made
an amendment that was seconded by \
Supervisor Smith that :he question be j
mid over one week. On rolcall the
amendment was Jost oy a vote of 9 to \i,

T. F. Bonnet, better Known as "Jack"

Bonnet, who will assume the office now
held by >'red Lees on July 1, has been
identified with the newspapers of San
Francisco for many ye^rs past, and has a
record not only es an able writer, but as
an honest, straightforward young Demo-
crat, in whom the old guard has t.*ie ut-
most confidence.

His election to public1ftioe is due per-
baps as nriuch to the unanimous support
oi tlie members of the press as 10 his own
personal popularity, for his many friends
in tLe newspaper business united in
bringing pressure to bear on those who
had bis fate in their hands insuch a man-
ner that his claims cou d not be over-
looked.

On« politic?l boss tried very Hard to
turn the tide in favor of another candi- j
date, but the Supervisors real. zed lhat ;
Bonnet in the License Collector's otlice i
was the right man in the right place, and
ignored all other claim*.

WILL NOT BUY THE ROAD.
Mr. Crocker Says the Southern Pacific

Has No Notion of Acquiring the
.Mount I.own Line.

Vice-Pies dc*. Charles F. Crocker of the
Southern Pacific was asked yesterday ns
to the truthfulness of the report that the
Mount Lowe Railroad, near Pasadena,
was soon to pass by purchase into the
the hand? of the Southern Pacific. Tele-
crams from Pasadena to that effect dur-
ing the last two or three days have ap-
peared in several of the San Francisco
papers.

Mr. Crocker said that tbere wa« nothing
at all to warrant the story, that in fact
the Southern Pacific had no notion what-
ever of making the purcuase, and hnd
made no overtures for it. Furthermore,
it was a road the Southern Pacific couid
not advantageously uiiuze in connection
with iis system.

"The report is not reliable," said he;
"we a*-e not engnged in any movement
looking to secuung this road. There
have b-en no negot.ations toward its ac-
quisition. We do not connect with it.
The Mount Jxjwe road ruus from Alta-
dena to Rubio by trolley, from Rub>o to
Echo Mountain by cable, and from Echo
Mountain to Alpine Tavern, near the
summit of Mount Lowe, hv electricity.
The route is very picturesque, and the
scenery wild."

M . Crock r added that the Mount
Lowe road was in debt to the Southern
Pacific, the latier b ing one of a number
of claimant', but that the Southern Pa-
cific's interest was not suflieient, how
ever, to warrant it in Retting other in-
terests, or acquiring the road.

The store had been closed all Sunday,
and how a lire could break out a few min-
utes before midnight, of its own volition,
i« one of the things that puzzle the Fire
ICanhaJ. An empty soda-water bottie,
tbat irum tne odor hat apparently con-
tainei turpentine, was lound close to
where the lire -tarted.

The building and stock belonged to Mc-
Donnell and he had a lease of the ground.
He was in arrears for the ground rent
since April, and a lew days ago G. H.
Utnbsen, the real-estate man, wrote tue
owner's sister tnat McDonnell had prom-
ised to pay up the arrears about June 16.

The property was recently attached Dy
one of McDonnell's creditors, and the
policies of insurance thereon had been as-
signed to the creditor. The exact amount
of the insurance could not be ascertained
yesterday by the Fire Marsbul, as he had
been unable to lind McDonnell.

For-
tunateJy a young man who had seen Miss
Butier sink iealized that she was in immi-
nent tlan.er and hastened to the spr.t.
J'iungint; into the pool, he caught the
younc lndy oy the hair and swam ashore,
much to the weeping delight of the
mother, who bestowed kisses innumera-
ble upon the daughter and blessings upon
her rescuer, who felt a pardonable pride
in saving the life of a young and hand-
some miss.

DOING POLITICS
INTHE VALLEY

Galen Clark<% the Old Guar-^
dian of Yosemite, Re-

moved From Office.

Miles Wal'ace, a Politician o:
Madera, Selected to Guard

the Reservation.

W. W Focte Appointed C mmission^r.
Abbott X nney Begins Cutting

Brush in the Valky.

The Yosemite Commissioners have re-
turned from the meeting of the board
recently held inthe valley. The sessions
were important, lasting four days. Much
of the business conducted was designed to
promote the weifare of campers on the i
resei vaiion.

An important change under pressure
from the Governor wa^ the removal from
ollice of the old guardian, Galon Clarke,
and the appointment in his place of Miles
Wallace, the District Attorney of Madera
County. Miles, who stands close to Gov-
ernor Budd, intends to resign Ins county
oilice and to surrender the practice of law
in order to give hs entire time to the du-
ties of the guardianship.

Abbott Kiiiney, a Democrat, recently j
appointed to the commission, is a forestry j
sharp, lie declared himself in favor of
cutting the brush from the floor of the
valley without delay. In this respect his
opinion differs widely from that frequent-
ly expressed by the Sierra C ub :iud the
eminent authority of John Hair. Kinney
had his own way at the meeting, and was
authorized by the board to begin trie work
of cutting out brush. The slashing will
begin in the Brida! Veil meadows. The
bonrd adopted the following:

Whereas, The oldest occupants of the Yo-
semite Valley unite in the opinion that tie
clearing of the underbrush in tne valley isan
immediate necessity tor the safety ana at-
tractiveness ot the valley; and whereas, the
reasons advanced by Galen Clarke and others
competent 10 judge upon this matter appear
to Die commission to Ie good and sufficient,
viz.: The increasing danger irom fire anil the
increasing difficultyof extinguishing or limit-
in» any tire that may start, the encroachment
ot jungle growth upon the camping grounds
anu meadow me shutting out over exten-
sive areas ot any view of the beauties and
wonders of the valley;and whereas, the Legis-
lature (>t this State a; its lasi session pas<ea an
•ct directing tali clearing tube done and ap-
propriate! a sum 01 money to provide lor the
work; be it

Revolted, That the guardian of the YosemltoValley is instructed to commence such clear-
ing upon the valley, the section* to be deter-
mined apo iby the finance committee as soon
as the appropriation becomes available, the
intent 01 the commission being to use the
v most care to preserve and increase the
\u25a0alely and attractiveness of the Yoaemite Val-
ley, and to avoid mistakes by fating upone
section only alter another has been finished
and approved.

The Commissioners provided for a new
school in the valley. Fourteen pupils
need school accommodation, and State
Superintendent Black, happening to be in
the valley taking a much-needed rest,
recommended a new house.

The Commissioners deeded to reduce
the maximum of hotel charge* from $1 10
to $3 per day.

At present the accommodations for
tourists in the valley are meager. On
June 1only fifty-loursleeping-rooms were
available. Immediate repairs to the
Huichings House will give twenty-four
more rooms. Another building will be
extended giving forty more rooms. To
provide for a large throng of tourists Com-
missioner Clinch was authorized to pur-
chase tents and cots.

While in the valley the Governor ap-
pointed \V. W. Koote as Commissioner to
succeed John Bores. Mr. Bogps is to
servo the fctate uu the Hoard of Agricul-
ture.

The Commissioners made a rule that
campers should be allowed to purchase
wood at the actual cost of cuttiiir tne

timber. This cost does not exceed $3 50
per cord and may co as low as $J 50.

A regulation was adopted that hay and
grain should be sold to campers at cost.

An annual increase in the number of
campers is noted. M.my people were
camping in the valley w; ile the Commis-
sioners were there. The board desires to
encourage camping visits and will pro-
vide all the facilities at command to make
the sojourn of campers agreeable.

At Jast accounts the Governor was rest-
ing and fishing. He is gradually displac-
ing Republicans and puttingDemocrats
into office.

engaged in missionary work for quite a
number ol year.", not only in this but
other countries. InEurope, India, Africa
and South America he lias raised hia voice
in the cause of the suffering poor, me-
spective of sect.

Inaddition to his missionary labors us
has been engaged in the undertaking
business, and among the many jroniinent
Americans buried by him was General U.
S. Grant.
IIih visit to this City at the present

tune is owing to his attendance at the
Christian and Missionary Alliance Con-
vention held in Los Angeles. His stay in
this City willbe for two days only, as he
goes north to-morrow.

SHERMAN SCHOOL CLOSED.
Sewerage Under th« Planking of the

Yard Menace* Cliildreu's Health.
By order of President Harrington of the

Board of Education, the S.jerman Primary
School on Union street, near Franklin,
has been closed for repairs.

A few days ago, while search was being
made for a pencil lost by one of the
scholars, it was discovered that beneath
ihe planking of the yard a large quantity
of sewerage bad collected from a broken
sewer connected with the' building.

SIGNED AWAY
HIS BIRTHRIGHT

iE. E. Kellogg So Declares
in a Suit Against His

Former Attorney.

Says He Was Waylaid by a
Runner for Ex- Judge

Levy.

The Lawyer Charactf rized the Suit
as a Petty Att mpt at

Blackmail.

Phillips <fc Temple, attorneys for
Charle ;A. Mau, yesterday brought suit
against ex-Judge Walter H. Levy to com-
pel an accounting of certain moneys

received on behalf of and paid to E. K.
Kellogg, son, and one of the heira of C.
W. Kellogg, deceased. The money in
question was the inheritance of E. K.
Kellrgg and it came into Levy's posses-
sion while acting as Keiiogfj's attorney.

The allegations of the complaint are to
the effect that Levy, aware that Kello^ir
would fall heir to a portion of his father's
estate, induced him, while under the in-
fluence of liquor and a few days before
the father's death, to sign a contract by
which he (Levy) was to receive half of all
that Kellogg should receive from the es-
tate in consideration of services in suits
to be brought against the estate; that the
will provided that Kellogg should be
cared for and provided with the neces-
saries and comforts of life so long as he

lived;that Levy sold out the lifeinterest
for the sum of $4715 and appropriated the
half, together with other sums, and that
now Kellogg is penniless.

Charles A. Mau figures as plaintiff in
the suit through having taken it upon
himself a« airiend of Kellogg and his as-
signee, "in order to put n beyond the
power of Levy to cajole or frighten him
(Kellogg) into an abandonment of iiis
rights," as he says.

0, W. Kellogg, the father, died about
April r_\ 18!t5. The complaint recites that
he had been married three times, and that
he had been divorced from his second
wife inorder to marry the third, and tbat
a consideration for the consent of the sec-
ond was a transfer to her of property
valued at $500,0uu. The complaint s.iys
E. E. Keliogg was the son of the lirat
wile, and he wa: very dissipated; that he
was in a constant condition of intoxica-
tion, and was besides addicted to the u-e
of morphine. His father, certain of his
son's inability to take care of himself,
made no provision in his will for him
other than to charge his widow and his
daughter, to whom he willed ail that he
had, to see that he was provided with the
necessaries and common comforts ot" lite.

Kellogg the son had contemplated brine-
inc ?uit against the second d.vorced wife,

Etisi ati Kellogg, for a portion of the estate
his father had given over to her as the
consideration for not opposing the divorce
proceedings. He had intended -so the
complaint allege:

Knight in this cau*e. A tew days before
tlie death of C. \Y. Ke.lo^g, the lather, A
K. Taylor, a saloon acquaintance of K. K.
Keilogc, the son, called ut>on him and iu-
<iuced him to go to the cilice of Walter H.
Levy and there sign the contract referred
to, under which Levy was engaged as his
attorney in tne proposed suits, and the
coni •1-ration named gave him half of all
tbat Kellogg should receive.

Subsequently |Levy had erfectcd an
agreement with the executors of ttie will
by which they should be relieved of the
trouble of caring for Kellogg during his
life for 3 cash consideration of |471&
Afterward he secured $3000 from Rispah
Kellogg in consideration of a release from
all claims.
Itis charged that A. E. Taylor was en-

gaged by Levy to bring Keliocn to him,
and that he was promised $500 for the
service. To this Taylor makes an afli-
davn. Kellogg in an affidavit declares it
to be his belief that Ltvy,out of the $7715
he received altogether, paid him only
about $"2500. He says Levy was employed
in no litigation whatever in his behalf
and incurred no expense "in order to get
the ct^li money he lost and waived the
provisions of the said will of my said
father whereby 1 was to be provided for
during my life."

He further alleges that $1000 •wonld
be liberal remuneration forLevy's services
and bis suit is 'o recover on tnnt basis.
Following is an affidavit of A.E. Taylor,
made a part of the complaint. Taylor de-
clares, besides, that he received only $210
of the $500 promised him.

Taylor, being lirst duly sworn, deposes and
says: 1 am a resident of the City and county
ofSan Francisco and live at 1220 Green street.
Iam at present out of employ, but nave been
employed in the » aunty clerk's ottice and else-
where as a clerk. lam acquainted with Ed-
ward E. Kellogg and have known him
during a period of about two and a
half years last past. Ihad conversations with
said Kellogg in or about March or April,
18D5. relative to his expe< tancies on the death
of his father, Calvin \V. Kellogg, late of
MilFrancisco, liquormerchant, deceased, who
was believed to be a wealthy man. About
four or live days before the death of the said
Calvin W. Kellogg 1 made an agreement with
Walter 11. Levy, attorney-at-law, of ban Fran-
cisco, that if1 brought to said Levy the 'said
Edward K. Kellocsr as a client Ishould
receive the sum or $500 as a commission for
such service. Thai afterward, on the 10th of
April,1895, 1look said Keilogg to said Levy's
oflice, aim said Kellogg was in a state of in-
tox cstion, and while in sucn state of intoxi-
cation said Kellogg signed an ngreement giv-
ing said Levy haif ot his, said Keiloge's, in-

tere«t in his father's estate and retaining saidLevy as attorney. A.K. Taylor.
Justin Gates, Ni.tarv Public in and ior the

City ami County of San Francisco, State ofCalifornia.
Judge Levy characterizes Kellogg's suitas a petty attempt at blackmail. When

ieen la*ievening he exhibited a bunch ofreceipt signed by Keliog- and showing
every cent he had ever collected for the
man and turned over to him was nc-
counted for to the complete satisfaction of
everybody concerned.

The Judge laughed at the claim of
Kellogp that he was intoxicated when he
signed the paper* entitling the attorney
to half of what was recovered lrom his
stepmother.

''If that is the case he must have been
steadily drunk for two weeks, because the
negotiations covered a period of tiiat dura-
tion," he said. ".My dealings with the
man were upright and honorable through-
out, and Inever received a cent from him
tuat Iwas not entitled to under my con-
tract with him, and to which he fully
acquiesced.

"He has proved himself an ingrate. He
had not a cent when Keel Terry and I
agreed to see if we could not recover
something tor him from his father's es-
tate. Itook <-nrf of him, and when we
secured the money paid him every nickel
that belonged to h:m. He lias spent all
of his money and has been striking me for
a quarter and a ball every day or two. I
have given him at least $rSO in this way
and out of my own pocket. Iowed him
nothing and it was a pure case ofcharity."
