Will Be Freed.

INSTRUCTIONS GIVEN TO
WOODFORD.

The New Minister Will First
Ask That Weyler's Hand

Be Checked.

BRUTALITY TO THE PACIFICOS
MUST CEASE.

IfNtcessary Measures Considered
Not Diplomatic May Be Resorted

To by This Country.

LONDON, Eng.. June 18.— A dispatch
to the Chronicle from Washington says:
President McKinley to-night personally
instructed Woodford to impress upon
Spain that nothing can prevent the
United States from interfering in Cuba.
Tne American people are determined
that Cuba will be freed, and tcis determi-
nation amounts to a mandate that must
be obeyea. The Minister was in-
structed also to impress upon Spain that
its resolve to retain Cuba will invite not
only a sacrifice of pride, but also the lives
of soldiers and a vast expenditure of
money. The United States does not de-
sire to take advantage of Spain's trouble
to annex Cuba, but unless Spain meets the
inevitable by giving Cuba freedom, the
United States willbe compelled to inter-
lere, in whicn case annexation might
naturally foiinw.

WASHINGTON, D. C, June 18.—Posi-
tive instructions for guidance In making
representations to the Spanish Govern-
ment of the attitude of the United States
concerning Cuba nave been eiven Wood-
ford, who will carry them on as soon as
possible. The new Minister left for
Brooklyn to-day to make arrangements
ior his departure, but will probably re-
turn to Washington lor a funher confer-
ence with the President. He expects to
sfcil withina fortnight.

The character of Woodford's instruc-
tions indicate the intention of the Presi-
dent to preserve a friendly attitude toward
Spain, but to be firmand positive ifneces-
«itv demandi. In the talks had with the
President yesterday Woodford obtained
a full explanation of tne course McKinley
desires him to pursue. His first duty
vouiJ be to secure from Spain a revoca-
tioD of the concentration order of Wevier
by which aged men, women and children
are compelled to gathtr in cities and
towns.

The Bufferings of thest pacificos have
been terrible. The reports from Lee and
oher consular officers have shown the
President the extent of their distress
through disease and starvation, and be is
especially anxious to secure the ameliora-
tion of their condition. He regards Wey-
ler's order as inhuman and unnecessary,
and has directed Woodford to urge in the
interests of humanity that itbe rescinded.
This will be a delicate undertaking and
the President realizes itmay result in an
intimation from Spain that the Minister
from the United States would do weii to
mind disown business.

Woodford's main object would be to im-
press upon Spain the earnest desire of the
President, to end the bloody struggle, and
to secure a guarantee that Spain willallow
this Government to co-operate in securing
the restoration of peaceful conditions. He
willexplain the great interest tnis coun-
try has in the Cuban situation on com-
mercial grounds and feelings of sympathy
\u25a0with neighboring people. The great in-
jury to American trade will be pointed
out, as well as the immense loss to Amer-
ican capital invested. The written re-
ports of Lee and verbal explanation* of
Calhoun will be cited to show the suffer-
ing among the Cuban people should be
relieved or ended without delay. Tnese
things willbe followed by a tender of the
?ood offices of the United States to end
the war, and while the President is in-
clined to believe the tender would be ac-
cepted, he is by no means certain.

The fiifure policy of the administration
will depend on the manner in which the
representations of Woodford are received.
If acquiesces in the necessity of
stopping the war immediately Woodford
willproceed to negotiate to that end. If,
however, Spain shows a disposition to re-
sent our interference instructions will be
\u25a0•ent to the new Minister of such a posi-
tive nature that the United States will
b come an active party in securing Cuban
independence by a measure no*, strictly
diplomatic. It can be stated positively
that nothing vital to the cause of Cuba,
as lar as the United States is concerned,
will occur until after Woodford has re-
ported to this Government the result of
his representations.

Sentiment *>f th* Public ait to Recogni-
tion JieilX'j Sounded.

STOCKTON, Cat., June 18.—The secre-
tary of the Cuban League of San Fran-
cisco, Faust K. Mascheriui, was in Stock-
ton to-day on league business. The society
of Cuban sympathizers in the metropolis
which Mr. Mascherini represents sent out

agents a few days ago to ascertain the

sentiment of the people of California rela-
tive to the United States recognizing the
belligerency ot Cuba. If it is found that
the sentiment justifies it,mass-meetings

will be held in all the principal cities and
towns in the State, and at those gather-
ings of the people signatures will be ob-
tained to a petition to be submitted to
Congress, calling upon that body to pass
the belligerency resolution. No subscrip-
tions willbe asked for, the main idea be-
ing to give the people an opportunity to
Toice their desire in a tangible manner,
?o that it can be made manifest to their
representatives at Washington.

League clubs will be organized at the
meetings, if desired by those in attend-
ance, and the clubs can subsequently raise
funds for the Cubans in any way that
seems most feasible, most likely by giving
entertainments, Picnics, dances, etc. The
money thus raised will be sent direct by
the cinbs to the National League head-
quarters at New York.

Uitattroum Effect on Trad*.
WASHINGTON, D. C, June 18.— The

Secretary of Agriculture submitted to the
Cabinet to-day a statement showing the
disastrous effect of the Cuban war upon
trade relations with the United States.
According to this statement the total
value of the Cuban trade this year

amounted to only $47,548,610, compared
with $102,364 -jf)\ in LBB3. The estimated
amount of trade for this year is about a
fifththat of 1893, or $20,000,000.

CHARITIES 4MJD COKKBCTIOS.
Toronto Preparing for the Annual In-

ternational Conference.
TORONTO, Ok, June 18.—The Inter-

national Conference of Charities and Cor-
rections will meet in Toronto in annual
session next month. It is believed that
the attendance will equal that of Grand
Rapids, which was the largest in the his-
tory of the conference. Headquarters will
be established at the Rossin House, and
the committee of arrangements is busily
engaged upon the final preparations for
the reception and comfort of the dele-
gates.

Among the subjects to be considered
during the convention week are: "Sol-
diers' and Sailors' Homes," "Juvenile
Reformatories," "Municipal and County
Charities," "Prison Reform," "Child
Saving," "Care of the Insane and Epilep-
tics." "Charity Organization," "Care of
the Feeble Minded" and "Social Settle-
ments."

Nearly thm Wliol* Province of Amam

CALCUTTA. India, Juno 18.—Almost
the whole of the province of Assam has
been devastated by the earthquake. The
ruin is appalling. The courts, treasury.
jail and hospitals have collapsed. The
loss of food supplies is enormous. The
crops are mostly ruineu and great scarcity
of food is expected. Alltralfic is difficult,
as numbers of the roa-is have been com-
pletely demolished. Earthquake shocks
still continue to be felt in the province of
Assam and much alarm is felt, especially
as renewed shock-* have been reported
from various places In Bengal. Heavy
r&'.ns are immense!}' increasing the dam-
age.

LOST THE BULLET,
BUT GAVE LIFE

For months past Colonel Aranguren bas maintained his forces in the Chorrer* and Suanabo hills to the southeast of
Havana, and within fifteen miles of the city. Always on the move and striking where least expected, he has kept the carri-
sons of the line of forts from Carmelo uown to Jesu* ael Monte, and around to Reels and Guanabacoa, in constant watch for
an attack— sometimes slipping into Ceiro and Hircon, and again capturing a train, as he did some time since between Havana
and Guanabacoa. Two weeks ago, by previous arrancement, he met a filibustering steamer at the mouth of Yuanabo River,
fourteen miles east of Havana, and though a Spanish patrol cruiser was but a few miles away and Spanish troops were near
at hand, he succeeded in receiving a large supply of arms and ammunition and other military stores, and conveying them
eafely to hi« strongholds in the hills. His latest exploit, one of the boldest and most important of the whole war, was the
capture, some days ago, of a train loaded with troops and $200,000 in gold on the Havana and Matanzas Railroad. This was
effected within eleven miles of the city and within two miles of a Spanish force at Campo Florido. Posting his men at the
mouth of a cut just east of Minas, he derailed the train, captured ail the soldiers that were not killed and secured the treasure,
which was promptly removed to a place of safety. These incidents demonstrate thai all of Havana province at least is not
yet pacified.

Death the Result of an
Operation Guided by

the X-Ray.

For Fifteen Years Franklin B.
Born Carried the Missile

in His Brain. i

Had Been a Subject for Lectures
by Surgeons, Who Tried In Vain

to Save Him.

BOSTON. Mass.. Jane 18—Franklin B.
Born oi Kcdford died to-day at the Massa-
chusetts General Hospital as a result of
an operation guided by X-ray photographs

1for the removal of a bullet from his brain.
The death tocrlN a singular accident of

which Bom was a victim, which occurred
about fifteen years a««j at the Mystic
pumping station of the Boston Water
Works. Born, who was then about 18
years of a^e, was examining a loaded re-
volver w;ih another companion in the
boiler-room of the works, wiien the wea-
pon was .lischarged. 'Ihe ball entered
just above the leit eye and took an up-

ward course between trie sltull and flesh
and continued on to the ba^e of the. skull,
where itentered the brain. Allefforts to
probe and find the bullet proved fruit-
less, and it was stated at the time
by the attending physicians that Born
could not live any length of time. He,
however, lived fifteen years, although
during that time he had -uffered such
pain that he was rendered unconscious at

times. He was a frequent visitor at the
hospital, where surgeons oiten examined
him and lectured over him for the benefit
of the profession. He had been a subject
for a large number of operations.

During the last two years ne b?gan to
have continual fits, lasting long lengths of
time. The pain grew so unbearable that
recently he decided to undergo an opera-
tion more seriou* than was ever before at-
tempted. It was, comparatively speak-
ing, a slim chance, but he decided to take
ihe chance rather than endure the tor-
tore any longer. He was placed under
ether yesterday, out never recovered. The
bullet was found in the tasc of the brain
mi ihe lefi-haiul side. Cathode photo-
graphs made of his head had previously
iiidicatea the exact loca ion of the bail im-
budded in the Dram tissue.

CHICAGO, 111., June 18.—Jesse Sogers,

who was to nave been hunted to-ilay lor
the murder of George Spirokatas, owes the
brief reprieve which has been granted
him by the Governor of the State to a
chance visit pail to the Cook County jail
in this city by Eiitor Hans J. Reig of the
Birmingham, (Ala.) Courier.

While converting with Jailer Whitman
'.he latter casually remarked to Mr. Reig
that one of the cells Ol the buiiding was
occupied by * Birmingham negro under
sentence of death.

Upon being taken to Sogers 1 cell the
editor immediately recognized the pris-
oner as a janiior formerly employed by a
prominent citizen of Birmingham. Keig
had known Sobers very favorably in the
Soutli, and found it impossible to believe
him guilty.

Hence he sent a message to B. M.
Allen, a Birmingham attorney, taking
him to come at once to Chicago and take
up boger>' ca?e. As a result the matter
will be brought before the Board of
Pardons and possibly appealed to the
Supreme Court, with, itis alleged, more
than a possibility of favorable action on
behalf of the convicted man.

Governor Tanner has also granted a
respite to Scot: Price, the supposed ac-
complice of Sogers, on the ground that
one prisoner stiould not be favored while
the other is refused a stay of execution.

A Notable Cliaracter in American Jour-
nalism and Polities.

TROY, N. V., June IS—John Morgan
Francis, editor of the Troy Times and
ex-Minister to Austria, Greece and Por-
tugal, died this morning.

His biography is an interesting one.
He was born in Prattsburg, Steuben
County, New York, March 6, 1823. His
father, a native of Wale?, was a iship-
man in the British navy, serving in
Admiral Rodman's flacship, and after
emigrating to the United States settled
near Utica, N. Y. The son, in 1843, be-
came editor of the Wayne Sentinel at
Palmyra, N. Y. In1845 he was an editorial
writer on the Rochester Advertiser, and
In1846 on the Troy Budget, of winch he

Iwas subsequently editor and associate
proprietor.

After serving editorially on the Troy
Whig and Troy Post, he established the
Troy Times, In 1851, and has been its con-
trollingproprietor editor-in-chief ever
since._ lie was City Clerk of this city in
1851-55 and was a member of the New
York State constitutional convention of
156763. In 1871 he was appointed by
President Grant as Minister to Greece,
which office he resigned in November,
L873 He was Minister to Portugal in
1882-84, and to Austria-Hungary in 1884-85.
He made a tour of the world in 1575-76.

He had many friends in this city, and
was always regarded as an upright, capa-
ble journalist.

NEW YORK, N. V., June 18.-Faster
than any vessel in the world was tue El-
lide, the speedy steam launch belonging
to Burgess Warren ofPhiladelphia, on her
preliminary trial trip to-day.

HE TAKES ALIFE

Murder Committed by a
Drunken Man at

Chico.

Shoots a Friend Whom His
Diseased Brain Pictured

as a Monster.

Overpowered by an Officer While
Preparing for an Imaginary

Attack.

CHICO, Cal., June 13— Walter E. Rus-
sell, a man well known throughout tliis
section of California, died at the hospital
cell of the City Prison this afternoon. He
was shot last night by J. S. Cude, with
whom ha was camping near this city.

The circumstances were very peculiar,

and tne most plausible theory to account
for the tragedy is that Cude while suffer-
ing irom delirium tremens mistook his
partner for some horrid monster which
his liquor-soaked brain conjured Up be-
fore him, ana fired upon him. Con-
stable Wood, who was passing the
spot when the shot was fir.d and waa
the first person to reuch the scene, saw
Cude standing with a large revolver in his
hand and seemingly drawing oa an object
a few feet away.

"I'vegot one of theru," he was exclaim-
ing, "and I'll get the other. Come on ;
I'll fix you," he added to the invisible
enemy.

Constable Woods grappled with the
man and succeeded in handcuffing him.
Woods turned Cude over to Oflicer Walsh
and tben maae a search of the premise?.
He found Russell lying about tan feei
from where Cudo had stood. He was
groaning with pain. Russell was taken
to the town hall, There it was found tliat
he was shot through the body, ihe bullet,
entering his right breast near the niuple,

Russell buffered intense pain all day

and died at 5 o'clock this afternoon. Be-
I fore dying he made a statement to the

New Electric Line to Be Bailt, With
Redding as Its Eastern Ter-

minus.

REDDING, Cal., June IS.—The filing
of articles of mc rporauon o; the Cosmos
Land and Water Company in the Ue-
corder's oilices of Shasta and Tehama
counties to-ctay, means muoii ior the ad-
vancement of entire Northern Caiifor-
ni.i.
