THE COST OP DELAY.
Even if the amended Dingley bill be-

comes a law early in July, its good effects
cannot be adequately experienced by the
American wool-growers for another
twelvemonth. The delay of its passage
has permitted importers to bring in enor-
mous supplies of foreign wool while yet
the free-wool clause of the Wilson bill is
in force and effect.

The Textile World of Boston has secured
the official statistics of these imports for
May in advance of publication. Adding
these imports to those of January, Febru-
ary, March and April, itis found that the
total of foreign wools brought into this
country Bines the new year reaches the
immense aggregate of 246.484,801 pounds,
of which 164,660,346 pounds were of class 1
(merino wool), 18,579,840 pounds of class 2
and 67,244,615 pounds of class 3 or carpet
wool*. "We have in these imports,"
says the Textile World, "a year's supply of
foreign wools."

The imports for the past five months far
exceed those of the full twelve months of
1896, which gave a total of 159,776,015
pounds. The stock of foreign wools on
band is now so vast that a year must
elapse before normal importations are re-
sumed. Supplies of other foreign articles
have been brought into the country at the
same time far beyond the legitimate de-
mand, so that in many respects the full
benefits of tbe Dingley bill will not be
immediately felt. The importers are
making the most of their opportunities to
stock up ahead under "free trade," and
delay in the passage of the protective
measure in question is depriving the Gov-
ernment of much-needed revenue, and
compelling industries to wait so much
longer for the promised blessings. Had
the Senate taken example from the House
in the matter of expedition in this urgent
case, we should .hare been sailing under
tbe flag of ample protection several weeks
ago.

REPUBLICANISM AND ITS FOES.

The fact that the Republican State Convention in Ohio and the conglomerate con-
ventions of Democrats, Populists and so-called Free-silver Republicans of lowa were
held at the same time Illustrated by a striking contrast the character of the party of
prosperity and the lack of character in the commingled factions of its foes. The dif-

ferences between the proceedings of the assemblies in the two States include every

phase of politics from party principles to party methods and show clearly why the
great body of intelligent and conservative Americans willvote the Republican ticket
so long as the opposition to itremains 83 it is now.

Atthe Republican Convention inOhio there was an orderly body of men agreed
upon a broad platform of political principles, thoroughly united upon a policy of
action calculated to advance the welfare of the Republic, and animated by a common
desire to revive business, promote industry and elect to office men who can be relied
upon to enact legislation tending to those ends. Harmony prevailed at every step of
the proceedings. There was no surrender of principle, and not even a compromise of
policy called for on the part of any delegate. The platform adopted and the ticket
nominated were such as the whole party can cordially support, and every evidence
was given of that unity of action which is essential to the administration of public
affairs by party government.

The proceedings in lowa were directly contrary to all that took place in Ohio. In-
stead of ono convention, there were three. The factions could not unite in a single
assembly. One set called themselves Democrats, another Populists and the third
Silver Republicans. Their only point of agreement was a mutual hostility to Repub-

licanism. They began by making mutual compromises, and proceeded to an extent
which called for abject surrender of principle on one side or the other. Home of the
Populists refused to make tbe surrender and bolted their convention, bat others stayed
in, and finally a platform was agreed upon and a ticket nominated.

The contrast shows on one side a well-ordered party and on the other an unfused
fusion. The Republicans made it manifest in convention that they are agreed on all
essential points of politics; that they can act together in carrying out the common
desire, and therefore may reasonably be expected to be able to carry on the govern-
ment with harmony and success. The fusionists, on the other hand, showed that
they are agreed on nothing in the way of legislation, that they cannot act together

even in a temporary convention, and itis therefore fair to assume that they would be
incapable of conducting a government even ifit were intrusted to them.

There can be but one conclusion drawn from this showing of the nature of the
two parties. Republican success willmean a definite and well-considered plan of ac-
tion applied vigorously on the part of the government, while the success of the oppo-
sition would mean only strife, disorder and confusion worse confounded. Itwas
;folly to trust the opposition led by Cleveland in the past. Itwould be madness to

trust Bryanlsm now.

THEIR WORK WELL DONE.
The Citizens' Relief Committee, which

Was formed last winter for the purpose of I
assisting the unemployed, and which had
in charge the work ofconstructing Balboa ;

avenue, has completed its labors and
rendered its final report. The members of j
that committee have earned the thanks of
the people of the City lor their valuable
services, freely given, in behalf of a prac-

tical charity, coupled with a notable pub- ,
lie improvement. The energetic chair- ;
man, W. M. Bunker, deserves especial
credit in the premises.

The plan for a boulevard was devised at i
a time when hundreds of idle working- j
men were appealing for a chance to earn
money sufficient to furnish themselves !
and their families with the necessaries of
life until summer came. The relief fund
with which the avenue was built was
made up of private contributions from the
business people and citizens of the City
generally. Allwho aided in the worthy
enterprise have reason to be proud of the
results attained. Laborine men were re-
lieved of want, and Balboa avenue was S
made a monument to praiseworthy en- .
deavor in behalf of humanity. The work j
was done between March 13 and June 15,

'

and a total of $25,545 63 was paid out for j
labor. For all purposes, a total of $34,- j
472 21 was expended oh ihe avenue.

The committee, 19 its closing report to
the Chamber of Commerce, taking into ;
consideration tbe fact that the practical j
value of the boulevard is admitted by j
everybody familiar with Ihe roadway, rec- !
ommends that steps be taken to preserve j

{ the new avenue, as the macadamized sur-
!face 100 feet wide and 5950 feet long will
certainly be affected by the elements and i
show the weakness inseparable from new •

work. There can be no doubt that the
City willnow perfect and make perma-
nent the improvements.

One of tbe excellent suggestions of the
committee is that the extension of the
avenue to the county line be agitated
by public-spirited citizens with a view to
continuing the suburban development of j
the City so happily begun. Reliable as- j
surances have been given that as soon as j
the boulevard shall have reached tbe
county line the people of San Mateo
County willbuild itto tbeir southern line
and the people of Santa Clara County will
make the connection with San Jose.

AN AMERICAN CREDIT EONCIER.
Statesmen and financiers are at present

discussing the plan outlined by John R.
Dos Passos, an eminent New York law-
yer, for an American Credit Foncier. The
purpose of the proposed organization is to

take the income-paying farms and other
real estate of the country and make them
a basis of credit by issuing against them
at a low rate of interest bonds which can
be negotiated with the same ease as a Gov-
ernment or other first-class mortgage
bonds on all the exchanges of the country.
Inoffering a synopsis of his scheme Mr.

Dos Passos denies that it will open the
door to wholesale and profligate indebted-
ness. He shows that the existing mort-
gage indebtedness on farms in 1890 was

148,431, and that this has increased
untilnow itreaches almost $3,000,000,000.

"The funding of this vast indebtedness
at arale of Interest of about 4.65 per an-
num and making the principal payable in
seventy-five years," says the author of the
plan, "is a task of itself which willoccupy
the company in question without regard
to other business, and it will save to tbe
farmers millions and millions ofinterest.
The effect of funding this debt will be to
put into circulation a large amount of
money which is now locked up in these
mortgages and which is practically dead.
To put this vast fund afloat helps lenders
and borrowers alike."
Itis proposed to form a great loan and

mortgage company, under supervision of
the Government of the United States.withan authorized capital stock of $100,000,000.
The main business and the main source of
the profits of the company willbe found
in the development of its mortgage loan
and bond operations. The publicis to be
asked tosubscribe for the capital stock,
tho denomination of the shares of the
company to be of $20, and no one person
being allowed to subscribe for more than
500 shares. The loans are never to exceed
one-half the actual cash value of the prop-
erty offered for security, and each one dol-
lar of the bonds of the company willbe
thus secured by real estate of tbe actual
cash value of $2, while the capital stock,
surpluses, etc., will be additional guar-
antee.

Inconnection with these loans itis pro-
posed to introduce into this country the
"amortization" or sinking fund principle
which has b-en so successfully followed
in Germany ana France.

The "amortization" or sinking fund, ac-
cording to Mr.Dos Pasos, is simply this:
That the borrower is never called upon,
unless it is agreeable to him, to pay the
principal of his loan, as a whole, at any
one time, but by paying a small sum each
year in addition to his interest he estab-
lishes a fund which ultimately wipes out
the principal and satisfies the debt

The mechanism of the amortization
principle is simple: "At the end of each
year a portion of the annuity is applied to
the 'amortization,' or sinking fund, re-
ducing the original debt the same amount,
the interest Decreasing in the same pro-
portion as the debt is reduced; but, as
the annuity remains always the same, the
result is that the fraction of the annuity
necessary to the payment of the interest,
while decreasing, leaves a larger sum ap-
plicable to the 'amortization,' or repay-
ment of the borrowed capital, and the
progression, slow in the beginning, in-
creases from year to year, and acquires
great rapidity when nearing the limitof
the fixed period." This is called the
salient or vitalprinciple of the plan.

The system, in one form or another, is
in vogue in nearly every country in
Europe. The Credit Foncier of France is
the most conspicuous example. Its as-
sets are over 3,000,000,000 francs, and its
bonds, bearing interest at 3 cent, sell
at about 105, while the French Govern-
ment's bonds range around 1011^.

The Credit Foncier plan is strictly non-
partisan in its scope and character, and,
Mr. Dos Passos declares, its establishment
is equally a necessity whether the gold
standard be maintained or bimetallism be
introduced.

The astonishing success and the popu-
larity of the French system is the strong-
est argument in favor of the plan, which
is certainly worthy of the serious consid-
eration of the American people.

A RECORD WITHOUT A STAIN.
When ex-Police Captain John Short, at

the close of a lifespan of 90 years, went to
render bis report to the great Ruler of the
universe he went with a record that bad
no stain or shadow upon it.

Let itbe said, to the honor of his mem-
ory, that in his thirty years of service as
police officer and police captain in this
City no breath of scandal was ever asso-
ciated with his name. He enjoyed the
confidence and esteem of all citizens who
knew him and who valued sturdy honesty
and strict adherence to duty. In the
rough classes of the slums, in the district
where he long exercised official authority,
he created a wholesome respect fcr the
law. He brought peace and order and a
feeling of security to a district wherein,
before the advent of Captain Short, ithad
been unsafe for a men to travel after
nightfall.

He enforced discipline to the letter, and
yet be won the love and admiration of tbe
officers under his command; and his

superiors appreciated his sterling worth.
Feared by criminals, he, nevertheless,
had a heart fullof kindness and charity. In
his eighty -ninth year he was stillvigorous
when at last tbe time came for him to lay
down the star he had never dishonored.
He was, in every way, itseemed, a model
police officer and captain. It were a
blessing to tbe community and to the
world if there were many more peace
officers of the John Short mold.

DEPOT FOR TORPEDO-BOATS.

VOne of the proposed improvements in the
Charleslown Navy-yard at Boston is the tor-
pedo-boat depot, the cost of which will be
$100,000. It is argued that the number of
torpedo-boats In the navy is constantly In-
creasing and at tne present there iino means
of caring for these craft. When not lv use
such boats should bo kept out of the water,
and the plan under consideration contem-
plates storing each boat it.a separate house
where itcan be launched instantly ifoccasion
requires it.

The total area occupied by the completed
scheme will be a circular plat of about 600
feet indiameter, says tbe Boston Globe. From
the river front firstcomes a small timber ary-
dock, 200 feet In length and some 25 or 26
feet in depth. The rear end of this leads to a
circular turntable, twenty-odd feet above the
level of the dock's bottom and yet some
feet below the level ot the surrounding earth's
surface,- permitting it to be flooded by the
flood tide when the dock's caisson is open to
a depth of about three and a halt feet.

Radiating from this circular table, or .wetbasin, are the snip houses for the storage of

the boat*, eacn built on the surface of the
land, 200 feet in lengthand equipped withan
improved special marine railway track.

The operation of getting a torpedo-boat out
of the water and housed is explained as fol-
lows:

Made to fit the drydock is an open-end pon-
toon or floatingcradle-dock 180 feet long, 30
feet wide and 25 feet in denth, built of steel
and having a double bottom compartment It
will weigh 138 tons and have a liftingcapa-
city of 450 tons, exclusive ofits own weight.

This pontoon is placed In the drydock and
Its between-bottom coraoartments filled with
water, which sinks its base to the dock's floor-ing. The caisson or gate of the drydock is
next opened and the dock is flooded to the
tide's level. The torpedo-boat to be taken out
of the water runs or is hauled into the dry-dock, resting between the sides and directly
over the base of the sunken pontoon.

Allis now inreadiness for the work of haul-
ingout proper. The chambers of the pontoons
are speedily pumped free of its water load, and
the pontoon rise* to the surface, the bottom
coming up directly under the keel of the boat,
so that the latter willrest on a cradle with
which the pontoon is fitted, liltingithigh out
of the water.

The pontoon, freed of water, though loaded
with 450 tons—more than twice the weigh: ot
any torpedo-boat yet built or devisea— will
draw, that is, requires, less than three feet of
water upon which to float.

As the basin leading from the rear of the
dock is covered at tbe game time with over
three and a haif feet of water, the loaded pon-
toon is next floated upon this surface, and itis
turned so that the line of its cradle is on a
line with the rails in the house in which it is
intended to store the particular boat being
handled. Then the boat is run from the cradle
into the house, upon the rails with which the
latter is equipped.

TORPEDO DEPOT FOR THE CHARLESTON NAVY-YARD.

YEARLY LOtoS Or- PAPER MONEY.
To the Editor of the San Francisco Call—Sir:

In order to obtain the annual percentage of
loss of paper money in circulation Ihave
searched through the reports of the Treasury
Department from 1867 to 1897 for a record of
National banks which have failed and have
had their circulation withdrawn and can-
celed as the law requires. Inno report have I
found any reference made to the annual per-
centage of loss. On page 27 of Comptroller
Knox's report for1883 we find groups of failed
banks with dates of organization.' By going
back through the record of the department to
the volume lor 1875 we find the dates when
receivers were appointed for the fifteen bauks
which had failed prior to1870.

With the date of organization and date of
failure thus found wo are able to determine
how long these fifteen banks were In exist-
ence, and having the percentage of the lost
notes given at the last date named (1883) we
can calculate the annual percentage of loss.
1have selected eight of these fifteen National
banks as a lair average of the whole fifteen,
which are thus reported: Attics,N. V.;Farm-
ers' and Citizens', Brooklyn,N. V.;First Na-tional, Bethel, Conn.; Kockford, III.:Austin,
Nev.;Merchants', D. C.;Memphis, Term., and
New Orleans, La. They may be numbered
and grouped as follows:

Itwillbe seen that there is a marked varia-

tion of losses. No. 1having lost .03 (sixty-
three hundredths of 1 per cent) in one year
and three months, while No. 7 only lost .50
(one-half of 1 per cent) In two years and
two months. My study lias been to obtain
fair and safe average results. Now, by reduc-ing the time of existence or operation of each
of these eight banks to months and then divid-
ing the wnole percentage of loss by the num-
ber of months, we shall obtain the monthly
rate of io»s. and this being multiplied by
twelve willgive us the yearly percentage of
loss, which is indicated thus:

We have at last reached the bottom fact for

which this laborious research has been made,
namely, that the annual destruction and loss
of paper currency is somewnat over one-
quarter of 1percent, that is, .277. But lamwillingto be still more conservative and re-
duce it to exactly .250 or one-quarter of 1per
cent, whichIthink will satis. y any one as be-ing the true rate of loss one year after an-
other. We are now prepared to apply this law
of waste or loss to the volume of paper money

day." compared such American heiresses to
"heifers fattened for the foreign market"—
that is to say, fattened with their fathers'
millions, which makes them attractive Inthe
eyes of their aristocratic lords. So prevalent
has become the fashion of rich American
women marrying foreigners that the last New
York Legislature felt constrained topass a law
to protect such women and their heirs from
the disposition of their , husbands to grab
everything they posses;.

This law provides that any woman born a
citizen of the United States, who shall have
married or shall marry an alien, and the for-
eign-born children a"nd descendants of any
such woman shall, notwithstanding her or
their residence orbirth Ina foreign country,
be entitled to take, hold, convey and devise
real property situated within the State ofNew
York. Under this law,ilNew York heiresses
willhave the bulk of their properly at home
when they marry abroad, they willbe able to
control it,and will thus be able to command
good treatment from their respective spouses.
When a foreign fortune-hunter gets the woman
and her property int.)his own control the re-
sult is usually much misery for the American
woman, as the numerous separations and law-
suits growing out of international marriages
testify.
It would be better ifthe American heiresses

would marry Americans and save the $30,-
--000,000 drain ;but as there are many who pre-
fer foreigners it is well that our laws should
offer them such protection as ls possible from
the results of their folly. i;

PACIFIC BANK
MUST PAY ALL

Montagu's Five Thousand
Dollars Not Part of

the Assets.

It Was Sent to the Bank as a
Special Trust and Not

a Deposit.

Important Opinion by United States
Circuit Judge Morrow in

the Matter.

United States Circuit Judge Morrow
yesterday rendered an opinion in favor of
tbe complainants in the suit of Samuel
Montagu & Co., London bankers, against
tbe Pacific Bank ami others. The opinion
goes on to say:

This is a bill inequity against an Insolvent
banking corporation to declare a trust and to
recover the sum 01 $5000 as a special deposit
Tbe facts are these: Samuel Montagu & Co.
cabled the Pacific Bank in San Francisco June
20, 181)3, as follows: "Pay by telegram to
Puget Sound National Bank, {Seattle, Wash.,
$5000 account of William Cochrane. We re-
mit by cable to National Bank of Commerce,
New York, for your account $5000." The
money was deposited in the National Bank of
Commerce in New York on the same day, but
was never transmitted by ihe Pacific Bank to
the Paget Sound National Bank at Seattle,
Stale of Washington. On June 22, 1893. the
Pacific Bank suspended payment and closed
its doors, and thereafter refused to pay its
depositors or other creditors except in the pro
rata distribution of the properly and assets of
the corporation inthe process of liquidation
under the management of the board of direct-
ors, in accordance with the laws of the
State. * * *
Itis contended on tbe part of the complain-

ant that the money involved in this trans-
action was received by the Pacific Bank ior a
specific purpose, and not to be checked outor
loaned or otherwise used by the bank; that
the money constituted a trust fund ana did not
become a part of the general assets of the
bank, and, not havingbeen applied to the pur-
pose lor which it was receive*!, itshould be
returned to the depositor.

The defendants contend that the money re-
mitted by complainants was placed to the ac-
count ot the Pacific Bank in the National
Bank of Commerce at New York; that itwas
not sent directly to the Pacific Bank, but be-
came a. part of the account between the two
banks, and the identity ofthe deposit was lost,
and that therefore the complainants should
be admitted to share only with tb? other
creditors in the pro-rata distribution of the
assets of the bank. The National Bank oi Com-
merce was the correspondent iv New York of
the Pacific Bank.

When a demand was afterward made
upon acting President McDonald he gave
as a reason for the failure of his
bank to make payment, tbat they had
not received tbe confirmation from the
agent of the bank in New York, but he ad-
mitted that it was customary to make tbe
disbursement in accordance with the di-
rections of tbe order without waiting for
the agent's confirmation of the deposit.
Jndge Morrow continues:
Itis clear from the evidence that the Pacifio

Bank had received, through itsagent in New
York prior to its suspension the deposit in
question lor transmittal to the Puget Sound

National Bank, and that it was a special de-
posit made for a specific purpose and in the
nature of a bailment. Ifit was not deposited
to be checked outor to be loaned or otherwise
used by the bank inlaw the bank held itas a
trust fund and not as the assets of the bank.* * *

Consequently a trust was impressed up-
on this $5000 in favor ofcomplainants and it
does notbelong to the general creditors ot the
bank.

A decree will,therefore, be entered, declar-
ing that the defendants hold $5000 Intrust
for complainants, and that they recover the
saline with costs, and it is so ordered.~

HAWAIIAN JURISDICTION.
The Supreme Court dissolved a Supe-

rior Court InjunctionYesterday.
The Supreme Court has reversed the

order of the lower court in the case of
Claus Spreckels against the Hawaiian
Commercial and Sugar Company. Ac-
cording to the records Mr. Spreckels and
several other gentlemen formed the com-
pany to operate a sugar plantation in the
Hawaiian Islands and this involved the
acquiring of water rights, lands, etc )

Some time a~o a number of the directors
began an action in tbe Hawaiian courts to
compel Mr. Spreckels to [ turn over a tract
of 6000 acres of land, to which they laid
claim as a part of the property that hewas to turn into the corporation. Mr.
Spreckels claims this property as his indi-
vidual possessions, ana some time ago he
brought an injunction action in the Supe-
rior Court of this City to restrain the
other members of the company from
bringing suit in the Hawaiian court
against him in this matter and a tem-
porary injunction was granted.

From this an appeal was taken to the
Supreme Court. This tribunal yesterday
decided tbat the Hawaiian court has en-
tire jurisdiction of such cases as involve
property within its territory and the tem-
porary injunction was dissolved.
Ifthe decision stands the case willbe

tried on its merits in the Hawaiian courts.
