Example of the Work Done

at the Beulah Rescue
Home.

Mabel Duff, Beautiful but Wan-
ton, Has Been "Won Back

to Self-Respect.

Judge Allen Cheerfully Orders That
Her Sentence Be Finally

Suspended.

The final suspension of a judgment in
the Police Court this morning n the case
of Mabel Duff shows how much better it
is sometimes to be merciful than to be
harsh and incidentally throws a strong
sidelight on the grand work being accom-
plished by the Salvation Army Rescue
Home at Beulah.

Some months ago Mabel Dull, 17 years
old, was arrested for vagrancy. She was
a most interesting prisoner. While in the
dock she showed that she had not a par-
ticle of self-respect left. Yet she was one
of the most beautiful young girls that
could be found anywhere. Itwas evident
that she had received a good education,
and Judge Allen was very loath to send
her to the cells with depraved and drunken
women of older years.

When the Judge spoke to her and was
giving her some good advice, Mabel
leered at him and indicated plainly that
she thought he was just wasting his time.
Still he did not think itwas so much de-
pravity as "cusse.ttiess" that actuated the
girl,and after a consultation with Chief
Lloyd it was decided to try to induce
trie girl to go to tne Beulah Home.
Ittook many talks to Dersuade the girl

to go to the home, but finally the plead-
ings were successful and Mabel went to
Beuiab. The Salvation Army lassie* soon
convinced her that there was a better life
than that of a vagrant for a yotin^ gin,
•tnd little by little the rebellious Mabel
was transformed, and it was found that
she had a tractable disposition when
ri-'btly handled. Ensign Heffelman lias
worked faithfully with his charge and
now she is able to report that Mabel is agood girl and anxious to do what is right.
It would be difficult to recognize in the
sweet-faced •in at Beulah the worldly
woman of the Police Court dock, and

.when the report was made to the court
Judge Allen expressed great commenda-
tion for the methods that could transform
such a girl.

This morning the case was called, as
sentence had been temporarily suspended
to ihis date. The officer of tbe Salvation
Army Home was on hand and informed
the court thai Mabel is now as gentle, lov-
ingand obedient as she could have been
when she played the organ in the little
church in Southern California before her
mother's death. On this showing judg-
ment was finallysuspended and Mabel is
now free from the law. .» v-

A DAIRYMEN'S MEETING.
They Discuss New Legislation for

Diseased Cattle.
OAKLAND,Cal., June 24.— There was a

mysterious meeting of dairymen to-night
at Dania Hall. No one would say by
whose authority the meeting was called
and the doors were kept locked. At the
closed it was learned that about forty
dairymen were present and that there was
great lack of harmony among them. The
purpose of the meeting was to consider
the proposed legislation regarding testing
cows or tuberculosis. The dairymen de-
clared that they were not fighting the
Board of Health, but that they were taking
steps for mutual protection against any
unjust actions by officials.

Acommittee was appointed to report
on the best manner of permanently or-
ganizing, and they will present their
V.ews at the next meeting.

Tne action of tbe Supervisors in re-
scinding the ordinance pas-ed weeks
ugo has considerably nettled th« Oakland
Board of Health. A very elaborate or-
dinance is now with the City Council and
its final passage was assured, but as it de-
pended on the county officials to a certain
extent ithas now been nullified and will
have to be reconstructed. The crusade
against diseased cows is now being
warmly contested on both sides and the
dairymen are rejoicing that trie Super-
visors are with them and against the city
officials.

To Divide the Silva Tract.

OAKLAND, Cat-, June 24.—The cele-
brated Silva Tract near this city has
been divided up into f .ny one-acre lots
and will be sold at auction next Saturday
afternoon by the Laymance Real Estate
and Investment Company. The sale is to
close the-estate of Prank Silva, deceased,
in whose name the property stood. Every
acre of land is to be sold to the highest
bidder without limitor reserve, as the ad-
ministratrix has only about sixty days in
which to raise a large sum of money. The
proposed electric road between Oakland
and San Leandro an.l Haywards runs
through tbe tract. On the day of the sale
a special train will leave Seventh and
Washington streets at 12:30 *». m. over the
San Leandro and Hay wards Electric Rail-
way.

School Mutters.
OAKLAND,Cal.. June 24.— District At-

torney Snook has advised Superintendent
of Schools Garlick, in reply to the letter's
letter of inquiry, that on the Sling of
proper notice with the Secretary of State
by the city authorities the School Boards
cease, to exist; that all contracts made
prior to that date are binding; that tbe
part of Emery school dis rict annexed to
Emeryville for school purposes becomes a
part of the Oakland School Department;
that all funds due the districts annexed
go to the city; that any portions of dis-

tricts leit out of the annexation get the
Ifunds due that district; that Oakland
assumes '.he indebtedness of the school

Idistricts and that there is no law to sub-
ltract the census of the Km»ry school
district, which was added to Emeryville,
and add it to the Oakland school census.

BRENNAN'S GOOD LUCK.
Not Yet Wearing Stripes In the State

Prison Though Sentenced a
Month Ago.

Nicholas Brennan, convicted of extort-
ing money from the late Theresa Tarpey
under circumstances of unusualjdepravity,
has been granted another stay of execu-
tion by the Supreme Court.

Two other charges were pending against
Brennan, but one was dismissed on habeas
corpus, and the other, which is that he
induced a girl of tender years toenter a
house of ill-repute in order that he might
live on her earnings, has not yet been
called for trial.

The victim of Brennan died, and her
mother swore at the extortion trial mat
her death was caused by Brennan's
cruelty.

Judge Wallace was unusually lenient in
passing sentence, which occurred more
than a month ago, inflicting only three
yean' imprisonment, when it was gener-

ally expected that be would impose the
full punishment allowed by law.

A RATE WAR UP NORTH
Christians From Spokane Can

Attend the Convention
for $26 50.

A Special Rate for Trans-Mississippi
Congress and Mormon

Jubilee.

The Oregon Railroad and Navigation
Company and the Northern Picric are
having a rate war in their own territory
as a side issue of the Southern Pacific
Company's Christian Endeavor rate from
Portland to Fan Francisco. As a result
of the competition the round-trip rate
from Spokane to this City has been' cut
down to $26 50. The 8. P. rate between
Portland and San Francisco is not
changed by the local war in the northern
region

• The Southern Pacific on July 5 will run
a special to San Francisco .offering a
round-trip oassenger rate, independent of
the sleepers, of $15. .The train will leave
Portland early on the morning of July 5
and remain all night at Ashland. The
followingday tbe run will be made from
Ashland to San Francisco.

The Southern Pacfic has allowed a $35
round-trip rate from San Francisco toOgderafor the Trans-Mississippi Congress
at Salt Lake July 14, and for the Mormon
Jubilee immediately following the Con-
gress.

The round trip from Ogden to Salt Lake
Is $1 50, so the whole fare from San Fran-
cisco to the City of the Saints and return
will be $36 50. The reduction will take
effect when the events at Salt Lake begin.

The fruit shipments of the Southern Pa-
cific to date ahow a slight increase over
the fruit traffic to a corresponding period
of last year. The gain so far is twenty-five
cars. As tbe peach crop this seasonpromises to be heavy, additional gains
may be registered.

The ship Glenshiel arrived from the
Orient bringing 1500 tons of freight,
chiefly tea and matting, for points east ofOgden.

Governor.

Budd, Maguire and Phelan All
Have Their Eyes

Senator White's Desire to Succeed
Himself Causes Lots of Trouble

and Worry.

Gubernatorial timber in the Democratic
ranks is growing. The crop promises to
be as large as ever. The office is a good
one, and Democrats are just as hungry for
office as they have been.

Sieve White has just decided he would
like to be United States Senator again,
and that alters the political situation
somewhat. There were rumors that White
was about to quit drawing a Senator's
salary for ;ne reason that he believed he
could make more money practicing law
in New York. It report be true he has
changed his mind, and willenter the field
again for toga honors.

It is said Budd wanted the job and
hoped that Rainey would help him to get
it, but tbe Governor, on second reflection,
is perfectly willingnow to do a second
term. Therefore there is joy among the
reformers, beaded by the Iroquois Club,
and many others, including the single-
taxers, who see in this an opportunity to
boom Congressman Mature for the office,
still, there is no sorrow inRainey for this
state of affairs. He ha- hopes oi beating
the reformers again. And thus the ball
rolls on.

Then James D. Phelan has political as-
pirations and a host of friends. A Mayor
of San Francisco is a pretty big man in
California, and Mayors have been known
before to reach out for the governorship.
Therefore, Mayor Phelan is sawing wood
and saying nothing, but be is none the
less formidable for that.

Mayor Phelan is rich and popular.
Governor Budd is not rich, but he, too, is
popular with his party followers; and
Congressman Macuire is also "in it,"as
the saying goes, and the Democrats have
trouble ahead.

Maguire bas the single-taxers, the
Iroquois Club, the State committee
(Chairman Alvord is a single-taxer) be-
hind him.
