
BARTLEY GUILTY
ON ONE CHARGE

Nebraska ex-Treasurer
Is Convicted of

Stealing.

Sentenced to Serve Twenty
Years' Imprisonment and

Fined $303,768 90.

An Appeal Will Be Taken and the
Legal Bat:le to Save Him

Kept Up.

OMAHA, Nebr., June 26.—"1t is the
sentence of this court that yoube confined
in the penitentiary of this titate at hard
labor for the period of twenty years and
pay a fine of $303,768 90."

This was the sentence pronounced upon
Joseph S. Bartley, the ex-State Treasurer
convicted of embezzlement, by Judge
Faker ot the criminal branch of the Dis-
trict Court, before whom Bartley was
tried.
Itclosed the record of the most noted

criminal trial on the dockets of Nebraska.
The session of court at which this result
was reached was marked, like all the other
proceedings in this case, by legal skirm-
ishing, invoking all the technicalities
known to the law for the delay of the
progress of justice. The courtroom was
well filled with members of the legal pro-
fession and laymen, and during the prog-
ress of the legal battle whicb marked the
close of this case in the District Court the
most intense interest prevailed.

The entire morning was taken up by the
defense in making a record, motion after
motion being made, some verbal and
others written, and even after the sentence
had been pronounced a motion to vacate
a part of the sentence was riled.

These motions were all overruled, and
after these tedious legal formalities had
all been disposed of sentence was imposed
upon the defendant.

The bill of exceptions for an appeal to
the Supreme Court is about completed and
will be ready for filing to-morrow. The
defense is very confident that bail will be
allowed, and that Bartley will be liber-
ated within a few days. At:orney-Gen-
eral Smyth willat once file with the Clerk
of the Supreme Couri objections to ad-
mitting the defendant to bail.

To-night Bartley occupies a cell in the
cotmty jail,but is quite cool. He is yet
to be tried for stealing $300,000 more. The
charge upon which Bartiey was convicted
was the embezzlement of $151,834 45.

This is the first instance in which a Ne-
braska State officer has been sent to the
penitentiary. It is said he lost the balf-
million stolen instocks ana Cripple Creek
mines.

IN SANTA CRUZ'S JAIL
Alleged Assailants of Charles Ham Are

Placed Under Heavy
Bonds.

SANTA CRUZ, Cal., June 26.— The re-
turn to-day of Sheriff Besse and Under
Sheriff Helms, having in custody two men
charged with the assault on Charles Har-
ris last Sunday night, attracted a large
crowd ofpeople to Justice Gardner's court,
whither a carriage bearing the officers and
their prisoners was quickly driven from
the depot. The crowd was orderly and
followed into the courtroom, completely
tilling it. George F. Plyler, veterinary
surgeon, and Mark Scboedde, the prison-
ers, faced the spectators with an effort to
appear composed. Plyler, who is said to
be the husband of the woman in the case,
seemed very illat ease, but fchoedde re-
covered his courage after being seated in
the courtroom.

The demonstrations to-day at San Jose
seemed to have imbued the men with the
fear that they might meet with severe
treatment here, but there was not the
faintest mutter of vengeance. The people
are greatly incensed over the outrage, but
tney expressed no desire to molest the.
prisoners.

Justice Gardner conducted the arraign-
ment proceedings, holding the men upon
their plea of."not guilty"in $20,000 bonds
each to appear for the setting of:the case
for preliminary trial. The prisoners
waived attorneys until the time of setting
the case, and were driven 10 the County
Jail to await the action of the District
Attorney. ,.

SAN JOBE, Cal., June 26.—The police
force of this city has been busily engaged
ail day collecting evidence concerning the
heinous assault upon Cuarles Harris,

the Santa Cruz barber. At present George
P. Plyler, a bill collector. Bismarck H.
Schoedde, a veterinary surseon, and
Henry Bradley, an employe in Plyler's of-
fice, are charged with the crime. The
police claim to have a formidable array of
evidence against these men and 10-day
they secured information which may lead
to further arrests.

Plyler and Schoedde were taken to
Santa Cruz this morning, but Bradley,
who is frightened almost todistraction, was
allowed to remain in the City Prison hero
as the officers believe he can be induced to
confess

Schoedde and Bradley have already
made partial confessions, and Henry
Loryea, also a negro, has made a state-
ment that he was approached by Plyler
on Friday and asked to participate in the
crime. The details of tne plan to injure
Harris were explained to him, and he
agreed to enter into the plot. He went to
Sania Cruz with Plyler on Sunday, ttie
day of the deed, out eaya he did so only
because he wished to have his expenses
paid to that city. He declares that he did
not have anything to do with the plot
after reaching Santa Cruz, but was in-
formed by Piyier that the deed was per-
petrated in the oflice oia prominent Santa
Cruz physician.

Scuoedde and Bradley also admit that
they agreed to join Piyier in his diabolical
work. Botli say that they weakened upon
reaching Santa Crux and had nothing to
do with the crime further than partici-
pating in the arrangements.

Plyler steadfastly denies any connection
with the affair whatever, and says it must
be a case of mistaken identity. He sug-
gests that one of his eight brothers may
be the guilty person.

A most damaging witness against
Schoedde is his own wife. Mrs. Schoedde
made a full statement this morning to
Chief Kidward of> this city and District
Attorney Lindsay ana Sheriff Besse of
Santa Cruz. She says her husband told
her several days previous to Sunday that
he was going to commit the deed, and
boasted that he would be well paid lor it.
The woman tried to dissuade him from
his purpose, but without avail.

Piyier seem? not to have taken ordinary
precautions to conceal his crime, for he is
known to have approached more or less
directly six persons with a view to ob-
taining their assistance. One of these is
a prominent and reputable physician, an-
other is a veterinary surgeon and County
official of high standing in the commun-
ity. The others were Bradley, Schoedde,
Loryea and a negro named Miller.

The statements of Schoedde.Bradley and
Loryea that the crime was committed in
the office of a Santa Cruz physician is dis-
credited by the positive testimony of
Harris that the ueed was perpetrated in
the lodging-house where Mrs. Plyler had
tafcen rooms for the night.

SAN DIEGO'S SENSATION.
Startling Charges Filed by a Business

Man Ajair.st Chief of Police
Russell.

SAN DIEGO. Cal.. June 26.—Charles S.
Hardy, a wholesale meat-dealer and one
of the most prominent business men of
this city, filed a set of sensational charges
aeainst Chief of Police James Russell this
afternoon. Chief Russell was elected to
his present position on May 4, and ever
since he took office there has been trouble
between himself and Hardy. Before
being elected Chief, Russell owned and
conducted a private merchant patrol
service, and although now an officer of
the city he still operates the business
through his wife, who is the ostensible
manager.

Two weeks ago Harry Walker, on* of
Russell's patrolmen, was arrested for the
alleged burglary of Hardy's meat market.
He is cbnrged with having stolen large
auantities of meat as far back as April1
and down to the time of his arrest.
Walker is in jail awaiting trial in the
Superior Court.

In bis charges filed this afternoon
Hardy clams that Rnsseli knew of
Walker's thett, had known it for months,
and although repeatedly advised of his
employe's action neglected and refused to
discharge him from his employ, but in-
stead shielded and protected him from
the law; and further, that Ru^eil was
not only cognizant of the robbery, but an
accessory to it as well. He asks to have
Russell removed from office, and pending
the examination co have him suspended.
The affair has created a sensation.

Vktnh Citizen Knit* Hit Life.
URIAH, Cal., June 26.—Thomas R.

Lucas, for many years a prominent resi-
dent of this county and large land owner
here, was found dead this evening in a
stall in the Mendocino stage barn, in the
northern part of town. Presumably he
committed suicide, as a holographic will
was found on his person, and other evi-
dences of self-destruction were visible.
Although at one time a wealthy and in-
fluential citizen, Lucas was at tlie time of
his death posses-ed of very little property.
He was at one time chairman of the Dem-
ocratic County Central Committee.

Sud&en Death at Portland.
PORTLAND, Or., June 26.—William

Mr.Fall, president of the Blake-McFall
Company of this city and San Francisco,
dropped dead at 5 o'clock this evening on
Seventh street, near Morrison. He had
long been a resident and one of the most
prominent business men in the State. His
death is attributed to heart trouble.

SHERIFF PARDEE OF LAKE COUNTY.

Daring: Officer Who Is Conducting the Pursuit of Outlaw George
Coburn.

LAKEPORT, Cal., June 26.—The latest news from Middlaton is that James
Storey, the Deputy Sheriff who was shot by George Coburn, the escaped jailbird, will
probably recover. To-night he was much improved.

Yesterday the Coroner's jurybrought in a verdict of justifiable homicide in tne
matter of the killingof W. R. Coburn, the outlaw's father, who was killed by Ed Col-
lins, one of the Sheriffs poise, while resisting arrest.

Coburn is still at large in the mountain fastnesses, which he has made his ren-
desvous since his escape. He cannot posiibly e^ape, as h« is surrounded by a lareebody of determined men. As soon as possible bloodhounds will be put on his trail.Sheriff Pardee, who is conducting the pursuit of Coburn, is a man who knows no fear
and is r_eiejj_t]ejia wheq, on the trail.

ORNAMENT WINS
FROM TYPHOON II

Western Cracks Meet
in the St. Louis

Derby.

The Kentucky Horse Turns the
Tables on the "Missouri

Wonder."

Buckvidere, the Rank Outsider, Is
the Runner-up at the

Finish.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., June 26.
—

Twenty
thousand admirers of thoroughbred run-
ners saw Ornament, the peerless son of
imp. Order- Visserene, win the great f12.000
Derby ina walk this afternoon at the fair
grounds. A large majority of the im-
mense crowd had pinned its faith and its
dollars on Typhoon 11, essentially a Bt.
Louis horse, bat the victory of the Ken-
tucky flyer was greeted with none the less
enthusiasm because of that fact

Ornament and Typhoon IIhad met in
the Kentucky Derby, and the former's
colors were lowered, Typhoon IIwinning
in a drive by a neck. But the track was
not so heavy nor the distance bo long on
that occasion as to-day. The victories of
both cracks since had been so impressive
that the shrewdest handicappers were
puzzled to pick the winner.

As an indication of the estimate placed
upon the relative chances of the two, the
opening betting on Ornament was even
money, while 6 to 5 was quoted against
Typhoon 11. Buckvidere, the only other
starter, was posted at 8 to 1. Enough
money was bet on both Ornament and
Typhoon 11, by the time they went to the
post, to start several National banks.
Final quotations were: Ornament 9to
10. Typhoon II11 to10, Buckvidere 12toL

The field was sent away withBuckvidere
in the lead and Typhoon IIsecond. At
the quarter Typhoon IIled by twolengths,
with Ornament a length before the out-
sider. At the half Ornament had moved
up and Typhoon led by only a length,
with Buckvidere three lengths back.
Clayton picked the best going, taking Or-
nament wide on the turn at the six-fur-
long Dole, and Typhoon's jockey did the
same, both running easily neck and neck.
Slaughter caught the turn short with
Buckvidere and closed on the leaders, but
at a big sacrifice in the heavy going.

At the mile Ornament iorged to the
front without much exertion and led by a
length. At the mile and a quarter Orna-
ment -tillled by a length and was run-
ning easily. Typhoon was in trouble.

j Slaughter again rushed Buckvidere
through the quagmire to cut the turn
short and muke up some ground. Orna-
ment made the turn wide and increased
his lead to two lengths at the head ol the
stretch, while Buckvidere passed the tired
Typhoon.

Atthe final furlong the race proved a
mere exercise gallop for Ornament, the
shapely cod winning as he pleased by
six lengths. Buckvidere beat Typhoon II
three lengths for the place. The time of
the race, 2:51, indicates the condition of
the track.

REDDING MURDER CASE ENDS.
Wewgortner, if>e Siayer of William

Vosez, Found Guilty of man-
slaughter.

REDDING, Cau, June 26.—The trial of
A. Weiugartner, charged with the murd-r
of Wi.liam Vosez at Harrison Gulch Jast
April,ended to-day at 12 o'clock, when
tne jury brought in a verdict of man-
slaughter, recommending the prisoner to
the mercy of the court. Weingartner's
plea was self-defense. The evidence
against him was overwhelming, and a
conviction wasinevitab:e.

Weingartner, pale and haggnrd after
bis ordeal- of the week, sank into a seat
beside his counsel as the jurors filed into
their places. With a look imploring
pity on his face he eagerly scrutinized
each inror. At last th« spell was broken
and the verdict was read.

As the foreman pronounctd the word
••guilty" there was a hush in the court-
room. Then all the emotions that had
been caged up in the troubled soul of XIc
defendant burst forth, and sinking nearly
to the floor he wept like a child. He was
quieted somewhat, but was scarcely able
to stand. He waived time and leaned
against the court railing to receive his
bentence.

Judge Sweeny severely censured the
jury for its lindiiic of manslaughter, and
was especially srvere in his remarks to the
seven jurors who ut lirat held out for an
acquittal.

He scored the jury for recommending
the defendant to the mercy of the court,
remarking that Weingartner had received
all the mercy he was entitled to when the
verdict of manslaughter was returned.
He sentenced Weingartner to a term ol
ten year* in San Qnentln, the extreme
penalty.

The jury was out from 4 o'clock yester-
day afternoon until noon to-day. On the
first ballot it stood live for acquittal and
seven for conviction. On the tnird ballot
seven were for aconittal and rive for con-
y ction, and it remained thus until the
last ballot, when, "in ordtr to prevent the
expense of a new trial," as one of the
twelve men remarked, they compromised
and convicted the defendant of man-
slaughter.

FRESNO WIFE ELOPES.
Takes With Htr All of Her Husband's

Personal Effects, Even to His
C olhing.

FRESNO, Cal., Jane 26.—E. A. Wolf, a
young clerk employed at Mark Webster's
drugstore, is mourning the loss of A wife.
Hhe decamped thi* morning suddenly and
mysteriously, and, worst of all, Mr. Wolf
says, she took with her all their house-
hold effects, including even, his clothing.
She did leave him a change of underwear.
The wronged husband is o/ the opinion
that his wife eioped with a young man
named Daniel Dougherty, who came to
Fremo about two weeks ago. He wan the
billagent of Mrs. Dr. Terry, a medium,
who has been located in this city for the
past week or so.

To Dougherty, who is also known a?
Terry, Wolflays the cause of all his do-
mestic infelicities. He says that, from
the information he has gathered, Dough-
erty and his wife became acquainted in
Sacramento, to which city Mrs. Wolf
went on a visit sevoral months ago.
Shortly after her return home the hus-
band learned that his wife was carrying
on a clandestine correspondence with a
young man at Sacramento. He inter-
cepted a letter containing endearing ex-
pre«sion* to his wife, and which was
signed "Papa." With the missive there

was a tintype of a youne man, which
Wolf presumed to be that of him who
styled himself

Papa."

Wolf went home to his wife and accused
her of corresponding with this man. She
at first denied it,but when fie produced
the letter and the tintype she admitted
that she had been receiving letters from
him and had answered them.

Of course the drug clerk raised a storm
and he wrote to his wiie's mother at Oak-
land telling her of iier dauqnter's conduct
and that he would not support her any
longer.

This lady
friend, by the way, has left Fresno ori
what is purported to be a visit, but it
seems that she, too, iitddeniy left her
Mi9band.

\Vhen Wolf accused his wife of again
corresponding with Dougherty she ad-
mitted it immediately and then became
very much excited. They were in their
rooms at the Hughes block and Mrs.
Wolf seized a vial of chloroform and
drank the contents in an attempt to com-
mit suicide. Wolf quickly called Dr. Coe
and the woman's life was saved. The
husband this tima told his wife that if
she engaged in any further faithless con-
duct be would send her home. In fact
affairs have been very much disturbed in
the family during the week. To aggravate
matters a sister of Mrs. Wolf came down
from Oakland a short time ago and she
proved aa ineffectual in patching up the
differences, as did her mother a few
months ago.

Wolf says that he has now learned that
Dougherty was a frequent visitor at his
home while he was at work at the drug-
store. This information has been given
to him by other roomers in the lodging-
house.

Wolf left his wife in their rooms this
morning shortly after 7 o'clock to go to
work. His wite seemed to be more pleas-
ant to him than usual when heleit, but
be had no idea that she was intending to
leave him. At about noon a man con-
nected with the lodging-house came down
to the drugstore ana notified the clerk
that Mrs. Wolf had levanted. Going to
the rooms the husband found that they
had been stripped of clothing, dishes, fur-
niture, and in fact all the household ef-
fects, including even a half-sack of flour.
Mrs. Wolf undoubtedly departed on the
northbound train which leaves this city
at 10:30 o'clock in the forenoon.

How ahe succeeded in packing up so
quickly and getting her effects moved in
a period of three hours is something of a
mystery.

The wronged husband is taking matters
philosophically, however, and says thnt
now he does not want his wife back. He
expects that Dougherty will desert her in
a few weeks and that she will then want
to return to him, but he is determined
that he wiU not take her back.

SANGER BUSINESS
BLOCK DESTROYED

Pattison Building and
Contents Consumed

by Fire.

Heavy Loss Supposedly Oc-
casioned by the Crime of

an Incendiary.

Prevents the Sounding of an
Alarm by Muffling the

Flrebell.

FRESNO, Cal., June 26.— The town ol
Sanger, situated on the Por'.ervilie branch
ofthe Southern Pacific fifteen miles couth
of this city, was visited by a fire about
midnight last night and ths principal
business block now lies in ruins. The loss
amounts to$30,000, which is covered by an
insurance of$20,000.

The building was owned by I.N.Patti-
son. Itwas a two-story brlcic structure,
the upper floor being occupied as a
Jodging-hou?e. The loss is divided among

the following: I.N. Pattison of San Fran-
cisco, owner of the building, $15,000; El-
more Brothers, drugstore, $4000; Gaudrau
&Dirvin, barbers, $500; Rodgers Brothers,
saloon, $2500; H. Hellenbarger & Ingels,
grocery. $3000; G. F. Bemis, jeweler,
$3500; William Bar, $250; Lafferty <fc Sons,
restaurant, $3000.

This is the second time the Patiison
block has been burned. About three
years ago itwas destroyed by fire. Itwas
rebuilt immediately. It is a valuable
property, bringing its owner $300 a month
inrents. Itis believed that it will be re-
built a second time.

Constable Irvine arrived from Banger
to-day and expressed the opinion to The
Call correspondent that the conflagration
was of incendiary origin. He said that
shortly after the names were discovert d
in the grocery -etore there was a deafening
explosion, which knocked the timber-)

and glass of the front into the street. A
few nights ego an attempt was made to
tire the block occupied by Kutner &Co.,
across the street from the Pattison block.
Last night, when the firemen attempted
to ring an alarm, thny found the bell
muffled, which points almost conclusively
to incendiarism.

;efforts of the firemen that the adjoining
j buildings were saved. The town has only
a small chemical engine, but it was put to
effective service. Wet sacks were also•
used o great advantage.
