a Big Brewery at

Miss Walpert Ban Prom Her Eooin at

Night and Fought lire
With Dirt.

A most darin-: attempt wa3 made early
this niornin' to set lire to the Lyons
Brewery ar Haywards owned by Messrs.
Fdlmtae & iUyer.

A thorough >earjh of tne premises made
after daylight showed that great care had
been taKen in the preparation for tiring

,t he building, and had itonce started faifly
it would nave quickly been in flames in a
d( ze;i different places. Only to the sleep-
le.-sness of SI)S3 C!ar* Walr>ert is due the
fact that the tire was discovered in time to
prt-vent any material damage.

About 1 o'ciock this morning Mi^s Wal-
pert saw the r*fl-ction of flames through
the window ol her room. Her housa is
directly across the road from the brewery,
and on going to the window the lady saw
tire climbing up the side of the brewem
H istliy attiring herself, she rushed out
and with the aid of weeds and dirt she
succeeded in subduing the incipient fire,

h.cli wascomjosed of a stack of rubbish
soake i with tar and co.il oil. Sne at once
ualk-d for help and Mr. Palmtag and sev-
eral others were quickly on the scene and
had little trouble in completely extin-
guishing the blaze, which had merely
cuarred a small portion oi the brewery.

After daylight an inspection of "the
premises wa*madr, and it was discovered
that ail around the building for a height
of several feet tar and coal oil had been
1 h<»ra:iy thrown, and in three or four
d fferent places sacks of saturatad waste
were placed. It is very probable that
within a few minutes of Miss Walpen's
discovery all the sacks would have been
iired ami the flames have made creat
Jiesdway before help could have arrived.
The ray idappearance of tlie lady evidently
upset the plans, for no one was seen and
i'<> clew 10 the incendiary has yet been
kunri.

Ihe town is preatly excited over the
event. About this time last yp-tr there
were several very disastrous fires at Liver-
lr.oreand i;e:irthis city, wnich were cleany
of criminal origin,a:id the people at Hay-
wards intend to take no chanre of tbem
be;:ig repeated. The brewery is a valua-
b c plant and is always in operation, but
there ha-t been nothing in its manage-
ment to snj;f;est that any one would seek
revenge oy setting it on tire, and, conse-
quently, t.'ie opinion prevails that it was
t?ie wort of some nr.screani who hoped
to profit by thievery during the excite-
ment of the fire.

A STRIKER CONVERTED.
Charles Campbell of the Big

Four Riots Protected Him-
self by a False .Name.

Makes a Statement That Has Proba-
bly Been the. Experience of

Thousands.

Charles Campbell, a street- railroad man,
is anxfous to appear before the public un-
der bis r.jriitname. He has had a varied
txperience for the past four year?, and for
ihe greater part of that time he has been
living in California under an assumed
name.

Campbell was one of tha leaders of the
treat strike o! 1£93 in Illinois. He was
'hen employed by the "Big Four" cum-
,'nny and took an active part in the strike
where it was most determined. When
ihe effort of the strikers tailed, Campbell,
with thousands of others, found himaelf
out ot :ijob and very prominently black-
listed among railroads.

He came to California and assumed the
name of C. E Dean to avoid the p?na!tv
o.' be.ng blacklisted. He obtained work
on the street railroads of San Franci co
end Oakland, and has been a well-behaved
em pioyc

"Ifrel that Imust again take my right
narue," said he to-night. "Iam Charles
ramrtbell, who led soiue of the liveliest
incidents of the strike against the Big
Kour. A few nights ago Iwent into a
mission in San Francisco and was con-
verted, ana Ifeel that Iought to pro-
c'niim who Ilira."

GIVING UP HOPE.

Hehaa
been constantly growing weaker ever
shice yesterday afternoon and has had
numerous hemorrhages. He has so far
made no staipments as to the facts which
preceded the shooting and willnot now be
able to do so. Every effort to move or
speak causes a hemorrhage.

Assistant Dsir:ct Attorney Church
came over to Alaraeda yesterday to get a
statement from Lndue, but ne was unable
tomakuit. There are half a dozen wit-
nes.»es to the tragedy, and should the case
ever come io trial there will be no lack of
evidence even without Ladue's dying
MfitPtnent. .

BUILDS A BIG
FACTORY EAST

Increase of Borax Trade Is
the Result of the

New Tariff.

F, M. Smith Surprises His Col-
leagues by Sending for

His Manager.

The Alameda Kefinery Will Run for
Over a Year and May Be

Removed.

A dispatch received by Superintendent
Picketi of the Alnraeda borax works loat
once proceed to New York proved to be
ihe key to the recent doings of Frank M.
Smith, the borax kinir.

Pickett left to-night lor New York to
take charge of a large borax plant which

F. M. Smith has built and which is al-
most ready for operating. The vast trade
contemplated by Mr. Smith is largely the
result of the increased duty on crude
borax provided by the new tariff bill.

F. M. Smith makes it his boast that he
never divulges his plans until he is ready
to carry them out, an 1 his subordinates
are likewise instructed, and so nothing

ru known of the mammoth undertaking
in the East until the local superintendent
was suddenly summoned there.

Tho new tariff has g;ven a gr3at im-
petus to the borax trade, and many
hands willsoon b« employed. The Ala-
meda factory employs about 100 people
and more willsoon be added a-s there are
orders enough ahead to keep tha plant
bu-y lor more than a year.

With his -arge refinery in Liverpool and
his New York and Alameda plants, the F.
M. Smith syndicate now practically con-
trols the borax trade of the world. Tne
tnr ff effectively shuts ont imported
borax, as the duty now is $60 per ton,
which is practically prohibitive.
Itis understood from a private dispatch

that eventually the Alameda works will
be sliut down. This will not happen for
probably two years. This action is de-
nied to-day by the syndicate's local rep-
resentatives, who declare that the busi-
ness requires that both should be kept
running.

The latest move of the borax king is re-
garded with great favor here, for Mr.
Smith controls millions Invested in street
railroads and large blocks of land in this
city, and it is reported that some exten-
sive improvements will be undertaken as
soon as te comes West.

MUST PAY Cm TAXES.
Annexed Territory Must Pay for the

Benefits Derived, Says Judge

Hal.
OAKLAND, Cal., Aug. 4.—Judge Hall

dccidei this morning that the annexed
territory should pay taxes this year for

th« benefits derived by its being a part of

this city. The question was decided on
the application of W. R. Thomas for an
alternative writ of mandate against K. W.
Snow as City Assessor of the city of Oak-
land, directing him to list upon the
assessment-roils oi the city for tb« year
1897 the territory annexed on June 24,
1597, and that he assess the same at its
actual cash vaitv.

F. Ai.Parcel s appeared for the Assessor
and attempted to snow that the law did
not contemplate the assessment of prop-
erty by the city that wes not a part ofits
territory at noon on the nr^t Monday in
March.

City Attorney Dow answered for Mayor
Thomas and cited the city charter and
general statutes applicable to the case and
then produced decisions going to show
that the law intendel thai tho property-
owners should be as»es*ed for protection
by police and fire dei artment* accorded
them. He also held that they becoinine a
part of the city before the assessment rolls
we>e completed were Bub)ect to that
assessment.

Judge Hall gave his decision at once,
announcing that the writ would issue.

Scientific Made

-
Making Will Be

Taught at Berkeley.
BERKELEY, Cal.. Aug. 4—The new

course in tbe theory and practice of physi-
cal culture to be given at the State Uni-
versity by Professor Walter B. Magee, be-
ginning with the opening of the fall term
next week, promises to eclipse anything
of tbe kind ever attempted or. this coast,

and rival, if not excel, any of the courses
in physical training given in any of the
universities in America. Tbe work is in-

teuded principally for tho.e who inieu-J

to make the teaching of physical culture
their life work. Itbegins with a study of
the mo- 1 elementary systems of develop-
ing the human body, follows along the
line of culture from the standpoint of
physiology, and finally ends witn a MSien-
lih'c study of how to lemedy acquired de-
formities. In fact, the course Will supply
adequate information ior tho:e who wish
to become pedagogues in the line.

TRY TO BURN THE SHIP.
Sequel to the Trouble on Board

the British Ship Cum-
bermere.

Captain Burnard Lives in Constant
Pear of a Tragic Meeting

at Sea.

Fire was discovered on the British ship
Cunibormere last nizht, and Captain
Burnard says unhesitatingly that some of
his cr«»w tried to burn the vessel. The
flames were discovered in the fore hatch
by Larry Johnson. He quickly eava the
alarm, and for two hours the officers and
crew worked Defore the flames were sub-
dued.

Tho Cumbermere is a hard shiD. The
captain speaks hardly of his crew and the
crew speak hardly of the captain. Yester-
day one of the sailors named Neer was
arrested. He was going ashore Bgainst
tne captain's orders, and when spoken to
be drew a knife and the captain was cut
on the hand. He ran off, but was caught
Jatar and taken to the city prison.

This angered the crew, who are all col-
ored men, ana yesterday afternoon some
of them »cted very sullenly.
"Ihave some very hard and desperate

men in my c.ew,
"

said Captain Burnard
to-day. "Ihave expected a mutiny ever
since we left Australia. The man Neer,
now in jail, Is ;. hard character, and hns
caused trouble aboard oilier vessels, idirt
not li-a-n this, however, till we were well
out at sea. lam sure that some friend of
his, bent upon rerenge, did this morning's
work. Ihave my suspicions of one man,
but Ido not wish to say how he will be
punished. There are about a dozen
negroes in my crew, nnd Ihave to bo very
watchful, in con equence of which Ihave
been put to a great deal of anxiety.

get O ca agam, but Iwilltak«> ex ra pre-
cautions. Iwoul I not be the firacm i.ii
nmr erpil by a mutinous ere.>. We ore

The third day of the Pacific Coast Trot-
ting-horse Breeders' meet did not see any
of the fast one? of the light harness bri-
gade score up fcr the word, and in conse-
quence the sport was devoid of any vast
amount of excitement. The throe-year-
oid trot proved a gift ior Nordeau, the
Palo Alto entry, and in the 2:17 pane
Meridian had several seconds up his sleeve
over the lield. A butchers' nice was
offered as a special attraction, but Butcher
Boy outclassed the other three entries so
badly as to deprive it of all interest.

The day wss warm and pleasant and the
tract in superb shape, but these favorable
climatic conditions failed to thaw out
speculators and the betting market was
never feverish. The Paris mutual boxes
gained about all the play in sight.

Driver Dick Havey had three very
pleasant rides around the elliptic behind
Nordeau in the three-year-oid trot. The
tilly sold a big fay rite ov^r the other two
entries, Lynalland Coidray, at odds of 2
to 1, and won in straight heats, taking a
recoru in the opening heat of 2:2b):{.
