His
rare-tits have reported bis divappearance
to the police, but have not l!ic least sug-
gestion to offer that might lead to finding
him.

Lynas resided vriih his parents at I_J-

Pranklin street. He isan active member
of the First Presbyterian Christian En-
deavor Society and has L>pen preparing
himself for tlie San An-elmo institution
preparatory to goin< into the ministry.

He has been studying very hard for some
time and nis relatives say thai liis mind
may liavo felt the strain and he may have
wandered off somewhere or have fallen
overboard.

When he left Oakland he intended to

takf the steamer f->r Vallejo, whence he
was to so to S-lbys nnd wa.k from there
to Crockett. He :ook some clothes with
him inh telescope basket, and no one can
l>e lou:id who has seen uira since he left
home.

Jt bas been minted that Lynas may have
quietly left for the Klondyke, although
liia ps^Dle deny that lie had any such iu-
tention.

A cjiiiet funeral ;ook place today on the
water front, in which the central figure
was one of the most interesting characters

of early Oakland. The obsequies were
those 01 George T. Lafleche, who built a
hotel at the foot of Broadway over thirty
years a?o, when Seventh street was "up-
town" and before the railroad had bound
the continent with iron.

George Lafleche had not done a great

deal toward developing the modern city
of Oakland, but be had lived an active
life for over a generation, and was so
wedded to the locality on which he first
ssttied that when it went down socially
and commercially George stayed withit,

and its declining fortunes became his
own.

On his first arrival here in the early
sixties Lafleche opened a hotel near the
water front. That was at the time when
the ferry-boais from San Francisco landed
on the beach at the foot o Broadway.

George called his place tbe Larleche
House and it was resorted to t»y hun-
dre.is. Now an old slmck, it was then a
pretentious place by comparison with the
r.'-iof the town.

A« years pas-ed by the water front be-
gan to be des-rtfid. Old Dr, Merritt, who
was many times a customer of George's,
>-tartid to boom tiie upper part of town,
the railroad run along Seventh street and
sra'tualiy the aristocrat. c patrons of La-
fieehe's driited uptown to Hie more pre-
lemiou* places that sprang up.

But George hung on.
His "hotel" became a ''boardine-house,"

then itwas known as a "saloon," and for
many years it has been a water-front s-
cent Deeriionsp.

George L:.flecbe was born in Canada 64
years ago. H died suddenly yesterday
inorninjjcf ;'"art trouble, and with tho
going out of his memoiy many secrets of
the vast relating to the ''wildoats" period
of hi? former patrons are hurifd forever.

A thorough canvass of the
musical fraternity will be made, and it is
believed that at l*a-*t a hundred members
will subscribe to the roll a* soon as itis
opened.

The immediate purpose of the club will
be the mutual benefit of the members,
and once a month it is proposed to give a
musical social, which should prove a very
acceptable affair.

ALLFAVOR ANNEXATION
Hawaiians Anxious to Float the

American Flag, Says Pro-
fessor Brown.

He Declares That They Have an
Excellent School System, Well

Enforced.

BERKELEY, Cal., Aug. s.— Professor
Elin?r E. Brown, liead of the department
of pedagogy at the State University, re-
turned yesterday on the steamer Australia
from Honolulu, where he had gone early
in the vacation to lecture before the Ha-
waiian summer school. E.icS year the
school there is addressed by some Ameri-
can educator. Last year Dr. F. D. Dress-
Inr, wno has been secured as an assistant
professor under Professor Brown at Berke-
ley, filled the position. Colonel Parker,
ex-superintendent of the Quincy (Mass.)
fctiools, has been secured for next year.

In speaking of his work at the islands,
Proiessor Brown said to-day:

''ihe republic has an excellent school
system and a compulsory -education law
tuat is enforced as no similar law is en-
forced in onr State. The teachers are of
divers grades, from tbe native teachers to
the graduates of normal schools and uni-
versities of this country.

"The school system is an-jlicizing the na-
tion. The children if Japanese, Portu-
guese and E K.ish sneakiiiir residents are
being educated in Eng ish. not 1per cent
of them receivir.se instruction in any other
tongue. The result is tne creation of a
composite nationality talking an adopted
language.

"The public sentiment in recard to the
future of the republic is overwhelmingly
in favor of nnnexation to ihe United
States. Former royalists now favor it,
and even residents of Rngliah antecedents
do not desire that the Haids shall be-
come a British colony. There is no ques-
tion in my mind as to whether or not tbe
republic can stand alone. Itis simply a
question oi whether itshall become a por-
tion of the United State* or fall into the
possession of nome other power.

"Every incoming steamer is watched to
discern if by an extraordinary display of
its b».nting it does not announce that it
brings the tidings of annexation. The
leaders of the republic do not desire im-
mediate statehood. They wish for sorno
plan analogous to that adopted for the
District of Columbia— direct control by
Congress— a» leant liable to break the con-
tinuity in the present plan of govern-
ment. Alllocal interests are subordinate
to Amoncan influences, and the Fourth of
July was celebrated at Honolulu with
more ent usta»m than it was in this
country. United States Minister Sewall
was the orator of the day, a significant
thing in itself

MINES OF
PAUCIRTAMBO

E. Miranda Says They Are
Not in a Place of Desert

and Death.

Property Protected and the Min-
ing Laws Much the Same

as in Mexico.

He Quotes a Noted Geographer in
Regard to Some Features of

the Country.

Captain El de Miranda, who was quoted
yesterday in reszari to the gold muns of
Paucirtambo, Fern, gives some further in-
formation of consiuernb c mportance in
view of the unusual interest in the mines
there. Mr. de Miranda was in a measure
an.j'ed but largely indignant at the
-toriei published in some paners of this
City alleging that there was no gold there;
a:so that the region was a fearful desert;

that neither property nor life was safe;
that, in lact, many persons couid not live
In the extraonlin » rily rarefied air.

There was much more of the same sort,

all of w hicii Mr. de Miranda denounced as
malicious and false.

He has lived many years in Peru and
is interested in many great enterprises

there. He is one of the owners of several
mines which he has operated for more
than fifteen years. Besides this he is one
of the larjie owners in the French Petro-
leum Company operating in different
parts of SJillh America and having offices
in Grau ana Call&o. It should be borne
in mind that these mines are not new.

"What has particularly challenged my
aitention," said Senor de Miranda, "was
a weird story in a morning paper setting
forth the alleged horrors of life inthe par-
ticular portion of Peru where these mines
are located. The tales of sickness nnd the
insecurity to property together with the
general disauvantages of life in that
country are gui c horrible as outlined, but
are utterly untrue in fact. The writer of
tbe article say? that the mining laws of
Peru offer no security to holaer.s of that
kind o. property, but that ilns is incorrect
willbe seen by the iact that Pe»u adopted
the mining laws of Mexico of 1771, the
very laws by the way tnat the 4'J^ra of
California naoptcd. Now these laws are
strictly and rigorously observed—relig-
iou.-ly, you may say, ami the possession oi
niinin, and every other sort of property
has for its foundation the constitutian of
Peru. Property cannot be taken away
from an individual except for public uses,
and then there mubt be a comruiss:o:i to
dulyinspect and place a just value upon
it, which is paici to th/s owner. Nobjdy
down there ever heard of a miner losing
his property, or of his being inconveni-
enced in any way by any one interfering
with i.is rights.

"Now about whether there is cold there
or not, many BiintSf engineers have in-
bpected ti.e mines ol the country and the
richness of these mines has teen fairly
established. Itlias been said Unit there
was no development of these mines. In
March, 1896. the sailing ship Baring
brothers carried from San Francisco to

inmdiatriin $20,000 worth o: mining ma-
chinery, lies.des this lots of machinery
have gone ttiere from New York. Iwould
iike to refer any douoter as 10 the richness
oi the mines to Eu o^io Deigado, who was
formerly Minister of Finance ot Pern, and
who i- vii.miniate iriend of the Graces of
New York. He is now in New York,has
samples of the gold with him, and Will
corroborate anyihing that Iha7e said.
Mr. Delgado is a skiMed raining engineer.

"Now a little something about ihe al-
-leged desolate character of the country.
Blitofe Keelus, a great authority on geog-
raphy anil the author of "Nouvelle Geo-
uraphie Universelle," has de-cribed the
Hutlcaniayo K.ver, which penetrates the
gold region. This river, he recounts, rises
in the very summits of the mountains at
an altitude of 4313 meters, about 14,017
feet, und falls in a northwest direction by
a gradual decent to S cuani, the terminus
of the railroad lo Arequlpa. From there
it descend* from a height of 35-52 meters,

about 11,479 feet, through a most beautilui
country, one of the paradises, in fact, he
says, of Peru. Inthat purl it is bordered
by rieautilul trees, and a little below, ac-
cording to him, the Indian corn helds and
orchards begin to appear, while ever and
anon are attractive villages, terraces and
tree.

"But the story of unbeaithfulnesa at
Arequipa was perhaps most amusing ot

all. Why, it is a common expression that
a man won't die there. Invalids are sent
there from all over the world for lung
trouble. The altitude is about 8200 feet.
None of these places that have been al-
luded to are unhealthy. Itis nonsense lo
say that they are. When you get up
10,000 or 12.000 feet oi course the air is
quite light or rarefied, and for two or three
uays a man will feel a little discomfort,
the same as he would in a high altitude in
the Sierras or in the Rocky Mountains.'

Mr. de Miranda spoke of the healthful-
ness of Lima and other places, as well as
Arequipn and the loftier places in Paucir-
tambo. lie gave the latitudes and other
details regaiiting them, ami said there
were no healthier places to be found any-
where. He says, however, that the mines
that have buen alluded to in Pauc:rtam-
bo :ire not nev.

Richard Averdieck, who is engaged in
nice. uii:lft business at 20ti Sanscine
street, was present when Mr. .le Miranda
made his statement. Mr. Averducic hai
spent eight, years in Peru. He was with
the firm of Otto X enter and also with
Yriberry. Harrison & Co.

"Mr. Ktchter. when Iwas withhim,"

said he, "had mines that were steadily
producing from |20,0'J0 to $")0.000 per
month. Itis true that the product was
mostly silver, but this will be an answer,
at least, to the assertion that there is no
paying mine of any sort there. There are
in met many mines which return large
profits."

Many persons who have thought of go-
ing down there will, however, wait til!
the report of the American Minister is

made to the State l>epartment.

HAWAII AND AMERICA.
Samuel Parker and Secretary Brown

on Annexation.

Sauuel Parker, who was Minister of
Foreign Affairs during the reign of Queen
Liliuokalani of Hawaii, was one of tlie
arrivals here Wednesday. He sava he
ihinkjthe masses of tMpeople of Hawaii
are opposed 10 annexation. It is not, he
says, because they are opposed to Amer-
icans, but because itwould mean that the

Queen would never be restored. While lie
has little hope of it, he thinks the Ha-
waiians ought to govern themselves.

C. A. Brown, secretary o; the Annexa-
tion Club of Hawaii, aiso arrived bere
yesterday. He is at the Occidental. Mr.
Brown may goon to Washington. He is
strongly in favor of annexation, as may

be inferred from nis position.

Mrs. Haskins
has not the best memory in the world and
this infirmity was taken advantage of
with zeal. Frequently the lengthy and at
times two-ediied questions propounded
would somewhat confuse her and elicit an-
swers not responsive, or which might be
construed as being slightly contradictory.

But so far as yesterday's quizzing went
none of these apparent d scr-pancies af-
fected in any really material degree the
main story told by the lady on her direct
exam nation.

During, the morning session, after a
lengthy catechising, Mrs. Haskins ad-
mitted that she had assisted Mrs. Craven

Mrs. Haskins was referred to the aepo-
sition again at the opening of the after-
noon session. That portion of her evi-
dence was read in which she said that
Senaior Fair handed Mrs. Craven two

papers and said, "Heie are your deeds."
She confirmed the truth of that, but
added that wnen she made that statement

ishe had forgotten that in reply to the Sen-
-1
ator Mrs. Craven told him that the deeds
were not acknowledged.

Wheeler essayed to score a point by
askin:the witness why she had not re-
membered that before. Her reply w.as
that tha matter was considered by her so
triflingat that time that she did not bur-
den her mind with it.

The cross-examiner next caused the
aged lady to conduct him, figuratively
speaking, over the various routes she
traversed in the course of her movements
on the eventful 241h of September, 1894—
the day upon which Senator Fair wrote
the wills and delivered the deeds at Mrs.
Craven's house. Mrs. Haskins was ac-
commodating. She finished her break-
fast at about 7 o'clock that morning, and

dressed to go out immediately afterward.
She walked all the way from her resi-

dence at Leavenworth and Green streets
to the Mission Grammar School to see
Mrs. Craven. She thought she arrived
there about the time the schoolchildren
were enjoying their forenoon recess

—
about lv:30 o'clock. She remembered
that the children were either coming out
or going into the school at the tim**.

Continuing, Mrs. Haskins s«id that she
lelt the school shortly afterward, and
went to see her dressmaker, Miss Ilowan,
and paid her a billshe owed. She received
a receipt for this payment, and this was
one of her best pieces ofevidence regard-
ing the' date of the execution of the
wills.

•'Where did you go after lpaving the
dressmaker's?" asked Mr. Wheeler.
"Iwent to Mr?. Craven's house, in ths

2000 block on California street," was the
reply.

"How did you get out there
—

did you
ride or walk?'

"Iwalked."
"Allthe way?" .
"Yes, sir."
Keing asked to describe the roue over

wh.cti she waiked Mrs. H;:HK:ns s^id she
thought she walked out O'FarreU sirtet
lo Sleiner, and. turning uown the latter,
leached California.

"When Ireached Mrs. Craven's house
the servant told me that she had com-
pany, and probably could not see me,"
continued Mrs. Hnssins. ''While we were
talking Mr?. Craven heard my voice and
called from upstair* for me to come in. I
v.
-
ent upstairs ami siie asked me to come

into the studio. Senator Fair was there,
and Idid not wish to uo in. Mrs. Ciaven
:,nd ie then inisteil that Ienter. Mr.
Fair made me welcome. He was writing
witha lead pencil when Iwent in."

"Well, wiiat then happened?"
Mis. Haskins then proceeded to tell ali

over again lor the thir..i or fourth time Ihe
s;ory of how Senator Fair wrote the two
wills and gave Mrs. Craven the disputed
deeds.

The (ircumstance of the findlag of the
pad from wh Ci was torn the sueet upon
whicti Fair wrote the petuil will whb
fgam referred to, and the witness was
caused to relate every little de;ail con-
nected withit. She explain»d that when
Mrs. Craven went E.ist she (the witness)
was "tidjiir"up tne house for her, and
indoing so removed a large bundle cl pa-
pers and magnzines from the reception-
room to the cellar. Later, when Attorney
Lloyd was searching so zealously for the
little scrap of paper which was missing
from the margin of ihe "pencil" will, the
witness reproduced the bundle fiom the
rel.ar, and Mr. Lloyd and sevsral other
attorneys rummaged through it. Mr>.
Craven had previously hunted for the
pad, but had been unable to findi. Mr.
Lloyd was more successful than she, lor
he found the mis ing pad and scrap in the
bundle.

"Mr. Lloyd was very much elated over
his tind," said Mrs. Haskins. "He said it
was a piece of evidence that would prove
invaluable. Either Ior some one else in
the bouse asked Mr. Lloyd why be shoul t
attach so much importance to -ucti an ap-
parently triflinglittle thin?. He said that
no 'ielluw' or 'rulliau' could now produce

a bogus will. If tiirvdid they would not
have too piece of piiptr io rit into it."
