Great Interest Displayed in

the Monument Move-
ment.

SUCCESS OF THE MSS-MEETIXG.

The Metropolitan Temple Filled
With an Enthusiastic

Audience.

XUMEROUS FLIGHT.. OF ELO(I]EM.

Prominent and Able Speakers and

Vocalists Contributed to the

Programme.

Patriotism and political gratitude on
the part of the people of San Francisco
were exemplified last evening in the large
audience that was present at the ma«s-
meeting held under the auspices of the
Lincoln Monument League. Scarcely a
sent was unoccupied.

The decorations were few and simple.
The back of the stage was draped in red,
white and blue bunting,in the center of

which was placed a life size picture of
Lincoln. At the extreme right and left a
silK flag gave a finish to the hangings.

From the speakers' desk hung a beautiful
silk and velvet flag, while to the left was a
sculptured bust of Lincoln, entwined with

banners and bunting. The stage^was
filled with the participants in the even-
ing's exercises and a number of the vice-
presidents.

The result of the meeting was to arouse
general and deep interest in the mover
ment to erect a monument to Abraham
Lincoln in Golden Gate Park. The pro-
gramme was arranged by Lincoln Post,
G. A. R.

In his remarks opening the evening's
exercises. Senator George C. Perkins, who
was chairman of the meetine, paid an
eloquent tribute to the martyred Presi-
de-m, and held him up as an inspiration
lor all future generations.

"The only thine that Lincoln ever
fenreu," he said, "was to do wrong. He
oniy erred on the side of mercy. His life
showed that everything is possible for
even the humblest child in the land

—
every position, every pathway, every
avenue to wealtn and to honor is open to

the humblest child in the land. Let him
t3en be a benediction

—
a benediction and

a blessing to the people of these United
Sta.es."

Professor Samuel- D. Mayer performed
in excellent style an organ lantasie com-
posed of national airs.

Secretary F. J. Peck read the list ofvice-
presidents oi Ihe evening. Itcomprised
President McKinley and his entire cab-
inet, the governors of all the States, the
Senators ana Congressmen of Ca'ifornia,
Mayor Phelan, ex-Mayor Sutro, Claus
Spreckels and about 300 others.

Walter C. Campbell, wno was in excel-
lent voice and did full justice to ins patri-
otic task, rendered the "Battle Hymn of
the Republic." On the suggestion of
Chairman Perkins the audience joined in
the chorus, which was tendered with
strength and Seeling, making a most im-
pressive volume of harmony.

The .Mills quartet, comprising the
Misses Maude Suiniord, Maud Fay, Alice
Brooks and Mabel Phillips, sang "The
Rose," and in response to an encore gave
"The Suwanee River."

General R. A. Friedrich spoke briefly.
He si id that within the last century but
three men were born who were destined to
become immortal. These were Washing-
ton, Lincoln and Grant. "Pre-eminent,
most glorious, greatest of these," said the
speaker, "is Lincoln."

Ellen Ct.nrsen Roeckel rendered "The
Banner of the Bear," and answering to
an encore she sang "The Star-spangled
Banner."

Congressman James G. Maguire re-
ferred to Lincoln as one of the grandest
and truest Democrats in doctrine that
ever lived. He said the people of San
Prancisco could do no more patriotic act
than erect a monument to the savior of
the country. ff^jg8

"Columbia"' was givon by Miss Fannie
E. Ryan. She was followed by Professor
Alfred Wllkie, who sang the "Sword of
Bunker Hill." Both efforts were heartily
applauded.

Hon. H. C. Dibble, who was down for
an address, said that further remarks
alter those that had been uttered by the
preceding speakers would seem' out of
place, and added that he would simply re-
cite some verses he had written some
years ago, entitled, "Lincoln." He did so,
nnd his elocutionary effort met with
hearty and vociferous appreciation.

AlfredP. Black contributed to the musi-
calportion ol the programme by playing a
cornet solo.

General P. F. Walsh said that never had
a meeting been held in the hall for a
nobler purpose. "While Lincoln," he
said, "was not a leader of armies, his
name willstill shine as luminous in his-
tory as that of any other man whose
memory it is its mission to preserve."
One of Lincoln's last messages, he said,
was sent to the miners of the Pacific
Coast, exhorting them to bring forth the
hidden treasures of gold and silver from
the mountain sides, declaring that their
prosperity was the prosperity of the Na-
tion. \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0

He also assured them that he would
give their interests every attention and
protection possible. In return for this so-
licitude, said the speaker, the people of
California should feel it their proud duty
to erect a monument to the dead hero.

M.-M. Esiee made an eloquent appeal
for support to the monument movement.
He declared that no monument was nec-
essary to perpetuate the memory of Lin-
coln. That would live long after a monu-
ment built of the most enduring material
hud crumbled and disappeared.

Miss Grace I.Davis sang "Could I,"and
the meeting closed with a grand chorus
rendering of "America" by the audience.

VALLEYROAD'S ADVENT.
It WillEc Appropriately Cele-

brated by the Town of
Visalia.

The Railway to Be Formally Opened
to That Point Within len

Days.

Within the next two or three days at
the farthest the blowing of the whistle of
a Valley Road locomotive willbe beard
within the limits of the city of Visalia.
The tracks are now laid to within a mile
or two of that place.

Freight rates are now compiled by
Traffic Manager Moss for all points be-
tween Fresno and Visalia, and these will
be announced within the next ten days.
The road will be completed to Visalia
sooner, as already stated, but willnoi be
opened for business until the middle of
next week. Side tracks will have to be
put inand other facilities provided for tbe
proper handling of freight. The rates
that willbe charged by the Valley Road
will not in any case be more than those
which the Southern Pacific put in a few
days ago, in anticipation of the advent of
the Valley Road into this territory.

Until within the past few weeks Visalia
was entirely without direct railcommuni-
cation with the outside world. Through
the building of the Valley road it will
shortly be an entrepot for the two most
important railroads in the State. It.pen-
ple realize that its good fortune is entirely
due to the enterprise of Clans Spreckels
and his colleagues of the San Francisco
and San Joaquin Valley Railway Com-
pany, and they propose to show their ap-
preciation of the fact by holding a grand
demonstration on the 9th of September
that willbe a celebration of both Admis-
sion day and the advent of the Valley
road.

COLLECTION AGENT HURT.
Charles W. Beats Is Thrown From His

Cart and Sustains serio a*

Injuries.

Late yesterday afternoon Charles W.
Beals met with a serious accident. Mr.
Beals is a member of the Curtin-Beafs
Mercantile Collection Agency, having of-
fices in the Mills building, and generally
attends to the firm's outside business, lt
is supposed that he was thrown from his
cart while turning a corner. Atany rate,
he was picked up in an unconscious con-
dition on Lacuna street and conveyed to
the home of S. Simon, who is a Deputy
Sheriff and a friend of the injured man.

Mr. Beals' family is understood to be
in MillValley, and communication with
his immediate relatives was impossible
last night. Friends were notified, how-
ever, and everything possible to render
Mr. Beals' condition more favorable was
being done la-t evening at Mr. Simon's
residence, 2721 Laguna street.

Mr. Beals is very well known in SanFrancisco, and has a host of friends, who
will bo pained to learn of his injury. At
9 o'clock last night he had not regained
consciousness, and the result of his in-juries could not be foretold. He sustaineda bad cut on the head and was consider-
ably bruised, butit is feared these are the
most insignificant of his injuries.

VERY BUSY AT
THE U. S. MINT

Twelve More Employes Dis-
missed Under the Last

Order.

A Million and a Quarter Gold
Converted Into Shining

Dollars.

Three Times as Much More WillBe

Jurned Out Very Soon—He Gave
Up His Job.

Eight men and four women employes
of the United States Mint were notified
yesterday that their services were no
longer required by the Government, the

notifications being received by mail. This
makes forty-two that have been dismissed
since the first of the month. Asa fact
those who were retired yesterday came
under the order received by the superin-
tendent upou which the others were
dropped irom the roll on the opening of
the mint two weeks ago, and not on any
new order from the Treasury Department

at Washington. b; • ;

To those who remain it willbe of inter-
est to know tnat, so far as can be learned,
it is not likely tbat there will be any more
dismissals, at least for some time to come*.

The present force consists of about 170
employes.

Superintendent Leach states that the
twelve .were removed yesterday for the
same reason that the other Jot were,
namely that the suspension of the coin-
age of silver dollars has reduced the work
and the Mint is obliged to keep within*the
ordinary appropriation. He said: "There
is no politics whatever in these removals.
It is simply a matter of economy on the
part of the Treasury Department, for
thera is no use in keeping a lot of em-
ployes when there is no work for them to
do, and such is the case now that we are
not makine any more silver dollars. Both
lo;? that have been retired are under civil
seivice rules, but these rules do not make
itcompulsory that these employes should
be kept in the Mint when there is nothing
for them to do."

The names of the unfortunates were not
made public, as it is contrary to the rules
of the department. They were taken from
the several departments wherever they
could be the best spared. Of course they
are all eligible to reinstatement under
civil service rules, but at the present out-

look they woulu better find some other
employment and not place much hope on
getting back into their old positions, for it
is not likely that the coinage of silv. rdol-
lars will be returned very soon. In the
event of more help being required in the
Mint the Superintendent has a list of
about eighty eligible^, of whom thirty are
old soldiers. These eighty are outside of
the civilservice list.

MAKING GOLD MONEY.

One and a Quarter Million Dollars
Were Coined at the Mint

I_aßt Week.

About one and a quarter million dollars
were coined at the Mintlast week. Super-
intendent Leach stales that during the
six weeks that the Mint was idle the ac-
cumulation of gold bullion was indeed
great. Upon starting up again the em-
ployes had all they could attend to, and
the coinage was one of the largest ever
made inthis Mint. When the work was
started there was about four, million in
gold awaiitng to be convened into the
coin of the realm.

He expects that next week will show
one and three-quarter million dollars
more ready for circulation. The whole
lot of gold will be converted into money
as fast as possible.

Off to the Klondike.
One of those who has the Klondike

craze, and has it badly, was Alfred L.
Smith, the messenger at the door of the
Mint. From the first he showed the symp-
toms of the fever which broke out last
week. He threw up his job and started
on one of the last steamers. His position
was not long vacant, being filled ye*teida*v
by the appointment of Chester L.Metcalf,
an old soldier who went through tne late
war and lost one ot vis arms.

THEWHEELING'SSERVICE
Beautiful China and Glass Sets

for the New Battle-
Ship.

West Virginia Citizens Testify Their
Appreciation of the

Honor.

The United States gunboat Wheeling,
now being fitted out at Mare Island, is to
have one of the most elaborate china and
glass services for the captain and officers'
table -of any in the navy. The complete
set, which consists of 894 pieces, was" re-
cently received by the firm of Nathan,
Dohrmann &Co., where itnow awaits the
arrival of the citizens' committee from
Wheeling, W. Va., who will present the

set to the ship when tbe proper time ar-
rives. When the great battle-ship* was
named in honor of the big West Virginia
city the citizens of that enterprising burg
decided to tit out the ship with a service
befitting the name she bears.

'1Ue cnina and ass sets were made by
tbe Wheeling Pottery Company and the
Central las.- Work--, both of that city.
The china service is large one, consist-
ing ol 451 pieces. In fact it is a double set,
one for the captain's room and one for the
officers' mess or ward rcom.

The ware is known as decorated royal
la belle blue. Each piece is decorated in
blue, with a coin-sold cable around the
edge. On ihe back of each niece, burnt in
red letters in the china, is the inscription,
"Presented by the citizens of Wheeling,
W. Va., 1897." Several of the pieces are
decorated withpictures. .One design is a
fine representation of the Wheeling sus-
pension-bridge, and another is a fine pic-
ture of the city buildine*. \ b '\u25a0''
: The glass service is in style and quality
in keeping with the rest. It-consists of
350 pieces, all of blown glass, and all en-•- ray .d and lettered _ with the.customary
"U. S. N." One of the finest pieces is the
captain's punch-bowl, which is a massive
silver construction and most beautifully
decorated. On the face of the piece is the
inscription, "Presented to the United
States gunboat Wheeling by the city of
Wheeling, W.Va."

A PAINTER'S
INFATUATION

The McCord-Strippel Scan-
dal Will Be Brought

• Into Court

Warrants Out for the Arrest of
the Guilty Pair for
j Misconduct.

All Efforts of the Twice-Deserted
Wife to Get Back Her Hus-

band Have Tailed.

The McCord-Strippel scandal was re-
vived ye.terday when Mrs. McCord, act-
ing on the advice of Secretary Kane of the
Pacific Coast Society for the Suppression
of Vice, appeared before Judge Joacnim-
sen and swore out a warrant for the arrest
of Mrs. Strippel on the charge of adultery.
Secretary Kane at the same time swore
out a warrant for the arrest of Mrs. Mc-
Cord's husband on a similar charge.

Mark L.,;McCord about a year ago was a
painter doing a good business at 1731 Mar-
ket street. He was a prominent member
of several fraternal societies, and among

those who claimed him as a friend was
Caspar G.Strippel, a fellowModge member
and jeweler. Strippel had a pretty wife,

and McCord's attentions to her became so
marked that her husband entered a pro-
test, which the wife resented.
In September last year McCord and

Mrs. Strippel eloped and went to Aus-
tralia as "F. Green and wife." Mr«. Mc-
Cord assumed control of her husband's
business and after disposing of it at a
profit she left her children, in the care of
friends and took passage to Australia in
search of her erring husband.

McCord and Mr3. Strippel had been
living together in Sydney as man and
wife and a child had been born to them.
He was engaged in business and the
couple seemed happy and contented,
when to their amazement Mrs. McCord
appeared upon the scene.

She urged her husband for the sake of
his children to return with her and leave
Mrs. Strippel, but McCord reiused, unless
Mrs. Strippel accompanied them, and
finally Mrs. McCord yielded and withher
own money she bought three tickets for
this City. * .;rL y-y'yK^-

The trioarrived by steamer on June 30.
Mrs. McCord left the steamer t * go to
Judge Aiken's office to transact some legal
business in regard to her domestic affairs,
McCord and Mrs. Strippel promising to
remain on board tillshe returned.

When she returned she found thatthe
guilty pair had fled; Broken-hearted' she
went home to her children at 19 Valencia
street. She made every effort to disc *ver

their whereabouts, and only a few days
ago she learned that they were living to-
gether on Linden avenue.

She went to the house and pleaded with
her husb_n*i to give up his unlawful rela-
tions withMrs. Strippel, but he r< fused to
return to her. In her desperation she
went to S'Cretary Kane an told him her
Story. Acing upon his adv c*,she yester-
day swore to a complaint cnarging Mrs.
Strippel with misconduct.

•'lt was hard to do," she said, as she
swore to tbe complaint, "but Icould not
do otherwise. He was a good husband
and itpains me to think that he must go
to prison, but be has brought it all upon
himself.

Strong Recommendation for Tully

The Fire Commissioners met Thursday
afternoon and imposed the following fines:
Charles Montague, engineer Engine 10,

and John Welsh, truckman Truck 3, five
days' pay each for neglect of duty.

The resignations of William D.Murphy,
Engine 33; Owen Morgan, Truck 5; Wal-
ter Johnston, Engine 28; Frank McDon-
ald, Engine 33, and George Robinson,
Truck 7, were accepted, and the following
appointments were made: J. McGlynn,
Engine 34; Charles Maguire, Engine 31;
J. Grotb, Xri-ck5; John Cannon, Engine

33; Justin McCarthy, Engine 33, and C. F.
McTiernan, Engine 11.

George McAfee of Engine 33, charged
with abandoning his engine, failed to
make his appearance and was dismissed
from toe department.

The annual report of the department for
the past fiscal year was submitted and sent
to the Board of Supervisors. Itshows
that the amount appropriated was $674,-
--500, and the amount expended $643,402 46,
leaving a surplus of $31,097 51 There had
been 957 alarms, an increase of 147 over
the previous year. The total loss by fires
was $854,632 "23; insurance, $3,895,375 10;
insurance paid,

$663,990 05. Three new

engine-houses were built and nineteen
altered or repaired. .

The recommendations are practically
the same as in the previous annual re-
port, except the recommendation thatthe
companies in the mercantile district shall
be fullypaid, and said recommendation be
put in immediate operation by virtue of
the act passed at the last Legislature.

The insurance people are redisricting
the City with the view of mailing a reduc-

a long term of prosperity is most encour-
aging. The bankers of the interior, as
well aa those of San Franctsce, are con-
fident. Money for investment in enter-
prises of merit is not hai -.i to obtain. Itis
the observation of the Bank Commis-
sioners that the day of high interest has
gone by. Money lenders are willing to
accept lower returns in interest where the
security for payment of the loan is ample.
The good prices obtained for farm prod-
ucts have enabled many of the borrowers
belonging to the agricultural class tomake
payments on account of old loans. Where
.banks would have been satisfied to have

obtained interest only, payments on ac-
count of the principal have been made in
addition to interest payments.

Mr.' Kilburn remarked yesterday: "It
seems to me that, affairs shape themselves
in this country in a way to benefit Re-
publican administration. The advance in
the price of wheat has b en followed by
nigh prices abroad for the products of
California orchards. The fruit crop this
year willadd largely to the wealth of the
State. The discovery of vast deposits of
gold inAlaska and British Columbia will
add to the measure of prosperity. Every-
thing happens to help the country while
the Republicans direct the affairs of the

nation. There is a great aem and for good
farming land in this State. Iknow that
inspection has been made of important

tracts in the Salinas Valley. That region
of the State promises to become highly
prosperous."

William Irelan. formerly State Miner-
alogist, was seen at the Palace Hotel yes-
terday. He was glad that the prosperity
so long expected had arrived. The new
discoveries of gold in Trinity County were
gratifying. "Ipredict," said Mr. Irelan.
"that other finds quite as important as
tbe discoveries inTrinity willbe reported
when the attention of prospectors and
miners is again turned to the gold de-
posits of California. Our greatest benefit
from the Yukon discoveries will come in
the form of a re-examination of the gold

mines of California. Recently mines
which were opened many years ago and

classed as non-pcying have been reopened
and profitably worked. New methods or
appliances of mining have been intro-
duced and the cost of extracting the gold
has been materially reHuced. The wealth
of California in deposits of gold is im-
mense, and it is a gratifying assurance of
future prosperity that men are willingto

invest money in the development of
mines in this State."

Last May itwas thought by many that
the grain crop of California would be very
light this year, but accurate reports now
at hand indicate that the' yield is about
equal to the production of last year.
Colonel DePu*, who handles grain on an
extensive scale, is convinced that the
yield equals that of last season. The high
prices which wheat commands willmake
the crop valuable to the farmers.

Railroad men estimate the fruit crop as
about equal in quantity to last year's
yield, but owing to the good market and

increased demand for California fruits in
the Eastern States of this country and in
London, the growers will derive substan-
tial gains. >.V.*
