
REV. DR. MINTON
MUST REMAIN

Presbytery Refuses the San
Anselmo Professor His

Dismissal.

Rev. S. J. Kennedy Tenders His
Resignation From St, John's

Church,

Japanese WillHold a Methodist Epis-
copal Conference Here in

September.

The San Francisco Presbytery has de-
cided that Dr. Minton's services cannot be
lost to the Pacific Coast. At present Dr.
Minton, who is professor of systematic
theology at San Anselmo Seminary, has
only two courses open tohim

—
he can for-

swear his acceptation of ihe call to Center
College, Kentucky, or he can appeal to
the General Assembly for a release from
the San Francisco Presbytery. To a man
tbe members of the presbytery have re-
solved that if Dr. Minton's services are
lost to rising Pacific Coast theologians it
willnot be their fault.

A specially called meeting of the pres-
bytery was held yesterday to accept the

transfer of Rev. S. S. Cryor, D.D.. who has

been acting as transfer to Westminster
Presbyterian Church, and to consider Dr.
Minton's application for dismissal. Rev.
Dr. Condit said he believed he voiced the
opinion of all the presbyteries of the Paci-
fic Coast when he opposed granting Dr.
Mmton his dismissal. Rev. H. N. Bevier
said the presbytery had no ri^ht to lose
such a valuable man and suggested the
appointment of a committee toconfer witb
tne Board of Trustees of San Anselmo
withregard to insisting on retaining Dr.
Minton's services. When the motion of
accepting Dr. Minton's dismissal was put
to the meeting the doctor's application for
lelease was by a unanimous vote refused.

The trustees of San Anselmo University
meet this morning, and Rev. Dr. Thomp-
son of the Occident and Rev. I.M. Con-
dit, D.D., who were appointed yesterday
by the presbytery, will confer with them
in regard to persuading Dr. Minton to

change his resolution of going to Ken-
tucky.

Rev. S. S. Cryor's credentials were ac-
cepted and he was declared a member of
the San Francisco Presbytery. Mr. Cryor
La? received a call as permanent pastor of
Westminster Church, and be willbe form-
ally installed' on September 5. Rev. H.
*_. Minton, D.D., will preach the sermon
and Dr.Hemphill will make the charge
for the people.

Rev. S. J. Kennedy, who is at present
spending a vacation at Coleraine, Ireland,
has sent his resignation as pastor of St.
John's Presbyterian Church on Califor-
fornia street. His letter was read and ac-
cepted on Sunday night. Rev. Robert
Liddel, who is pastor in charge, willre-
main as supply until a pastor is appointed.

Alter the adjournment of the presbytery
yesterday, the Presbyterian pastors held a
special pastors' meeting, of which Rev.
Theodore Rurnham was appointed chair-
man. T:e snbject under discussion was
the strong desire of the Presbyterian pas-
tors to retain the services of Dr. Minton at
San Anselmo Seminary.

To Meet inUnion.
A grand union meeting of the ministers

belonging to the various evangelical de-
nominations willbe held October 4. Some
time ago a committee embracing repre-
sentatives of the various ministerial bodies
was organized to arrange friendly inter-
denominational meetings, and yesterday
the committee held a prolonged session,
at which it was resolved to call a meeting
in the Association Auditorium on the
date mentioned.

President Martin Kellogg of the Uni-
versity of California willbe invited to pre-
sid * and the soisakers are to be professors
of the State University. Dr,John Fryer,
professor of oriental languages and litera-
ture, willread a paper on "Cnina," and
Professor Bernhard Moses, professor of
history, willspeak on "Japan.

"
Professor

Moses" is at present traveling in the
Mikado's dominions, and it is expected
that he willbe able to give a very inter-
esting address, embracing late and reli-
able information regarding Japan's power
ana her resources.

Japanese to Mee'.
The Japanese Methodist Episcopalians !

of the Pacific Coast and the Hawaiian
Islands willhold a conference in this City,
from September Bto September 10. Offi-
cial delegates arc expected from all the
Methodist churches and missions, and as
the denomination has a large following
among the Japanese, both on the coast
and in the islands, a large attendance is
expected. Twenty official dele-rates have
already signified their willingness to
attend.

The conference will be held in
the Japanese church on Pine street, of
which Rev. Dr. Harris is superintendent.
Bishop Newman will' preside, and.Dr.
Harris, who speaks the Japanese language
fluently, will take a prominent part in the
proceedings. Rev. H. W. Peck, pastor of
the Japanese church inHonolulu, will be
present among the other delegates from
the islands.

The conference is expected to close its
work on the evening of September 10. and
on the 11th the delegates will adjourn in
a body to the Methodist Episcopal Con-
ference at Pacific Grove. V^ fu

at the Presbyterian Ministerial Associa-
tion yesterday. Rev. Theodore F. Burn-
ham read a paper on the history of the-
osophy and its relations to Buddhism and
Brahministii. Speaking of it in relation
to Christianity, Mr. Burnhatn said: "I
place theosojny to some extent in the
realms of agnosticism, because of its lack
of clear comprehension of the deity." In
the discussion all took the standpoint of
the reader of the paper.

The Congregational Monday Club lis-
tened to an interesting paper yesterday
by Rev. E. Lyman Hood on "Oxford.

The ancient city was treated by Mr. Hood
from both a historical and descriptive
standpoint.

At the Methodist Preachers' mesting
Rev. Dr. TJrmy react a review of a book by
Rev. Charles Gore, canon of "Westminster,
entitled "Dissertation on Subjects Con-
nected with the Incarnation." The paper
was followed by an animated discussion
on the subject under review. "Elements
of Success in Roman Catholicism* was
the title of a paper read by Rev. Frank
Ford at the meeting of the Christian min-
isters yesterday. The speaker alluded es-
pecially to the organization of the church
under review, and expressed a wish that
his own denomination could have such
skillful organization.
