Aug. 18.—September wheat
closed to-dsy at 8815,¢. the highest point it has
reached since 1891, and an advance of a full 434¢
since yesterday. The closing was a scene long Lo
be remembered, the pit in the last few nutes
becoming a struggl!ing mass of excited speculators.

There was literally no
wheat for sale, and the efforts of the shorts fair.y
took the market off its feet, September jumping
nearly a cent in the last minute. December
showed a still more raaicar advance, and so at
times was On nearer terms with the nearer
futures.
