Itwas .1 preat day for the riflemen nt
Shell Mound Park yesterday, lite occasion
being the thirty-ninth annual festival of
the San Francisco Schuetzen Verein.
This is one oi the oldest, ifnot the oldest,
shooting organization in the Slate, and
the membership is made up of the best
element of the German colony in this City.
Their prize shoots are always largely at-
tended and tbe festival of yesterday was
no exception to ihe rule. Twelve targets
were engaged all day and thousands of
bullets were sent over the range. Besides
shooting there was a social and picnic in
the ark and bowling for prizes sin the
alley.

At an early hour the members of the
Vereia assembled at their headquarters on
Bush street ana marched in uniform to
the ferry and took the boat across the bay,
led by a band and accompanied by their
families and scores of friends. Many
scattered out anions: the trees, where they
partook of their lunches, while others
bastene Ito the pavilion and indulged in
dancing. Not a few went directly to the
bowling alley and rolled for the many
prizes offered for the best bowling. The
prizes ranged from $20 to $2.

The gasoline schooner Etta B landed at
the foot of Jackson street at 6 o'clock last
evening with a large fishing party and the
story that Cornelius Gallagher had fallen
overboard during the previous night and
was not seen again.
• The Etta B was one of the fleet of tugs
and schooners which went out with the
usual Sunday fishing excursions. Captain
C. Matsen secured three times thirteen ex-
cursionists, or thirty-nine, and the start
for the Farallons was made at about mid-
night of Saturday night.

Con Gallagher was one of a party of
seven or eight, acquaintances who had de-
cided to go out together for a day's stort.
He was a laboring man 45 years of age
livingwith bis wife at 1August alley, off
Green, near Powell, and he was recently
employed by George Drew, the carpenter.
Among his friends who went along were
Gustave Kaskall of 709 Stockton street,
Peter Baron of 633 Broadway, and henry
Nebb, a foreman in the street department.

Nobody saw Gallagher's fatal pitch into
the rough sea, but, according to Captain
Matsen and Mr. Kaskeil, it occurred at
about 3:30 o'clock yesterday morning,
when the Etta B was about ten miles out-
side the Heads. A brisk wind was blow-
ing and the sea was rough, causing the
schooner to pitch and roll considerably,
and making nearly everybody on board
seasick. Several, including Gallagher,
Kaskeil and Webb, were riding on top of
the little deckhouse, and were lyingdown
most of the time, trying to get a little
rest. Itwas dark, and the position was a
dangerous one, as the roof afforded little
or nothing to hold on to. The last that
was seen of Gallagher was when he was
eating a. sandwich. Less than fiveminutes
later Kaskeil, who had been lying half
asleep beside him, missed him, nnd gave

the alarm. Itwas evident that Gallagher
bad fallen overboard, and the schooner
was instantly stopped and two boats,
which were towing behind, were quickly
manned for the search. Captain Matsen
flashed a light over the water and the
search was kept up until it was hopeless.
Itis supposed that Gallagher was pitched
off the wet deckhouse as the era t gave an
exceptionally heavy roll, and as no cry
was heard from him it is also supposed
that he struck the rail and was knocked
insensible as he fell.

The Etta Bproceeded on her wav, the
little seasick schoolteacher was landed at
her rocky home and those who wanted to
do so fished through the forenoon accord-
ing to programme, but itwas not a very
heavy load of fish that was Drought back.

When lastevening came and the schoon-
er got home the wife of the drowned man
had the table and the kitchen ready for a
nice supper of fish, and she sent a friend
down to the wharf to help Con carry home
his catch.
