The arrow flles with the wind. The top figures
&t station indicate maximum temperature for the
days: those underneath it,1f any, the amount of
rainfall, of melted snow in inches and hundredths,
during the past twelve hours. Isobars, or solid
lines, conuect poin's of equal alr pressure; iso-
therms, or dotted lines, equal temperature. The
word “high” means high barometric pressure and
1z usually accomvpanied by fair weather: “low”

refers 1o low pressure, and Is usually preceded
and eccompanied by cloudv weather and rans |
“Lows” usually first appear on the Wushington |
coast. When the pressure is high in theinterior
and low along the coast, and the isobars extend |
north and south along the coast, rain is probable; |
but when the “low 1s inclosed with isobars of
marked curvature, rain so of Oregon is improb-
able. With a “high” in 1 vicinity of Idaho, and
the pressure falling to the C ornia coast, warmer
weather may be expected in suimmmer and colder
weather in winter. The reverse of these conditions
will produce an opposite result.

NEW YORK STOCK MARKET,

NEW YORK, N. Y., Sept. 7.—The bear party
was better defined and more aggressive in to-day’s
market than it bas been fur several weeks, and
got the ascendent fora time f:om the large ball
contingent. The desire of some oi the very heavy
coperators in the bul: party to realizs profits was
itse f a source of weakness. But the bears made
most capiial out of the yellow fever ontbreak in
Muassissivpl. The stocks of roads which traverse
the region immediately iufected, notably Louis-
v.lie and MNashviile, were most keenly aff-cted,
the whole market going off in sympathy with the
weight of heavy realiziog sales.

These incidents somewhat interfered with the
plan of operations of the bulis, which wes nct es-
sentially different from that pursued each day
last week. ine stock selected i(o-day for putting
up inorierto sustal: the resi of th- market was
Nor.hern Pacific. This stock has not shared in

© the recent improvement in prices, owing to the
poor showing of the earnings made in the weekly
and month y reports of the company. But the ap-
parent weakness in the earning power of the com-
pany was disregardea to-day, and the pr.ce of
ihe preferred stock was raisad by manipaeiation
4 points and that of the common stock about 2
points.

The day’s trading last week was preceded each
day by the circulation in the street of a “tip” as to
which siock was to be pushed up dur rg the day.

NEW YORK, N. Y., Sept. 7.—Wheat had a rise
of 214@2%; to-day, consequent upon excellent
foreign buying of futures and spot wheat, the
tatter footing up a million bushels at New York
and ou:ports. The market had a midday reaction
of 1 cent a bushe , but aside from this exhibited a
s.rong underione all day. December opened a: $1
and near the close sold up to $1 0014, or just 4
cents under the bast point of the year. Final prices
were near the top of the season. There was no
excitement at any time, trading being purely
local, except for the early foreign orders. Sa.es
were 4.465,000 bushels. Catles were all higher
and lent color to the big export demand. The
visible supply and other weekiy figures were more
beaiish than otherwise, bud had only a minimum
effect on prices.

profit ard their offerings caused the murket to
show a sagging tenagucy most of the forenoon, De-
cember declining L0 9434c before any material
rally occurred.
