
WAS CHOKED
AND ROBBED

E. A. Golding, a Peddler,
the Victim of Three

Boy Footpads.

They Attacked Him in a Barn
While He Was Stabling

His Horse.

Harrison Porter, Arrested for Grand
Larceny, Suspected of BeiDg One

of the Robbers. .
Harrison Porter, a boy 18 years of age,

who gives bis occupation as a cooper, was
arrested yesterday by Detectives Ryan
and ODea on a cdarge ofgrand larceny.

A warrant hat been out for Porter's
arrest since June last year. On June 4 be

stole a horse and bueigy belonging to
James Marshall, an expressman. He sold
the horse to a dealer on Harrison street

for $10 and the wagon to a blacksmith for
$15. Then be disappeared and only re-
turned to the City a few days ago.

Porter is also suspected of being impli-
cated in a robbery on Saturday night, but
itlooks at present as if be would not be
charged for the crime.

Saturday night, about 8o'clock, R. A.
Golding, a*peddler, who keeps his horse in
Sparks' barn, 1605 Harrison street, was in

the barn alone stabling his horse.
Three boys, who had been watching; for

Golding, stole into the barn, and as Gold-
ing left the stall after feeding the horse,
they sprang upon him. One of them
grasped him by the throat with

both

hands and choked him. Another punched
him on the lace and in the stomach tillhe
fell shrieking to the floor.

The third quickly went through his
pockets, but divining what they were
after, Golding had the presence of mind
to take $8 out of bis pocket and keep it in
his closed fist. The robbers had beard
the jingleof the coin, and not finding any
in his pocket, they seized hold of his
clenched fist and a struggle ensued for tbe
money.

Golding's screams had been heard, and
the robbers hearing the approach of hurry-
ing footsteps, dashed Golding's clenched
fist against the floor and the money was
scattered. They made a grab for it and
quickly disappeared in the darKness.

Golding, who was bleeding from wounds
in his face, told Sparks, the owner of the
barn, who was one of the men that heard
his cries, that h-' had been robbed. A.
lantern was procured and, after a search,
$5 75 was found on the floor. The robbers
had got away with $2 25.

From description of one of the robbers
Detectives Ryan and O'Dsa thought that
Porter answered the bil. Golding called
at the City Prison last night and he
picked Porter outof six men who stood
up in a row before him. The detectives
were about to book Porter on a charge of
.robbery when Golding asked to have a
look at him again. He went 10 the cell
and after s zing him up surprised the offi-
cers by saying he was not sure he was the
man.

Golding willhave an opportunity of see-
ing Porter in daylight to-day, when he
willDave a finalchance ofidentifyIng him
or not.
