the Thomas Bell estate remains nnabated. i
and Judge CoiTey's courtroom was crowded '
egain yesterday, making it necessary for
the ba;liff to order into the hallway nearly
a hundrea men antl women who could not
tind seats. In this case the colored part
of th9population takes unusual interest
for the reason that Mrs. M.E. Pleasant,
commonly known as "Mammy" Pleasant,
is ihe real defendant in the litigation,
though Mrs. Teresa Beli is named in the
pleadings as respondent.

Mrs. Pleasant is a remarkable character,
and the stories of the witnesses show that
she is a manager and manipulator who
would hava made a fortune inpolitics if
the ad put forth her energies in that di-
rection. As it is the testimony tends to
show that she is well off in this world's
goods, and that she never fails to sea'. whicu side of her bread is buttered.

Two of the most interesting witnesses
were the sisters Hail. Maria and Isabelle,
«uo were emp.oyei in the iSell household
for several years and who testified that
after Bell's death the children did not get
good food; ;hat before his demise they
.had porterhouse bteaks, but that soon
they had to be satisfied with soup meat
ana oiher stale and inferior viands, while
Mrs. P.easantand Mrs. Bell took the best
there was in the market, the lormer, who
ha !compiete control of ihe house, direct-
ing that the tendTioin part of the steaks
e:iould be served to her.

George E. Eiton was another entertain-
ing witness. He amused the spectators
by teliing how Mrs. Pleasant bought a
horse for §15 ani made Mrs. Bell believe
that it was worth r.ot ies* than $1000, the
inference bsm; that Mrs. Pleasant pocketed
that difference. Several other transac-

He was about lohave
i' cur down by ttie Probate Court, when
Mrs. Pleasant told him not to meddle any
further in the matter; tuat Mr. Sbearon
was her friend; that he bad lent her $"200, !

He
never saw her do any work of any kind
except to give her orders and everybody
had to obey. ,Mis.Bell never ate withher
children.

THE COMPANY
REFUSED TO COME
John Kelso's Firm Cannot

Be Brought Into the
Court.

Federal Statutes Do Not Lay
Down Any Frocedure

for It.

Probability That the Federal Eight-
Hour Law May Be Violated

by Corporations.

John Kelso, man and contractor, and

IJohn Keiso, president of ibe Jobn Kelso' Company, are in the eyes of the law two

different persons. Th y cannot be served
iwith warrants, they cannot be imprisoned
!for violating the Federal statutes; they

cannot, even behauied into court toanswer
for violating the eight-hour law, even
though they admit that both as a company
;and as a man they violated willfully,de-
;lioerately and with malice aforethought.

La>t week John Kelso, the man nnJ the
contractor, was actually arres.ed for work-
incr his laborers on the postortice site more
than eight hours per day. The lawyers

hired by the man and the contractor se-
cured the dismissal of the case because
the law provided that the person to be
punished was the contractor or the sub-
contractor. It was proved that the con-
tractor was the San Francisco Bridge

iCompany and that the sub-contractor was
the John Kelso Company. Then United
States Commissioner Heacock issued a
warrant for me arrest ot lh<» John Kelso
:Company, and yesterday United States
Marshal Baldwin came into court and said
tuat he did not care to serve the warrant, !
he having been advised that he would lay
himself liable to an action for damages.

The warrant csJled for the arrest of the
president of the company without giving
his name and the Marshal did not know
wno tiie presidert ot the company was.
;It.Percy Wright, attorney for Keis-o the
roan and K>No the corpora.ion, appeared. before the Commis^ion&r and stated that
Mr. Kelso wonW not desire to make
vicarious atonement lor th? company and
tnat the Federal statu.es did not contain:any procedure for bringing a corporation, into court for a criminal offt-nse. Then

', his client he snapped his ringers of the
:Federal court and the inoperative eighi-
hour law and* wa>hed his hands ot the

TALKED OVER BOOKS.
School Directors Discuss the

Schedule of the Prin-
cipals.

Fothing Practical Accomplished and
tho Teachers Will Be

Heard.

The Board of Education held a short
Vision yesterday to discuss the much
vexed school book question, but ad-
journed to Wednesday evening without
having accomplished any practical re-
pult.

The subject of tupplamentary readers
for the primary grades was first tafceu up
and Superintendent Webster stated that
he already had in his oitice requests from
1"000 pupils for these reader.

Director Head opposed introducing the
books on the ground that it wcul 1 be a
needless expen-e and tha matter went no
further at the time, a motion to take the
report of the principals up seriatim be-
ing made ami carried.

Director Waller objected to a proposi-
tion to cut the second reader out of the
woik of the srcjnd grade, stating that he
was- in favor of increasing rather than de-
creasing the work of the lower grades.

Director Head again took a hand in the
discussion, stating that he thought itwould
be better to have the principals who had j
arranged the schedule present to explain j
their selections. Director Waller replied j
that he did not care what the principals
said, San Francisco was a year behind
Alameda in the way of schools arid be
wanted tiiemutter remedied at the earliest
possible oproriunity.
