NEW YORK,K. V., sept What has been
expected and foretold, and what the bull opera-
tors In tLe stock market have vainly sougnl to
aveit, came to pass to-day. The reactionary spirit
look hold rf th« market, and a heav/ decline re-
suitea in the level oi prices throughout the whole

list. The rale of Hie decline in different stocks
willseem at tiistglancd out of pruportion. bui. a

more careful scrutiny willreveal Unit the hlehest
losses are in those s ocks that have undergone
the most marked advances.

That the movement of the market to-day is
a natural and inpvitab:e development of the prog-
ress toward improvement in bu.sineso and mdus-
tiy is ohvlous. A sustained upward course of
I'ilres hus b°en nnch-cked unti: ithas reached an
utireaioimbie valn«tiou. Mani|iuia io:i by pow-
erfu. linaucial interests isone tningthat hsd de-
lerred ihe r>ac.ion. Another tiling has been th«
continued pleiliora and cheapness of money, in-
viiii the continued speculation.
