Captain Hadenfeldt
of the Olympic? having made up one party
of twenty-five. These, with the officials
and the racing men, will leave on tne 8
A. M. boat and train to-morrow, arriving
on the return at 8:45 p. M. The round-
trip fare is $3 35, a special excursion rate
for tho-e who wish to attend this meet.
Itmust be understood however that only

those who make a prior arrangement with
Captain Hadenfeldt can take advantage
of this special rate by the 8 o'clock train,
and tickets must be secured from him to-
day. The excursion that the railroad
company is promoting leaves by the 7
o'clock train, which, nowever, only ar-
rives in Sacramento about fifteen minnies
earlier than the 8.

Byrne and other professional
cracks had overlooked a good thing in the
.$2lO handicap at Sacramento, which they
nave not entered. W. B. Vaughn and E.
M. Palmer of Southern California have
been added to the entries already pub-
lished.

The contestants will bu the
well-known Y. M. C. A. team, that holds
the lightweight championship of the
coast, and a recently organiz?d army
team, made up of the most part of en-
listed men statione i at the Presidio.

Stickney, the oid Harvard player, who
coached and played on t tie old Olympic
team last season, is now coaching the Alul-
nomah Club team, which hopes to get a
match here with one or bath of the varsi-
ties during the season.

No hard work has yet been given to the
players at Berkeley. The first regular
line-up took place on Thursday afternoon.
The followingmen made up the varsity
team: Center, Greisb'-Tg; guards, McDer-
mott and Ludlow; tackles, Barnes and
Dickson; ends, Wolff and Premo: quar-
ter, Haskell; halfbacks, Spence and New-
hall; lullback, Hall.

As yet, the University of California has
no kicker who can fillRansome's pi.ice.

Hall's catching and running are as good
as ever, and mucn is expected of him with
practice.

McDermott at guard isdoing good work,
and many believe that he will make the
team.

There are candidates galore for tackle.
Wolff and i'.emoare the varsity ends at

present. Collier is also showing up well
as end, and has been captaining the
second eleven.

Another Santa Clara College football
player has appeared on the Berkeley field.
Jim Bride, who played end and fullback
on the Santa Clara eleven, was out for
practice lor the first time last Thursday.
He is a freshman in the medical college,
and willbe eligible to play on the U. C.
freshman team.

Coach Nott has been assimed during the
week by a number of old university play-
ers. Loren Hunt '93" has t^een coaching
the tackles, Archie Pierce "'•'- the --enter

and guards, Reno Hutchinson 97 the
ends and Eddie Sherman '97 the backs.

The Berkeley freshmen have been prac-
ticing together for the last few days under
the direction of Roy McCabe who has
been chosen captain. Among the most
promising candidates for positions on the
freshman eleven are Sheehy, McCabe,
Premo, Kerns, Guilberson, Pringle, Smith,
Morgan, Shaw, Rosier, Kinley, Horrllein,
.Fowler and Clark.

The varsity team will line up for its
first game to-day nt3 r m. Three prac-
tice halves willbe pi ved with Reliance
on the Berkeley campus. The players on
the university eleven will be constantly
shifted and a large number of candidates
given a chance to try at the various posi-

Nat Carle.varsity rightguard, is showing
up in excellent form this season.. His
work is sharp and aggressive and he is as
fast and sure as any of the men in getting
down the field under punts, and Carle
weighs a little over 225 pounds. * '

the position.

Ed James and jerry Rusk are making a

strong fight for tackle. James is a heavy,
active man, who had a good deal of expe-
rience last year. Rusk was a Jackie on the
freshman team that defeated the Berkeley
men last year.

McFadden :00, comparatively little
known 23 a player, has suddenly made
quit*- a name for himself as an end rush.

"Billy" Mcintosh, one oF Stanford's
hardest, most faithful, but, unfortunately,
lightest football players, is vary illin
Palo Alto.

Stanford's freshman eleven will have
their first tryout this afternoon in a game
on the campus wiih the Belmont School
tiam. Among the new college players are
many "craeiierjacks" for backs, but the

line material appears light and it is less
experienced. To-day's game will demon-
strate what the class of 1901 may do for
football at Palo Alto.

Phil Wilson of Los Angeles, temporary
captain, is perhaps as promising a fresh-
man b.tck as lies matriculated at Stanford
for some years. He has had considerable
experience on the Los Angeles Athletic
Club team. He understands the use of
the "straight arm" and is a good dodger.
He willplay fullDacK to-day.

Phil Wadswcth. the well-known cap-
tain of last year's Belmont team, willplay
halfback. Grit and speed mark his play-
ing. He was, by a brilliant run, directly
responsible for the only defeat that the
Stanford freshmen team of last year re-
ceived.

Neil Manley, who is to be Wadsworth's
side partner, was the star halfback of last
year's San Mateo team, weighs 165 pounds
and is s'ockily built. His home is inTa-
coma, Wash.

Weaiherwax, Conger and Vo^ are the
candidates for quarter-back. Weather-
wax comes from Aberdeen, Wash., and
besides being a football player is a versa-
tile track athlete. Conger is from Pasa-
dena. Voss was captain and quarter-
back of the Throop College team.

Not so much is known of the linemen.
Itis the old story of a lot of good backs
with few forwards. Emerson, who is to
play right tackle, was captain last year of
the Centervilie learn, that surprised the
Reliance men by defeating them.

Burmeister, the other tackle, comes
from Prescott, Ariz. He is a player of ex-
perience.

Bradley, the center, comes from San
Bernardino. He looks too light and small
for t'-e position.

Beckley and Tlested are th*ends. Beck-
ley was end on the undefeated Belmont
team. He comes from Honolulu. Not
much is known of Plested, except that he
has had experience as a player in Colo-
rado.

Phil and Ed Gilman are the two guards.
They played last year in the Manzanita
Hall team.

As to varsity prospects and Stanford's
lot of veterans itmay be appropriate to say
that veteran teams have notalways been
the victors. California's veterans went
down before Stanford's inexperienced first
team. Princeton's new team of last sea-
son defeated tlie other big Eastern uni-
versities. Cornell's great crew, that took
first rank among American colleges this
summer, was not a veteran organization.
When Stanford was confident of., the field
day last Aprilher team was defeated.

Brooke's puntingfar surpasses anything
of the kind previously seen on the coast and
differs fundamentally from the very suc-
cessful style of ex-Captain Ransome, the
great U. C. fullback.

Brooke has several interesting records of
his kicking. The longest drop kick made
by him was forty-live yards; place kick,
forty yard-*; punt, sevantv-two yards.

WILL SUFFER

The
'
Season for Quail and

Duck Shooting Near
at Hand.

Farmers WillNot Permit Hunt-
ing During the Dry

Weather.

Olympic Gnn Club Will Celebrate
To-Morrow on the Sonoma

Preserve.

The season when it shall be lawful to
shoot and have in possession quail and
wild duck is near at hand, and, of course,
that means very extensive preparation
among the lovers of the chase for a hot
time on the old grounds, October 1.

Sportsmen were inhopes that the recent
change in the weather would result ina
damper for the country at large, but old
Jupiter Pluvius cannot always be relied
upon, and once again he fooled the people,
especially those who expected to have the
pleasure of seeing their dogs ranging beau-
tifullyon the inaugural day of the season
over sprinkled hillsides.

But while there is liie there is hope, and
who can say with any degree of certainty
that the gentleman in charge of the big
flood gate on high may not alter his
mind and give us a wet when least ex-
pected ?
Itis hoped by all true lovers of quail

shooting that the parched lands over
which quail hunters will tramp in quest
of the fast-flying game that is indigenous
of the soil willreceive a washing by Octo-
ber 1, as under the present conditions
very little good work can be expected from
either pointer or setter.

This has been a remarkably good breed-
ing season, and from all accounts birds
are plentifulin many parts of the country
where local sportsmen visit during the
came shooting season. In case the wet

weather holds off for any length of time,
sportsmen should not forget that a cigar-
ette or a cigar which is cast away careless-
ly while it is in an inflammatory state
may cause serious damage to farmers' in-
terests. Itis the aread of conflagration
that has caused many well-meaning ranch-
ers to put upnotices warning hunters from
their lands, and they cannot be blamed
for keeping a close eye upon sportsmen in
general.

Of course, those who >mean well must
softer from the wrong-doings of others.
Generally speaking, a larmer will not re-
fuse any man permission to shoot over
his property ifb« (the farmer) is politely
asked the privilege. But, generally
speaking, the riffraff of the hunters walk
right into the rancher's demesne and shoot
away regardless of what damage they
may do.

The Olympic Gun Club willentertain its
members and friends to-morrow at its
preserve in tbp Sonoma marsh. A Splen-
did time is promised all who will attend.
Live birds willbe on hand for those who
may fancy a little trap shooting during
the afternoon.

The following amusing article appeared
recently in an Eastern exchange relative
to decoy cows iof goose-shooting. Itsays:

Years ago the first man— as we have been
informed by an old resident of St. Louis— to
use an imitation of a cow as a movable blind
was said to have operated his scheme in the
field* and lowlands on the Illinois side of the
Mississippi River, where geese and brant
were prone to rest and feed invariably inthe
open, far from fence, tush or other cover.
Now, however, itis expected a decoy cow will
be placed oa the market, at least one has been
devised by a Western man, who wants a
patent for it. The Imitation cow is described
as being made of flexible material, with col-
lapsible frame work that itmay be folded into
a small space when transported. When two
men are lvposition within the device and it
ls desired to fire at game the man who occu-
pies the lorward legs folds the head down byre-
leasing a spins, while the rear man mustsiioot
from beneath curtains or flaps. No doubt di-
rections for entering and getting out of the
finished decoy will be furnished with it ifit
is ever sold; or it may be necessary to display-
warning signals or placards when the occu-
pants' safety may be endangered. Inthis re-
gard itis easy to imagine the anger ofsome
tanner on seeing a strange cow feeding in his
wheat field. As a matter of course his first
impulse would be to drive it away and the
methods he would probably lollow to accom-
plish this end arv* painful to contemplate, to
say nothing of enduring them. Suppose he
would set his dogs on the strange animal, or
pursue it witn a heavy whip, or even tne old-
lashioncd cruel but effective charge of salt.
We lancy the patent-applied-for decoy's move-
ments would rcsemole not the graceful stride
of the bovine, but rather that of two men ia a
painful situation and great haste.
