
to realize thnt the conclus ons reached by

tbis court have been accepted, not simply
of necessity as so prescribed by the funda-
mental laws, but in the main as in them-
selves both correct and wise.

As we all know the period'of the war
was followed by one. continuing even to

the present time, of marvelous material
development. Wealth accumulated such
as never before was dreamed of in this
country. Gigantic enterprises were under-
taken and carried through. Inventions
have multiplied lite conveniences of life
as well as the possibilities of achieve-
ment. Indeed, the conditions of life
have entirely changed from those that
prevailed prior to the war. Out of this
changed social and economic condition
have sprung not merely an immense mul-

titude of cases, but litigation of a char-
ucter vitally affecting tbe future pros-
perity and safety of this country.

To this court nave come for final solu-
tion and decision many of tlie3e questions
and cases. By the blessingi of Almighty

God my health and life have been pre-
served, and Ihave been enabled to lake

\ part in the consideration of ail tiies-e cases.
Few appreciate tlie magnitude of our
labors. The burden resting upon us for
the last fifteen or twenty years has been
enormous. The volumes of our reports
show that Ialone have written #

opin-
ions. Ifto those are added 57 opinions in
the Circuit Court and 365 prepared whileI
was on the Supreme Court of California it
willbe seen that Ihave voiced the deci-
sion in 1042 cures. Itmay be Bald that all
of our decisions have not met with the

universal approval of the American peo-

ple, vet it is to the great g ory of that
people that always and everywhere has
been yielded a willing obedience to then..
That fact is eloquent of the stability of
popular institutions, and demonstrates
that the people of these United States are
capable of telf-covernment. As Ilook
back over :lie more than a third of a cen-
tury that Ihave sat on this bench 1am
more and more impressed with the im-
measurable importance of this court.
Now and then we hear it spoken of as an
aristocratic feature of a republican gov-
ernment, but it is the most democratic of
all. Senators represent their States and
Representatives their constituents, but
this court stands for the whole country,

and as such itis truly "of the people, by
the people and lor the people."

Ithas, indeeii, no power to legislate. It
cannot appropriate a dollar of money. It
carries neither the purse nor the sword.
But it possess-? the power of declaring the
law, and in that is found the safeguard
which Keeps the whole mighty fabric o;

from rushing to destruction. This nega-
tive power— the power of resistance

—
is

the only safety of a \>opular government,
and it is an additional a-surancq when the
power is in such hands as yours.

With this Igive place to my successor;
but Ican never cease to linger on the
memories of the past. Among the com-
pensation-! for all the hard work that a
seat on this bench imposes have been the
intimucies and friendships ihat have been
formed between its members. Though we
have often diTered inour opinions, ithas
always been an honest difference, which
did no; affect our mutual regard and ru-
spect. These many years have indeed
been years of labor and of toil, but they
have bi ought ttieir own rewards, and we
can all joinin thanksgiving to the Author
of our bviiig that we have been permitted
to sper.d so much of our lives m the ser-
v cc of our country.

Dear Brother Field: We are profoundly

moved by the letter in which you an-
nounce to us your retirement from the
bench. The termination of a judicial ca-
reer of such length and distinction cannot

fail to inspire among all your country-
men, and indeed, wherever the realm of
jurisprudence extends, a keen sense of
loss, which to your colleagues assumes
the aspect of a personal bereavement, lor
the intimacy necessarily incident to the
conduct oi work so constant, so exacting
and of sued vital importance as ours in-
evitably draws v- together by ties of the
closest character, which cannot, he dis-
solved without emotions of deep sadness
and regret. We feel that our parting in-
volves not simply the deprivation of the
assistance afforded by your learning, your
vast experience and your earnestness in
advocacy of your convictions, but the
severance of these relations which have
contributed so much to lighten the hard-
est labors of the road.

This is not the time or place to dwell on
the reputation you have achieved as a
jurist. The record is made up ami may
hafely be committed to the judgment of
posterity. .

But we cannot part with you as an act-
ive member of the court without the fer-
vent expression of the hope that you may

be spared for many years to enjoy the re-
pose you have so thoroughly earned and
the commendation bestowed upon good
and faithful service.

TWELVE MEN SWORN
TO TRY DAN DUTCHER

After the attorneys for the prosecution
and defense announced themselves as con-
tent the indictment charging Dutclier
with murder was read, and the plea of the
accused of "not eruilty" was entered. At-
torney Scheller, lor the defense, asked
that Mrs. Schotield, charged jointly with
Dutcher and one of the witnesses in the
case, bj brought into the courtroom.
Judge Lorigan said he saw no reason why
Mrs. Schofield should be excluded.

District Attorney Herrington then asked
that all witnesse* be excluded from the
courtroom, and the grauting of this re-
quest solved the question as to the pro-
priety of Mrs. Schotielu's preoence, which
has been uniier debate several tirues.

Sheriff LynJon was the first witness
called to the stand. He began his testi-
mony by giving the details of receiving
no ice of the murder and of goinj: to the
Schofield ranch on the moraine of the
alleged crime. Before eoing into a de-
scription of what he saw and heard the
court adjourned until to-iaorrow morning.
