Mr. Mizutany is a young
man who thorough'y unaerstands the
business in ail i1s aetaiis,. He claims that
ere long 75 per centof the teas consumed
in America will be supplied by his

tion

Although here in the interest of the
Japanese Central Association, he asserts
that his operations are not antagonistic to
the business of American tea merchants,
but, on the contrary, be hopes, by draw-
ing the attention «i the public to the
superior charac.er cf Japan tea, to assist
In building up the business of American
cexrlers.

Mr. Mizutany is a graduate of the Uni-
versity of Tokio and was the treasurer of
the famous tea-garaen at the World's Fair.
