He represented himseli as a
commercial traveler for a clothing-house
and caid e wanted therigto drive around
the courtry. The widow refused to seil
the rig and after a few hours’ conversation
with her he departed, promising to pay
her a visit on his return trip.

About ten days ago Woods again called
upon the widow and at once proceeded to
ingratiate himseif in her good graces. He
was successful and was invited to call
1gain. He did so several times and
wound up by offering the widow his heart

and hand. he widow blushingly ac-
cepied tue cffer. The next day Woods
told the widow that he was a little snort

»f money and she gave him $30 to buy a
wit of clothes for their muarr:age. Lhen
1e sug.esied that sue sbouid deed her

yroperty in Redding, consisting ot an in-
teres in a mine and some builiing lots, to
him, but she thougnt that would not be
right and instead transferred them to her
danchter.

Woods objected to being married in
Redding, and the widow agzreed to come
to this city. They #rrived Tuesday morn-
ing, and registered at the Russ House.
The widow spent the day in making ar-
rangemenis for the wedding, which was
to take place at 7 o'clock.

“When the hour for the wedding ar-
rived,” said the widow yesterday, “"Charles
Woods, who represented himself as a
brother of my intended husband, rushed
into my room and assied me to excuse
Woeods for a few moments, as he had to
godown the street to attend to some min-
ing affairs. I couldn’t refuse him, so he
went out and was gone an hour or more.
When he returned bhe said it was too late
tor the wedding, as it was impossible 10
secure a licanze, and I believed lim.

*“After 1 retired for the pight Woods
came to mv room and demanded that I
give him what monev I had in my posses-
sion. 1 began 10suspect him, and retused
to accede to his demand. He got terribly
excited, and, locsing the door of the
rocom, forced me to give up my purse,
conteining $300 in greenbacks, which he
cat out of my draess nocket. IHe kept me
locked in the room all night, threatening
to ki1ll me with a knite if I made an out-

cry. He admitied then that he was a
swindler, and that he had formed my
acquaintance oniy to swindle me. He

said he bad been a swindler for twenty
vears, and his brother helped him.”’

H: went
tothe room and there found Woods and
his bro.her, Charies, wno had called
meantime. He kepot them there until
Policemen Waish and Farrell arrivad, and
voth men were taken o police head-
quarters, wrere they were questioned by
Detective Gibbs, and Wocds admitted
that be had agreed to marry the widow
simply to obtain ro=session ot her money.
When sea:ched $256 in bills was found on
Woods.

The widow swore to a complaiat in
Jadege Low's court charginz both men
with grand larceny, and they were booked
at the Cirv Prisou, their bonds being
fixed at $3000 each. Charles Woods is
known to the police under the name of
laymond.
