Mother Margaret, who for years past has looked out for the interests of the
directory, is no other than Miss Mines.

Said Mother Margaret last night: *Iarrived in this city in 1887, and seeing
the need of a home for orphaned children and friendless girls, I opened one on
the 25th of December of that year. The home was then located at 218 Grove street,
but at the end of six months it became overcrowded, necessitating a new house.
We then moved to 301 Franklin, and rext to 331 Van Ness avenue, our children
constantly increasing.

While on Van Ness avenue I saw the need of a larger asylum, so I bought a
piec: of the land where we now live, adding to it at every opportunity, until I was
the possessor of a large section. In 1890 I erected a cottage, pending the time
when we would be able to build the fine structure now standing and valued at
£50,000.

The children are of all denominations. No desertea babe or orphaned child
has ever been refused admittance 1o the asylum. The institut'on is now in excel-
lent condition. There are over 130 tots who are cducated and cared for until they
arrive at the age ¢f 14, when a good home with some family is found for them.

There were 3500 men under General Foche Morales and General Socorro de Lion
ovpos ng us, and they had ten guns. The fighting was terrific. I lost 200 of my men
and had 300 wounded. The other side 10:t probably as many, and General Roche
Morales was badly wounded. But we took the city. It was no use to keep it and en-
danger the lives of women and children by another attack.

“After that first great victory men flocked to my standard; more men than 1
could arm. Prospero Morales and several other leaders had already offered their
gervices, Prospero Morales was only a colonel under my command. His title of
general was given him not long ago by the Government, but he never had a
chance to use it. Next I bombarded Totonicapa for three days, but couid not
take it. Barrios had 25000 armed men to our 3000. He sent 15000 men with
seven generals into the west to pursue me. The first day after 1 gave up the st-
tack on Totonicapa we had three skirmishes, one at Calanche, one at Patio de
Bolas and one at Palmar, in all of which we had the advantage. Later we had
skirmishes at Bado Aucho, at Limoncitos and at Calel, and again we won. But
there was no use opposing such odds, and we continued to move back until we .
croszed the line and entered Tapachuia in Mexico, In tkal month, after captur-
ing Quezaltanango, I lost 600 to 700 men killed and about as many wounded.
From Tapachula I went to the port of S8an Benito, where I took the City of
Panama for Acapuico and there caught the City of Sydney for San Francisco. 1In
the east of Guatemala the revolution is still going on under the leadership of
Pedro Buarillas, one of my licutenants, and not under the command of Leon de
Castillo, who started it there. How it will come out I cannot say, but I know
there is still strong disconteni in Guatemala, and Barrios may yet have to

pressed that such a system would be a re-
turn to all the evils which the c:vil service
system was designed to abolish, and, in-
stead of the heads of depariments ap-
pointing their deputies, those ofthcials
would be appointed as they were in the
good o ld days before the civil service was
introduced—namely, by the Senaiors and
Representatives in Congress, and only
os tensiblyby the heads of the departments.

The civil service adherents say also that
while it is true that heads of departments
are responsibie for financial delinquencies
of their subordinates, it1s also true that
they are not responsible for the cofficial
acts of those subordinates in the way of
damages for neglect of duty, carelessness,
etc. To back this assertion they quote a
decision of the Supreme Court ot the
Unitel States found in Treasury Depart-
ment reports for May 31, 1883. The matter
inissue was the liability of the Collector of
the Port of New Yorxz for damages caused
by the lcss of a trunk by fire while in the
custody of the Government. The follow-
ing is a synopsis of the decision:

The suit was instituted to recover the
value of a trunk and contents on the
claim, as it is understood. of alleged per-
sonal negligence on the part of the Col-
lector of Customs by reason of the trunk
being ordered by the customs officer in
charge of such steamer to the public
stores for examination upon the arrival of
the plaintiff, who was a passenger by the
steamer Egypt irom Liverpool, on the
grouna that it contained dutiable articles,
The trunk, however, never reached the
public stores, inasmuch as it was de-
stroyved by fire on the pier of the ship by
which it arrived.

The United States Supreme Court held
that the Collector was aot liable for the
wrong, if any, committed by his subor-
dinates, and there was nothing in
the evidence to connect him person-
ally with any such wrong; that
while the subordinate who was guity
of the wrong, if any, wouid undoubtedly
be liable personally for the tort, yet re-
covery against the Collector on the facts
as shown in this case would be to establish
a principle which would paralyze the
public service, inasmuch as competent
persons coula not be found to fill posi-
tions of the kind if they knew they would
be beld liable for all the torts and wrongs
commitied by a large body of subordinates
in the discharge o! duiies which it would
be utterly impossible for the superior
officer to discharge 1n person.

The Government Itself 1s not responsi-
ble for the malfeasances or wrongs or
neglizences or omissions of duty of the
subordinates employed in the public
service, for itdoes not undertake to guar-
antee to any person the fidelity of any of
the officers or agents whom it employs,
since that would invoive it in endiess em-
barrassments and difficulties and losses,
which would be subversive of the public

malfeasances or positive wrongs or for the
malfeasances or negligences or omissions
of duty of the sub-agentsor other persons
properly employed by or under him in
the discharge of Lis official duties.
