NEW YORK, Nov. Hl—The Financier says:
Thestat mi-nt of the New York Clearing-house
banks for the week presents no features of Impor-
tance beyond the plain evidence, that money is
still accumulating at this center. The creek's
changes, however, are so romp icated with the
Union Pacific foreclosure settlements, which be-
gan Monday with the transfer of the sinting-fund
bonds to the syndicate, :.at a definite interpreta-
tion issomewhat iliiliu*t.

ally compietea. '1he consummation explains the
heavy balance by some of the banks m the cleai-
ing-libuse during the past day or two, and iso
the increases ami decreases in the totals of the
statement.
