Chiet of Police Lees said yesterday that
to-day ne would commerce in earnestto
enforce the ordinance recently passed by
the Board of Supervisors against the
alieged gambling devices knowa as

{ the nickel-in-the-slot machines.

About a score of liquor and cigar
deulers met yesterday and organized to
test the legaliiy of the ordinance. The
members of the organization all have the
alieged gambling devices in operation on
their premizes, and at their meeting yes-
terday they decided tofight the ordinance
to the court of the last resort if it became
necessary. Their principal contention
will be that the Board of Supervisors
legalized the nickel-‘n-the-slot machines
when they licensed them, and all the
machines that are now in operation in the
city are protected by licenses that do not
expire until the end of the vear. It will
also be claimed that the machines are
not cambling dev.ces, as they give on an
the
money the players put in them.

Neariv every oie of the members of the
organization that was formed for the pro-
tection oi the machine said that the ma-
chine as a macihine netted a loss for the
saloons or cigar-stores that tolerated
them, but on thie whole they stimulated
trade, and, though the machine iiself lost
the proceeds of the day’s business of the
houses operating them, it wasincreased by
the influence of the device so thaton an
aggregate they were a source of profit.

The meeting of the defenders of the
nickel-iii-the-slot machines was held in
the office of Attorneys Walter 8. Levy and
J. Kelly, and those attorneys were em-
ployed to defend the cause of the ma-
chines against the ordinance of the Super-
visors. Money in a suflicient amount was
pledged by those at the meeting to carry
the cases of those charged with violating
the law through tae courts to a final de-
