It Will Soon Be Published by the
Coast and Geodetlc Survey.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.—The Coast
and Geodetic Survey has prepared and
will soon publish a new map which will
cover practically the entire length of the
Yukon River and most of its tributaries,
including the Klondike. The scale is
twenty miies to the inch. The section
embracet extends from the felwyn River
several hundred miles above Dawson City
to the Yukoun's mouth and is wide enough

to give a fair idea of the extent and char- .

acter of all the streams. It shows the lo-
cation and extent of the St. Michael milj-
tary reservation and gives the location of
all towns and mining camps. The resuit
of soundings of the water in the Yukon is
also indicated on the map, An eniarged
copy wiil be suppliel to the Senate Com-
miitee on I'oreign R:lations for consulia-
tion in connection with the consideration
of the treaty relating to the boundary
dispute between Alaska and the North-
west Territory.

Those who knew him said that he was
deeply infatuated with Miss Bovd, al-
tnough, so far as they knew, she never
gave him any encouragement. She was
kind to him because he was aged and haa
no one to take interest in him. For cev-
eral days previous to his death he head
talked of her. He had said that she cared
nothing for him and had talked as if h-
had just learned such to be the case. He
appeared to be brooding over the failure
of his last love aftair and talked in a sui-
cidal vein.

CHICAGO, Nov. 30.—Tommy Ryan of
Syracnse was given the decision to-night
over Bi iy Suft of Chicago in the six:h
round of what was to hava been a twelve-
round bout. Ryan had all the best of the
fight from the start, torced the fighting all
the way throuzh and had S:ift in bad con-
dition when tl.e police interfered. If the
fight had gone on as it went forsix rounds
Stift would have been out st the end of
the eighth round at the tarthest. Ryan
weighed 146 pounds and Stift weighed 167
pounds. George Siler acted as referee.

Both men sparred caiutiously in the
opening round, which ciosed with Ryaa
shooting a heavy left on Stift's jaw and
tanding a light one on the body. In the
second and fol'owing rounds Stift kept on
the de ensive 1n his corner and Ryan was
hot after him. Thbe third round was
Rvan's all the way through, and at the
close of the fourth Ryan dazed Stift by
putt ns his left hard on the right eye. In
the fifth round it simply rained boxing-
gloves for Stiit, Rvan bhitting him hard
and often, When the round closed Stifi's
right eye was closing, the right side of his
face was puffed out and he was badly
pumishea, Ryan having rained biows
upon his face, on bis iaw and over the
heart. Throughout the round Stift was
wiid, but he managed to get a hard lelt
swing on Rvan's jaw.

In the sixth rouna Ryan landed a left
on S:ift’s bad eye and put a right on the
jaw, following it up with a left. Stift lost
his head and, although the agreement was
for the m=n to break clean, he ciung to
Rvun and fouied him repeatedly with
short-arm biows while the men were
ciinched. Rvan landed a hard right and
left on the juw and Stift puta hard right
on tne bodv, the best blow he siruck in
the fignt. Ryvan put hisleft on the jaw
and, swinging round, caught Stift with
his right on the jaw and sent him to the
floor, where he was for nine seconds.
Ryan then put his right on the jaw twice
in succession, his left on the eye, and was
following Stift bard with right and left
swings, every one of them getting home
in good shape, when the gong sounded.
Stuift was badly beaten ana the police
stopped the figut, it being evident that
Stiit would not last over one or two more
rounds.

WILL CRUSE IN THE SOUTH.

United States War Vessels to Again
Appear in the Gulf of Mexico
~ and Carribean Sea.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 30.—In the opin-
ion of the administrajon the time is now
ripe for a renewal of the practice of have
ing the Unitea States navy represented
in the waters of the Gulf of Mexico and
the Cartibean Sea. For several years
past, save an occasional cruiser sent with
all haste on Ler way to or from
the South Atlantic station, not a ves-
sel ol the navy bnbas gone beyond
the southern waters of Flerida
for the reason that the presence of United
States war vessels in the neighborhood of
the Spanish Antilles might have served
to creale an erroneous impression as to
the aititude of the United States toward
the Cuban 1insurgents and might have
tended to complicate relations between the
United States and Spain at a time when
it was desirable that no outside influences
should be brouzht into play. Now, how-
ever, with the improvement in conditions
in Cuba and the continued exisiense of
good rela'ions between the two Gov-
ernments, the Navv Department is about
to let some of the smaller vessels of the
navy go into West Indian waters during
the present winter sea<on,
