SACRAMENTO, Nov. 30.—"1n my opin-
ion," sail! Dr. Matthews of the State
Board of Htaltb to-day, "this report. should open the eyes of the people of Call*
f-lraia to the danger which mast follow
'the annexation of the Hawaiian Islands.
To open our ports and country to a race j
of people who have for generations trans-
mitted this dread malady, and to en-
courage a Btromatic mingling of that race
;with ours, thus subjecting Americans to
.a disease highly infectious and pestilen-
tial, is something horrible to contem-
p ate. Yet that is exactly what annexa-
tion means from a hygienic and sanitary
standpoint."

These startling words of warning were
inspired by the report to the State Board
of Health of a critical study of leprosy by

Dr. E. O. Jellinik, consulting physician
to tlie German Hospital of San Francisco
and chief of clinic in the neurological de-
partment of the Mount Z;on Dispensary.

The work possesses unusual interest
and great scientific merit for two reasons.
Itis based on observations made in indi-
vidual cases at the Pcs' house of San Fran-
cisco, and sets forth convincingly the iact
that leprosy is a disease as infectious as it
is malignant.

Sixteen of the lepers are men and two
women. Six are white and twelve Chinese.
The doctor experienced great difficulty in
studying thpm, owing to the primitive
condition of the Pesthouse and the stub-
bornness of the victims in resisting exam-
ination. 1tie youn*. est is 16|^ years old,
»ne oldest 18 In their cases leprosy was

present in the ancestors; once in the
VFiother, twice in the lather. Tbey all
'Acquired leprosy in the United States.
eVe case is from Mexico, five are from
Honolulu and twelve from China.

"Ifyou willpermit me to draw on your
imagination," is the striking conclusion
of the report, **Iwillpicture to you a hut
where these outcasts of human. ty are ]
huddled together as in the medieval cen- I
turies. This picture can be appreciated to
its illextent only after a visit to the
Pesthouse. And this Penthouse has ex-
isted from year to year, occupied by the
poor aad innocent individuals who are
no more responsible lor tneir condition
and not less unhappy than the blind, deaf
and dumb, wbo have a house fit to be oc-
cupied. The lepers, however, must live,
like animals. Ihave never heard of send- i
ing patients suffering from i-malipox or
typhus or other infectious diseases ;o an!
asylum for the blind, deaf or dumb in I

order to isolate them from the commun- !

ity; but sucb is the case inSan Francisco
when patients suffering from other in-
fectious diseases are sent io tbe Pest-
house.

'The leper home should bean asylum
for leirosy, the same as asylums for other
diseases are tet aside for their respective
inmates. Under these conditions the

Respecting propagation of the disease
by contact Dr. Jeliinik says:

Of our cases sdxteets were born Ina leprous
locality, the other two in loca.ities where the
disease is not prevalent. All of them, how-
ever, have spent lrom eight days to many
years in places where leoprosy is epidemic,
These individuals were nil iree from leprosy
when they came to America, bat this does not
signify that the disease was contracted uere,
tor we know that the period of incubation is
protracte 1, and extends at least from three to
rive yeais, though cases of ten, twenty,
twenty-seven and thirty-two years of incuba-
tion have been noted.
itappeals to roe certain that in all our cases

the disease was acquired by contact witu <
lepers. To make plai.ihow direct is the cvi-i
dence of contact us a mode of propogation 1
need only mention the nistory of the Fin who
during his eight days' sojourn inHonolulu was
conslatitly in contact with a girlwho was sent
to Moluka'i as a leper two years later, ana who
was no doubt affected at the time of his asso-
ciation wan her. AJso the case of the brothers
Bindt who were hereditarily free, but who
simultaneously came into ciose com. ct with
lepers and were simultaneously affected.

According to Jtro< the first leper, a Chinese
cooly, was discovered in the vicinityof Hono-
luluin 1853. Eight years later several lepers
were found among his associates, and twenty
years afterward, with a population of 44,000
people, there were 2000 lepers upon the Ha-
waiian Islands.

The doctor cites numerous instances
from the books in which the infectious
character of leprosy is abundantly roved,

/and adverts particularly to the weil-known
leases of Dr. Robertson. Father Damien,
leather Bog!iota and Pasior Becker, who
l^cume infected from contact. He adds:
Vjnmy opinion neither the disease Itself nor
predisposition has proved to be hereditary. If
the new-born child was to be removed from

[ Its leprous parejus immediately after birth
and in spite of this subsequently dereloped
the disease, we might consider this a positive
prooi in favor of tue theory of tho inheritance
ot the -i «... Such proof, f.s far asIknow,
has never been brought forward. .On the con-
trary there are instances' in which children
who were removed from leprous parents never
became afflicted. The fact that the children of
leprous psren **. acquire the disease speaks not
so much ior heredity as itdoes forcontagion,
lor during early me the children are in such

hcontact with their parents that this factorwhich speaks so directly for contagion must»>e eliminated before any proof oiheredity can

be thought of. Therefore, Ihold that leprosy
ls .'ever congenital, but is transmitted post
partem, ifnt all, lrom the parents to the chil-
dren by contact. ?

The Tact that thousands come into contact

with Lepers without contracting ttie disease
does not speak Against its contagion, for the
same is true of all contagious dtseas:.
lie doctor, on the subject of leprous

bacilli, quotes from George bier, who
.jlfay last September uttered a paper on
the subject. His conclusions are that the
place from which all lepers give off great
numbers of lepra bacilli continuously is
the nose; that the place through which
leprosy most frequently, and perhaps ex-
clusively, gains entrance to the body is
the nose.

The following is an epitome of the doc-
tor's observations as to the patients in the
San Francisco Pcs' hours •\u25a0:

George Pepalon, aged 43; barn inHono-
lulu; mother a native and died of lep-
rosy; fa 'jier an Englishman, alive and
well in York; leprosy appeared at 9
years of ace inTexas.

Frank Bind aged 24. born in Hono-
lulu; no leprosy in antecedents; father
was a German and mother was born in
Honolulu; his five brothers and sisters,
one of whom has leprosy ;fourteen years
ago red -.pots appeared, lever set in and
eruptions followed; four years later, after
another fever, the hands began to
atrophy and ulcerate, and the disease be-
came pronounced.

Ernest Bindt, brother of Frank; leprosy
became maniiest about the same time his
brother was affected.

Pietro Pinede, a^e 21, born at Acapulco,
Mexico; patent** and four sisters free tr m
the disease; fourteen years ago a swelling
appeared in the frontal region of the head,
extending in turn to tlie nose and cheeks;
sw. King of the hands followed; the
paralys s of the facial nerve resulted grad-
ually, and finally ulcers came in the cor-
ner of the left eye.

John Sickki; age 48; born inFinland ;
parents and tnree brothers and sisters
free from the disease; came from a region
free from leprosy; at 25 years of age went
to Honolulu, where lie remained eight
days; his companion was a girl, who was
two years later transported to ilolokai as
a leper; since then he nas traveled exclu*
s.vely in the Uniied States and has lived
twenty-one years inStn Francisco; twelve
years ago the disease made its first appear- |
ance in levers, swellings and eruptions.

Lena Gwin; aged IG and a half years:
mother died of puerperal f'-ver; father de-
nies ever having had leprosy, though pa-

tients at the leper-house who are ac-
quainted with him say he complains of
numbness In the heel and there are at
times spots upon his face; at

age the patient began a three years' so-
journ with brothers at Honolulu, who are
not known io be affected, and since then
she has lived in California; at 9 years of
age she fell upon a hot tove, burning her
arm severely wiihout feeling any pain and
soon afterward the leprosy developed.

Lig Chow; aged "I;has lived in San
Francisco fifteen years; no lepro-y in his
family; three years ago spots appeared
upon bis face, and soou after bis hands
began to atrophy.

Xi Nan; aged 3B; born at Canton; no
leprosy in the famny; has lived in San
Francisco fifteen years; six years ago he
became spotted and atrophy followed.

Yee Foo; age 32; born at Canton; no
leprosy "in the family; has had the dis-
ease ten years.

Ah Mun; age 38; born at Canton;
parents akve and healthy; disease ap-
peared three years ago.

Ah Lan; age 88; born at Canton; father
died of leprtsy thirty-three years ego;
mother dead, but was free from it; has
two sisters alive and wel; disease first
appeared twenty-four years ago when he
cams to America.

Annie Lee; axe 35; born at Hongkong;
parents free from leprosy; between the
age of 5 years and 15 sue lived at Salt
Lake and since in California; at 25 she
was stricken.

Fong; age 28; born in China; parents
and brothers alive and well;fiveyears ago
the disease made it-* appearance.

Ah Lvi; age 31; born at Canton;
parents and brothers in perfect health;
showed first symptoms four years ago.

Ah Sen; ape 45; born at Canton;
parents and brotuers well; has had
leprosy seven years.

Ah Kin; age .JO; born at Canton;
family healthy; disease began six years
aco.

Ah Lee; age 37; born at Canton; parents
healthy; attacked by disease eight years
ago.

Ah Sam; age 37; born at Canton;
parents free from the disease; has hadlepo-y ten years.

The first manifestation ot the disease is
a spot, sometimes varying in color, and
accompanied by fever or preceded by
rheumatism, atrophy of the extremities,
necrosis and other complications fol-
lowing.

Concerning treatment the doctor says:
Itmust be admitted that we have no means

of curing the lullydeveloped disease. Thesymptomatic treatment is governed by thegeneral laws of therapeutics. That Paths and
cleanliness further the matabolistic processes
and prevent necrosis and long-continued ul-
ceration to a certain extent eds no especial
comment. With this sad outlook for the
treatment of the already existing cases of the
disease we must concentrate our attentionupon another factor of therapeutics, a factor
which must te considered the fll important,
namely, prophylaxis. The prophylaxis con-
sists in he complete isolation oi the affected,
as practiced In ancient times, and which has
proved its efficiency InNorway, where leprosy
has almost disappeared. io prevent the
spread ofleprosy isolation is absolutely neces-
sary.

OFFICER CLAY WAS

Lord Chief Justice Says the
Promissory Note Case Is

Melancholy and Sad.

The Jury Believes the Victim's
Version, and the Findings

Remain to Be Argued.

LONDON, Nov. 30.—There is wide-

spread interest here in what is known as
the "promissory-note case," now being
heard before the Lard Chief Justice of
England, Lord Ru-sfe.l of Kiilowen, in
the Queen's Bench division of the High
Court of Justice.

The court was crowded to-day when the
hearing was resumed. Lora Chief Justice
Russell, in summing up, said he thought
the try would have no difficulty in an-
swering the questions of fact, adding that
the really difficult i-nd important Ques-• tions would matin for htm (the Lord

!Chief Justice) to determine lat'-r on.
The case on the whole. Lord Russell ex-

:plained, was melancholy and sad. His
lordship then put live questions to the
jury, trie principal one being, "Is Clay's
account of the circumstances under which
he signed his name true?"' The answer
was "Yes.";Another question asked was worded,
"Was Clay, in signing his name as be did,
recklessly careless, thereby enabling
Nevill to perpetrate a fraud?" The an-
swer was "No."

Under the circumstances it was also
found that Clay was the victim of mis-
placed confidence.

HOW DR. ROTTANZI LOVED—

—AND LOST A LIVING PICTURE SHOW.

NO WRIT FOR LAWRENCE
His Application for Alter-

native Prohibition
Denied.

A. M. Lawrence, managing editor of the
Examiner, has again been turned down
in his efforts to squirm out of the uncom-
fortable position of having to face a court
on the charge of criminal libel preferred
against him by Claus Spreckels. Late
yesterday afternoon Judge Daiugerfield
sustained the demurrer of the respondents

Police Court 1 of San Francisco and
Judge J. A. Campbell, to the petition of
Lawrence for an alternative writ of pro-
hibition. This writ was applied for by
the defendant in the libel case td prevent
Judge Campbell from sitting in the pro-

ceedings against him, but his effort went
for naught.

The petitioner failed to show the court
that the Judge of Department 1 was
biased against him and that he could not
have a fair hearing before that court, and
in consequence the demurrer to the writ
was sustained. Judge Daingerfield de-
livered his decision in the case orally and
ordered that it be made of record. Inhis
ruling he sustained the demurrer, dis-
missed the application for an alternative
writ of prohibition, discharged the re-
spondents and dismissed the entire pro-
ceedings. An appeal from the decision of
Judge Daingerl.eld may be laken by the
attorneys representing the petitioners,
but in case this is not done the charge
against Lawrence may be immediately
taken up oy Judge Campbell.

The charge of criminal libel was pre-
ferred against Lawrence on the llih of
last August. On the 20th of that month
the defendant made an application to
Judge Campbell, who was sitting in the
case, for a change of venue on the ground
that he believed the court was biased
against him. Judge Campbell denied the
change of venue and application for an al-
ternative writ of piohibition was made by
Lawrence to the Superior Court to pro-
hibit Judge Campbell from hearing the
case. Argument wax ide on the 29th of
August and the matter was submitted.
Application to file briefs on the matter
was allowed, but as they were not placed
in the hands of the Superior Court in suf-
ficient time Judge- Daingerfield decided
the case on tin*oral argument.

Josie Gonzales, AliasFowler,
Run to Earth by a

Vengeful Landlady.

Arrested and Taken to Prison
on a Charge of Grand

Larceny.

Accused of Stealing a Trunk Left
With the Landlady as Security

for Unpaid Kent,

A dizzy blonde, who is sometimes known
as Josie Gonzales and at other times as
Josie Fowler, and who claims to be an
actress, was arrested yesterday morning
and taken to the City Prison on a charge

of grand larceny. She was dressed indeep
mourning, which accentuated the blonde-
ness of hsr hair.

The warrant for her arrest was sworn
out by Mrs. Margaret Leahy, 326 O'Farrell
street, on October 20. She was charged
with stealing a trunk filled with clothes
and other articles left in Mrs. Leahy's care
by Chester Bradley Fowler until he was
able to pay his indebtedness to her,
amounting to $95.

Since October 20 Mrs. Leahy has been
looking for Josie, but it was not until
Monday night that she learned she wat

domiciled at 415 Jones street. She got a
policeman yesterday morning to go with
her to the house, and Josie was arrested.
She declined to walk to the City Prison if
"tiiat wo.-nan," referring to Mrs. Leahy,
accompanied her, so Mrs. Leahy went
home.

Several friends called upon Josie at the
prison and assured her that she would not
remain long in a dungeon cell, as tbey
would get her out on bond-*, but Judge
Low -gallantly came to the rescue and re-
leased her on her own recognizance.

bhe declined withdignity totliscuss the
case, but Mrs. Leahy was not so reticent.
According to Mrs. Leahy, Chester Bradley
Fowler is Josie's husband, but be left for
tbe Klondike in September and gave her
the custody of the trunk and its c ontents
tillhe could send her the $95 he owed her.

"His wife, as she was called," said Mrs.
Leahy yesterday, "knew that the trunk
was left in my custody for debt, but she
slipped itout of the house at night while
Ihad company, taking all her own things
away also and leaving me withfive weeks'
rent of her room unpaid.
"Iwill tell some things incourt, ifIam

allowed, that willnot be pleasant to Josie
Fowler, or, as she may often call herself,
Josie Gonzales."
