MISS BRAGG
HAS NO CLASS

Her Return From Leave of
Absence Stirs Up More

Trouble.

Director Drucker and Principal
Brooks Do Not See Things

Alike.

Deputy Stone's Visits and His Bill
for Carfare Criticized by the

Directors.

ALondon fish market would beWhaven
of repose as compared with the San Fran-
cisco School Department. Each day
brings forth a new chapter in th» history
of |the unhappy family. When the Di-
rectors are not engaged in a wordy com-
bat among themselves the turmoil is
transferred :o the teachers and from the
teachers itfinds its way into the bead of
the office where Deputy Superintendent
C. L. Sione gets tangled up in a snarl with
the Directors and vice versa. Even the
sedate principal of the Girls' High School,
Elisha Brooks, comes infor more than bis
share of the trouble ana worry attending
the disciplining of his Hock of giddy
maids.

The latest cause of unhappiness to poor
Brooks occurred on last Tuesday, whan
Miss Mary J. Bra g returned from her
leave of absence after sojourning away for
four months.

When Miss Bragg returned she reported
to Dr. Drucker, chaiiman ot the commitceon ru es. He sent her with a letter which
»'»" Intended to restore her to her class in
the mathematic branch.

On presenting this letter to Principal
Brook* he ignored not only herclaim, but
the authority of Chairman Drucker to
assign her. This, as might be expected,
aroused the ire of Dr. Drucker, who con-
sidered bis position and dignity woefully
slighted, and it is said that he found words
sufficiently forcible to express his mind to
Principal Brook".

Under rule 113 of the board a teacher
having served liueen or more years is en-
titled to resume the class on return from
leave of absence that she taught when the
l6ave of absence was granted. This is the
case with Miss Bragg, and under this rue
Dr. Drucker acted. But Principal Books
thoueht otherwise, and instead* ol reliev-
ing Miss Hatiie L. L<*szynsky, who was
the substitute appointed to liil tho va-
cancy of the absent tencner, be under-
took to relieve a Mrs. Howard, who is a
reeular teacher. This m.xing of teachers
has brought a whole lot ol trouble into
the Git Is' High School, and in addition to
this it is charged against Brooks that he
made a special request for a suitable in-
structor inalgebra, who would al o act as

librarian. Having got this suitable per-
son in Miss H. C. Burns, he then makes it
public that he has no use for her services
in the school.

"The trouble with Principal Brooks."
said one of the Director-, "is that he de-
votes too much of his time to the garden
attached to the school, leaving the teach-
ers to run the classes as .hey see lit."

In the meantime Mi's Bragg is without
an assignment and Miss Leszynsky has
her class. What the Directors willdo to
straighten this tangle out at the meeting
on Wednesday night willbe watched with
interest by those affected.

In keeping with the spirit of turmoil
and unrest in this branch of the city gov-
ernment, Deputy Superintendent '. haries
L. Stone has added his share to keep the
pot boiling.

At the last meeting of the board Direc-
tor Gallagher called for the Deputy Su-
perintendent's report of schools visited
during the month of October. Deputy
Stone, who was present, answered rather
larilv that he was not an educator, but
merely a clerk to the Superintendent.
This statement, with various reports tied
irom month to month showing where
schools had been visited by Mr. Stone and
iiminute account of the time spent in each
school, was given in the various reports.
For instance, during the month of August
Deputy Stone states in bin report that on
the 20th he visited the Dudley Stone
School and remained there twenty min-
utes, but fails to state what be did on this
visit. During this same month he certifies
that he also visited Emerson Primary,
Grant Primary, Harrison Primary, Mis-
sion Primary, Girls' High School and Irv-
ing M. Sc.-tt Primary.

In September it is set forth in his re-
port that he visited Pacific Heights, Girls'
High School, Richmond and Hamilton
schools. The principals ofeach and every
one of these schools in their reports fail
to notice the visit of the deputy, although
itis a portion of their duty to note such a
visit in reports.

The Directors are puzzling their brains
over Deputy Stone's bills

"
for carfare.

For instance, inone month, when he cer-
tifies that he visited fifteen schools, his
bib lor carfare amounts to $4 15, and an-
other montn he visited eighteen schools
it an exrjetise to the ever- willing vic-
tims

—
the taxpayers— an expense of$4 80.

The Directors are of the opinion that it
would be cheaper and better tor both the
schools and the taxpayers ifa few dollars
were added to those bills for a railroad
ticket out of the State for some of the offi-
cials at the City Hall. Truly the educat-
ing of young America in the San Fran-
cisco schools ha-- been the cause of a great
de-.l of trouble to the twelve gentlemen
who volunteered to discharge their thank-
less duty. _.

WATSON SAYS
HEIS POOR

Swears fie Cannot Pay His
Divorced Wife Ali-

mony.

The Court Would Not Listen to
Himand Sent HimBack

to Jail.

His Home and Children Gone and
He in Prison Becanse of a

•Family Jar.

Poor William S. Watson appeared be-
fore Judge Hall In Oakland yesterday
morning, prepared to swear that be is
not worth more than $50.

But Judge Hall would not listen to
Watson's vow, and the poorly but de-
cently clad defendant was compelled to
return to the County Jail, there to serve
out the remaining hours of bis hve days'
sentence.

William Watson's attorneys have con-
trived, however, to relieve him of the sec-
ond part of his punishment for contempt
of court in refusing to pay Mrs. Watson
$70

—
two months' alimony. . They have

tiled _ bond, whose sureties are James W.
Watson, father of William Watson, and
Hujh M. Cameron, a real estate agent of
ibis city, guaranteeing Mrs. Watson the
sura sued for, provided that the Supreme
Court, to which an appeal bas been taken,
decides against Watson.

So William Watson will not be com-
pelled to languish in the County Jail till
ue consents to pay his divorced wife $36
a month. He is at liberty to seel*: work,
poor man; and if the California Powder
Company, in whose employ Watson was
up to tive days ago, before he became or
wished to become

—
a pauper, willconsent,

itis not improbable that William Watson
may at a bound step from the position of
a penniless occupant of a debtor's cell to
the comparative com ortof $125 a month
and a secretary's place.

What a wonderful country is this
America, where one may be _ pauper at
one moment and a highly respected offi-
cial at another.

Mr. Watson has borne his five days'
poverty very well. By means of that
thriftyingenuity, perhaps, which the very
poor acquire. early, he has managed to
keep himself clothed in the acceptable
style known as decent poverty. One has
infinite respect for the poor whose sell-
respect will not permit them to droD into
decayed untidiness. And, really, if you
did not know how poor poor Mr. Watson
is, you couldn't tell the difference be-
tween his clothes and anybody else's!

One is tempted to ask Mr. Watson
whether he has read "The Ring and the

Book." But you'd know the answer to
that question in advance. Mr. Watson
probably does not read poetry.

He is a small man, with a thin, smooth-
shaven face, a prominent nose, thin lips
and brown hair. Itis not likely that Mr.
Watson cares for Browning, but the poet
must have understood intimately sucb
C3«es as Wa «on vs. Watson.

William Watson has been beaten at
every point in his encounter with the lady
who was once his wile. Itis Mrs. Watson
to whom the decree of divorce was
granted. Itis Mrs. Watson to whom the
Judge gave the custody of the children.
Itis Mrs. Watson who retains posses-ion
of the -use Wat -on intended for his
home. Itis Mr-. Watson who carried off
the furniture declared by Watson not to
be community property. It is Mrs. Wat-
son who has been appointed assignee of
her divorced husband's estate in the in-
solvency proceedings. And, finally,iti'
Mrs. Watson who bas kept the fattier of
her children Id the County Jail for five
days because he would not pay her the
monthly sum the court has awarded.

But Watson's attorneys have carried
j their case to the Supreme Court, and, ac-
cording to thera, Mrs. Watson's victory
'.hough so complete is only temporary.

Watson's story, like every half-state-
ment of every divorce case, seems alto-
gether innocent and righteous. No doubt
Mrs. Watson's story, as told by herself,
would appear to be quite as convincing.

"We were married fifteen years ago,"
Mr. Watson paid yesterday. He sat in
the Sheriff's office and the clock was tick-
ing away his last half hour's incarcera-
tion. "Some time after we were married,
when Iwas very ill,Ideeded allmy prop-
erty to my wife, with the understanding
that the deed should not be recorded ex-
cept In case of my death. Two days be-
fore she brought suit for divorce against
mo she filed the deed. Now she is In pos-
session of my home, for whichIwas once
offered $5000, and of ail the furniture, more
ban $1500 worth. Now Ido not see why
Ishould be compelled to pay her alimony
besides, and I'm going to fight the case."
