IN TH~ BEICHSTAG.
An Interesting Debate Upon the

First Reading of the Guv rn-
ment Naval B 11.

BERLIN, Die. 6.—The Reichstag to-day
began the debate upon tae iirst readme
of the Government naval bill. Th« Im-
perial Chanceilor, Prince Hoheniohe,
made a statement on the subject, -raying: 1

•We absolutely require an efficient navy
to maintain the position created f r us by
the army. This conviction has gamed
ground with very large sactions of the
population, and Ideclare In the name ol
tiie federated governments that they con-
sider as an imperative necessity that
the navy should be strengthened, ana
that its strength should be Uxed by .e^is-
lative enactment. The bui, it is true, de-
mand* a certain sacrifice from the Reic ti-
sta-*. but by its adoption the hainis >f the
Government will also be tied. The adop-
tion ol a policy of adventure is far from
the thoughts of the Government, as is
any intention or r.valrv with the great
maritime powers. If we desire to secure
a position in the concert \u25a0•{ the powers,
which we mu-t have, a fleei ol modes
dimensions will be adequ.ue. I asic you
to adopt tbe bill for me welfare of lue
Fatherland.' 1 [Cheer- from the Right.]

Admiral yon r.rplta tfie Secretary of
Hi Navy, then addressed the House,'ex-
plaining indetail tne necessity for intro-
ducing the bill to strenjj neu tho uermaa
navy. He pointed out that Uhc proposed
new ships would estab isn a basi-, which,
for a long lime to come, would nie-t the
requirements ol the country. By the
adoption of the bill, the Secretary of the
Naw continued, the next Reichstag would
be deoarred from retardine the rate of
construction, but he insisted that no fur-
ther restrictions would be imposed upon
Parliament.

Herr Sciioenlank, Social Democrat, op-
nosed the bill. He thought itcurioti-' thrft
the flaws in ttie navy had only now been
discovered. Attempts were being nude,
he claimed, to frighten the people witn
phantoms and excite them to a c/aviW
for glon*. How, the speaker a-ked couid
this be reconciled with the pacific declara-
tionsof ihe iiaiDeror?

HOUSE FORMALITIES.

Having Reviewed and Referred the
Msssag-e the Rep-esentatlves Are

Now Ready for Business.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 6.—The opening

day of the tegular session in the House
passed without unusual incident of any
character. The formalities attending the
inauguration of the session are dry and
except as a spectale hardiy repaid the
crowds which thronged the public and
private galleries. Yet with few excep-
tions the visitors sat through the whole
proceedings.

Mr. Dingley, the floor leader of the ma-
jority. Mr. Bailey, the recognized leader
of the minority, and Mr. Grosvenor of
Ohio enjoyed the distinguished honor
of being appointed to • wait upon
the President, whose me-sage was
of course the event of the day: Its
reading was long and tedious, but it was
followed with close attention by the mem-
bers and the spectators in the galleries. I
Ther.» was no demonstration until the
reading was cone tide I,when the Repub-
licans joined in a hearty expression of
approval. Immediately after the reading
ofthe message the House adjourned out
of lespect to the memory of Senator
George of Miss s?ippi and Representative
Wright of Massachusetts, who h;id died
during the recess.

The House of Representatives presented
an animated appearance long before the
arrival oi the hour o: nocti. The sur-
rounding corridors were tilled with jost-
ling,mcving crowds, and nelore 11o'clock
the enci: cling caileries which overlooked
the floor were black with people.

The hall buzzed with the subdued hum
of conversation, as the members ex-
changed greetings and chatted in group*.
The leaders, who were eagerly pointed
out from the gallery, were slow in putting
in their appearance, Statesmen, like or-
dinary mortals, have an eye for dramatic
effect.

Committee and Chairman WaJiar of the 1

Banking and Currency Committee, whose
positions will pr< banij bring them a hint
of the public eye (luring the session, were
early on the floor mingling with their col-
leagues.

The flora! tributes of the members were
numerous and in some instances impos-
in. One, which attracts probably more
attention than any other on account of its
unique character, '.-raced tue desk of Gen-
eral osvenor of Ohio. Itconsisted of a
huge tree of yellow chrysanthemums and
American Beauty roses, under the nod-
ding tranches of which stood an innocent-
looking toy Inrub. Itwas a tribute from
the National Wool-growers' Association.
Some one discovered that upon the appli-
cation of pressure to a portion of the
lamb's anatomy it would give forth a
sound resemb'ing a bleat, and much
amusement and merriment followed this
disclosure.

Ihe representation of a hu^e gavel in
red «nd white carnations stood upon the
Speaker's table.

At iiiieen minutes before noon the floor
was cleared of ail per.«-ons except members

It i« true
that Senators Morean of Aluhams, Penis
of Alabama and oney of Missis \u25a0 ipuihave
decided to vote for annexation, but thH
defection willb<» more than offset by the
recruits from the Republican side, nrmely.

Dakota and Wellington of Maryland.

Theanti-annexationists were very much
gratified to-day when they learned that
Senator Hoar would oppose the treaty,
'or he it a very Influential member of the
Senate. His pos-i'ion became known in
this way: Senators "White and Chandler
were talking toee'her .11 the Senate cham-
ber, when Hoar joined them.

Chandler said, jokingly, "Well, we
ought at least try to oppose one of the
President's recommendations."

Senator Hoar responded: "Well, I
think Iwillbe able to oppose his Ha-
waiian annexation recommendation with-
out half trying. II the vote should be
taken to-morrow Isbou'd vote against

the treaty. In the meantime if the war
