LAWYER BOONE
UNDER THE BAN

Judge Morrow Ordered His
Name Stricken From
the Roll.

Disbarred on a Charge of Sell-
ing His Knowledge of an
Ex-Client’s Affairs.

A Decision That Is Expected to Go
Down to Posterity as a
Precedent.

United States Circuit Judge Morrow, in
an elaborate decision embracing abou:
13,000 words, has stricken the name of
John L. Boone from the rull of attorneys
of his court.

Tois act wasdone in the presence of the
highest legal talent of this State, Among
those who listened to the decree were the
brightest legal minas in California, and
among those brightest minds were a few
who need ask no odd: in legal acumen
| from the most celebrated members ot the
judiciary of the American Republic or
the British Empire.

The first partoi Judge Morrow’s opinion
dealt with the history of the case. Then
he quoted many autuorities, some of
them recondite and rarely quoted, as to
the power of the court to disbar an attor-
ney for conduct tending to bring the pro-
fession into disrepute, after which the

eci~ion went to the first char.e aguinst
Boone, that of having betraved his client,
or, more accurately speaking, of having
offered 10 give the adversaries of his ex-
client the benefit of the alleged knowl-
edge gained by him while acting as las
atrorney.

Touching upon the first charge, the
Judge said:

The evidence shows conclusively that Boone
on June 11, 1897, wrote the following letter
to Thomas A. Banning, the attorney for Mr.
Bates, in the action of Bowers vs. Bates:

SAN FRANCISCO, June 11, 1887,

Mr. Thomas Banning -DEAR SIR: Yours of June
4 received. Withour in sny way refleciing apon
your good fal h and integrity,it would hardly be ad-
visable for me to put 1n physicsl evidence the
information 1 referred 10 without knowing woat
use wouid b- maae of it, or what my position in
recard thereto wou d pe. Suffice i to say that my
relat'on 10 this case qu:lifies me to state that
the fact 1 refer to is not simply an imporiant one,
but tisa viiaione.

In my opinlon, it will reverse the decree a' ready
rendered and will take the stinog out of Bowers'
patenis Mind yon, Mr Bowers and f have never
quarreled; we never hed a word of misunder-
s.aunding.

Since the incident § refer to occurred I have re.
frained from taking any active psr:in his case.
| My withdrawal from his case was voluniary on my
part after he had obtained his final ree in Lthe
Von Schmidt case, I drew the contract of mutual
re.ease mys-lf without any previous conversa-
tion wi b bim, &nd after signing it | sent (0 him
for his signaiure. He aid not even know that I
contemplaied withdrawlog from his cass. He
never refused 0 pay me a y money—i. fact, I
have never asked him foracent. My withdrawal
wis because | knew the lecree was frauduiently
obtained, and I could not remuin 1u the case under
such circums ance

0 my re ease Bowers releases me from all obliga-
' tions rights and privi eges and cousentsihat I may

take emp oyment coutra, soth:t | am perfcctly
free to take empioyment from Mr. Baes or from
Any one eise without in any way violatiug n:y pro-
fessiona: honor. 1f I had remained 1u the case
with Bowers an: he had teen finaly successful,
there is no d-ubi but what I would bave veen
large'y pald, but I sa rificed all that 10 my sense
of i1znt and duty. I barulr know what to suggest
under the circumstan es, but you can readiy sce
that it wou d not be wise fur me o give my <uowl-
edge on paper at this time. Jf Mr. Bates want. 10
retain me then {t Isan .ther matter, as I am iresto
accept his emgpivyment.

®* * * In so far, however, a8 he proposed
to use the knowleage or informsation he nad
gained from his protessional relations with
Mr. Bowers in the examiuation of witnesses,
his conduct was certainly unprofessional, and
vicwed under the most extenuating circum-
stauces cannot be condoned. It was an act ol
disioyalty and infide.i:y to his clientand a
breach of the obligation he owed.

The decision here entered upon a most
serious charge,

* * * Tiiva fact of significance that the
responden: testifled as & wituess on behalf of
the petitioner in the case of Bowers vs. San
Francisco Bridge Company that the exhibit
which he now says was mutilated by Bowers
was in the same condirion as it had always
been. This tesiimony was given aft r the
alicged act of mutilation in tne Master of
Chancery’'s room had occurred.

Under ihis siate of facts [am led to the in-
evituble conclusion tnat the respandent s
guilty of one of two things: either he tcs i-
tied faisely and misled tue Court in his testi-
mony given to the Court and jury in the case
of Bowers vs. Bau Francisco Bridge Company,
or else the statement in bis letier to Mr. Ban
ning that the decree in the Von Schmidt case
had bern fraudulently obtained was a false-
hcod and a pure fabrication of his mind, made
with the evident purpose of throwing dis-
credit on his former client's decree to impair
its value as a precedent and authority, and
a!so to insurwe his employment by Mr, Bates.

* = * If the Court s satisfied that the re-
spondent did not tesiily fully and truly, a
conviction for perjury i< not a necessary pre-
requisite 10 discarment. If, however, the
Court should take the alternative, viz.: that
the respoadent testified truly, but that he
grossly wisrepresented matters in uis letter to
Mr. Banning, the resu 't is equalily uniortunate
for the respondent. * * ~ Ineiither event
he ought o be disbarred. * * * A Jawyer
who will resort to such practice cannot be
deemed a fit member of the profession.

In concluding this aireauy lengthy opin-
jon I cannot do better than quote the felic-
itvus ianguage of Justice Brewer, then Cir-
cuit Judge, in United States vs. Costen, sunra,
as follows:

“Itis the glory of our profession that its
fidelity to its cl ent can be dapended on; that
a man may safely go to s lawyer and converse
with him upon his rights or supposed rights
in auy litigation with tne sbsolute assarance
that thai lawyer's toungue is tied from ever
disclosing it; and any lawyer who proves fulse
to such an obligation and betrays or seeks to
belray any informa.ion or any facts that he
Las attained while employed on the one side
is gui.ty of the grossest breach of trust.

lcan tolerate a great many things that a
lawyer may do—thiigs that in and of theme
se.ves may peruaps be criticized or condemuned
when done in obedisnce to the interest or
supposed interests of his own client, and
wuen he is seeking simply to proteci and up-
hold those interests. If ne goes bevond per-
uaps the limits o1 propriety, I1can toleraie aud
pass that by; but I cannot tolerate for a mo-
ment, neither can the profession, neither can
the commuuity, any disloyaity ou the part of
s .awyer to hiscifent. Iuall things he must
be true to tnat trust, or, iailing 1t, he must
leave ihe profession.

The application for disbarment will be
granted, and the ;e<pondent will ~tand
disbarred and his name will be siricken
from the roil o1 attorneys and coun=eliors
of tnis court; and 1t is so ordered,

Robert Y. Hayne, president of the Bar
Association, was in the United States Cir-
cuit Court when the censure was passed
on Attorney Boone. When asked if the
Bar Association nr(ﬁvoued to take action
on the subject, Mr. Hayne replied that he
could not give any information on that
topic. The question, he thought, would
be met in the regular order at the next
meeting of the asscciation.

HELD FOR MURDER.

Dr. Samuel H. Hall Without Bail and
John Coakley ou 10,000 Bondsg,

The preliminary examination of Dr.
Samuel H. Hull and John Coakley on the
charge of murder in connection with the
death of Cozkley's wife was conciuded
before Judge Conlan yesterday afiernoon.

The Judge decided to Lold the defend-
anis to answer before the Superior Court,
Hall without vaii and Coakley on $10,000
bonds, which were promptly forthcoming.

Attorney McPike made strong appeal
for the release of Hall on bonds, but the
Judge was obdurate. McPike threatens
1o applv for a writ of habeas corpus to
compel the acceptance of bonds for Hall,

TRIED TO STOP
DOL-SELLING

Supervisor Rivers Intro-
duces a Stringent Or-
dinance.

It Covers Bets on Prize-Fights
as Well as Wagers at
the Racetrack.

Votes Were Lacking for Passage.
Frogress on the Olosing of More
Dens of Vice.

Supervisor Rivers made a desperate but
ineffeciual attempt to get an ordinance
prohibiting pool-seiling within the city
and county passed to print at yesterday’s
meeting of the board.

The order was intendea to prohibit
any and all persons from engazing in sell-
ing pools, or book-making, or making
bels or wagers upon any contest of akill
or endurance of either man or beast.

The order was accompanied by resolu-
tions which stated that “the practice of
gambling is becoming alarmingly preva-
lent and is the cause of disgracing and
rendering dishonest many of the boys
and young men of thiscity, rendering
them unfit for honorable occupations;
the vractice of gambling, with ail its
vicious rasults, demoralizing to both sexes,
is allowed upon racetracks under ti.e plea
of encouraging the vreeding of fast horses
and fostering a California industry.”

The order provides a penaity of a fine
not 1o exceed $3500, imprisonment not to
exceed six months, or both, for violations
of the order.

Failing to muster sufficlent votes to ob-
tain passage Lo print an aittempt was
made to have the order sent to the Hesith
and Police Committee.
