H^ McCormack is wel! known in Fresno,
T-tre ne operated. He was known by
v.ie name of Morgan. During the annual
race- there he robbed an unsuspecting
stranger out of a ?mall sum of money by
the time-worn top-ana-bottom came. He
was arrested for the offense and on the
advice of his friends in crime he em-
ployed ex-Senator Goucuer to defend him.

Aft»r a bitter trial he was convicted of
Ithe offense, but was let off with a light"

fine. The evidence showed that McCor-
mack enticed his victim to #a saloon,
where he introduced him to two of his
confederates.

One of them was dressed as a farmer
and pretended to have driven to town for
the purpose of "selling a load of hay."
The top-and-bottom game was proposed
by McCormack, who claimed to be a land-
owner in Southern California.

In a short time their victim lost $24. and
finally realizing that he was in the hands
of sharpers he left the place and subse-
quently notified the police,

McCormack was arrested immediately
afterward and lodged in jail. Learning of
bis arrest his confederates skipped out
and have not been caught.

After paying his small tine McCormacK
bunkoed Goucher out of his fee. Mad-
dened at the ingratitude of his client
Goncher swore to a complaint charging
McCormack with vagrancy.

Before the warrant could be served the
defendant left the place and came to this
city.

After being here several days he became
acquainted witha bucolic stranger and in-
duced him to visit the water front, osten-
sibly to see the ships.

While attempting to work the "lock
trick" on him a police oliicer who knew
McCorraack arrested him ju*t as his vic-
tim was about to part with a $-0 cold piece,
all the money he bad.

McCormack was charged with vagrancy,
but was released on his own recognizance
on condition that he would leave the city
within thirty days.

Beautiful Display of the Cali-
fornia Keramic Club

at the Palace.

Vine-Entwined Punch Bowls
Vie With Monkish Tank-

ards for Honors.

Doulton Plate', Persian Vases and
Porcelain Portraiture of Ex-

quisite Finish.

The annual exhibit of the California
Keruniic Club Legan yesterday afternoon
nt 1 o'clock in the niapie room of the
I'ui:!ce Hotel. It i< the custom of this
C ub to give i:s exhibitions each year just
before the holidays, and each year there
has been an improvement over the last.
liiis exhibition is do exception to the

rule, and the ladies have every reason to
be proud of the work presented to the
public.

The spacious room is filled with tables
beautifully decorated with exquisite
specimens of the keramic art and with
flowers. There is a simplicity and unpre-

teniio'.isn-ss about the display that makes
it doubly attractive and creatly strengt .-
ens the idea that keramics belong to
higher art.

Tt:e heavy rainstorm probably pre-
vented a crush, bu: it was not sufficient to
keep away a crowd. 'Jhe room was well
tilled from the time the doors were opened

until they ciosed last night, and while it
was not a demonstrative crowd it was a
very enthusiastic and appreciative one.
Last night a string orchestra was in at-
tendance aiid added to the pleasure of a
visit to the room. The exhibition willcon-
tinue to-day.

To attempt to individualize the works of
art to be seen on the table* would necessi-
tate an itemized list of articles. To soy
that one exhibit surpassed the others
would indicate lack of knowledge, for
ea.cn exhibitor is a specialist in some line
of work in which she excels. At best,
then, there can be but a passing and hur-
ried description of the special features of
each of the tables.

The two tables filled with the work of
Miss Alice Herrick and Mrs. May Herrick-
Ross are made attractive by the artistic
display of the war*. The most notic able
features of tail display are the punch-
bowl done incurrants, a beautiful tankard
on I a set done in green violet-.

Campbel occupy the next table. . Miss
Richardson's best work is violet decora-
tion, Miss Taylor's a tankard with
bacchantes, white Miss Campbel excels in
portraiture.

in blue monochrome have the next table.

Mr-, Paul Scott with portraiture and
Hiti Evelyn Porter with a fish set with
Hawaiian shell decorations and a portrait
of Charlotte Corday as. their most pleas-
ing pieces have the next table.

ami>iif» others, a beautifully decorated
ti<*h set, while at the same table Miss
O'Maiiey has, as her chief attraction a
jardiniere decorated with California pop-
pies.

Miss Nettie W. King has a series of love
plates in which she takes especial pride,
but there is a series of cathead decora-
tion? that show great skill and study in
catching varied feline expressions.

excels in this particular line.

The most striking display of the exhibit,
showinc exquisi'e taste in arrangpruent
as w.'ilas tine i«-ciinique in work, is that
of Mrs. T. W. Church. The iarse table
is deftly arranged with a varied assort-
ment showing a range or versatility not
often seen. A be.tutiiul vase surmounis
the pyramid with most exquisite lining
and delicate true nji. while on the corner
is a taiiKard sirrounded by mugs done In
a new redais-b-brown monochrome. Her
old faces are especially well drawn and on
the liner worK. especially noticeab.e on a
v^netie buckle, there is a fineness ihat
is hardly expected in Keranncs.

BREAKERS ROAR,
VESSELS WAIT

Vessels Cannot Get In and
Coasters Will Not

Venture Out

All the Shipping in Port
Warned to Get Ready for

a Southeaster,

Freights Are on the Jump and Handy
Vessels Are Holding Out

for BigRates.

The shipping south of Market street had
a lively time of ityesterday. Itblew hard
all the morning, but lulled during the first
part of the afternoon only to come up
again with renewed force toward sun-
down. About 4 P. m. Assistant Chief
Wharfinger Scott notified all the vessels
at the wharves l'rora Meings wharf to the

Mail cock to get out fenders and extra
mooring lines as a regular southerner

was expected.

Many of the captains had taken warn-
iup from their glnsses and had made
everything snujj before the news reached
them. The big ship Shenandoah at Har-
rison street was in the most exposed posi-

tion on the wa:er-front and Captain Dti'i-
pliy not only saw to it that everyiliinr
wa« snup. but liad everything in readi-
ness to move into the stream should the
position become untenable.

Not one of the masters of the ships in
the stream came ashore yesterday. Inex-
pectation of heavy weather they got out
extra anchors and prepared for the worst.
Several wheat-laden vessels were to hi,\v
sailed for Europe, but the captains would
not fnce a breaking bar, so th" craft re-
mainad at anchor. A four-massed shtp
whh a pilot aboard is on side und the bar
kept her thorp. The steam schooners
Newsboy, fiunol, Alratraz and Noyo and
the pchooner Neptune vtero to DAY*sjiied
lor const ports, but they also rem;ine t at
their moorings, the captains deciding to
wait for a change in the weather.

Toe steamer Columbia from Portland
was delayed nearly twenty-four hours by

ihestom and Hip (Vesron from the same
port had not been heard from last evening.
The t'o.umoia was caugbi in a heavy
southeast gale and wien the bar was
reached the captain did nof like to face it
in ihe fog

On theuptripwhen offCrescent City the
Columbia passed a Whitehall boat bottom
up. The steamer left here on November
29, two day after Mr. Bweet«er went fish-
ing at Lime Point. As Crescent City is
over 270 miles Irom San Francisco, it is
hardiy po«s b!e thai the overturned boat
could be ;he one in which lie left Sausa-
iitoa week aco last Saturday.

The launches Amy, William D and
America Jyi•

ie at the Folsom-street whari
had to seek -helter from the storm. Both
the Amy and the William D had the cabin
windows broken arid their cabins 11 ioded,
after which Henry Peterson thought it
was better to >-eeic a safer berth. The
French steamer La Madeline al>o got
ready for any err.ertrencv by getting up
\u25a0team. She is lyingat the Howard-street
wiiu-f,and the captain is ready to move
ai once :nto the stream should the storm
prove t o much for h:s vessel as she Let
moored at the wharf.

The American ship Wachasett, seventy-
two days irom Sydney, iiad a lively time
of it. (Ji September 29 s c ran into a
jrale, which lasted two days. She was
liove U) under lower toi'saiis, but even
then labored heavily. The decks were
tl)u ed, t>;e charthouse was stove in and
everyth i'l'-; movable was washed over-
boar.i. Luckily no one was injured, and
the vess>-! reached port safely,

Tne Pacific Mail Company's steamer
Tity of Pekine brought mura worK for tne
Quarantine Officer of the State Board of
ll'rticullure. Mr. Craw will have to
fumigate nearly 5000 casen of Japanese
oranges and a lur^e consignment of
pottrd plants. The latter are for San
Francisco deuer-, and willbe thorouchly
fumigated at the various nurseries before

their owners will bo allowed to trans-
i-laiit them. Large consignments of
Japanese orr.nges for New York and
Cnicago will go through in bond and
word will be sent to the quarantine
oilicers stationed mere to fumigate before
releasing the Iruit.

Wheat ships are very much in demand
and big rr.ces aie bein£ offered for those
av.iiliib c. Tiie old British ship City of
Hankow, which w»s built in the sixties,
tina received 40 stu.:ings to load wheat on
Pu:»'t Somid for Europe. The owners
of the vessel guarantee that the cargo
shall be delivered in good order. The
Norwegian bark Imperator, which was
chartered to load lumber at Novo for Eu-
rope, has been released. Her agents are
not at all anxious to recbarter hpr, as they
think freights will be consiiierab.y better
than 40 shillings a ton for wheat.

Reinsurance on the Natuma, now 208
days Irom London, and tlie Tavm.ount, '221
days from Lverpool, took a jump yester-
day. A vessel lias been reported a
wrecKCil on Inaccessib'e Island, one of the
Tn-tan da Cunha group inthe South At-
kintic. On September 15 th<» American
snip J. B. W iiker, Irom New York to Yo-
kohama, reporte 1 to the British bark In-
veruri the above fact. As the Walter also
signaled ttiat she was sh >rt of water itis
thought that she had he crew of the ship-

wrecked vessel aboard. Shipping men
think that the wreck may have been either
tne Naturaa or Tay mount, both bound for
this port, hence the advance ia the rein-
surance rates.
