NEW YORK STOCK MARKET.

NEW YORK. Dec. B.—To-day's stock market
opened this morning with a tremendous show of
animation and vigorous upward tendency, gains
being uniform pietty much through the list, it
was evident that the strength displayed by the
market yesterday bad brought orders to the com-
imission-house to buystocks. There was also buy-
ing for Lond *naccount for the first lime in several
days, the advance in prices here apparently fall-
ing to tempt arbitrage* brokers to sell. Their pur-
chases of St. Paul were on quite a large scale ai.d
they also bought Union Pacific, but theie were
sales of Louisville and Atcuison for Lou..on »c-
--count.

Sugar was the one exception in the strength of
tbe market a: the opening, but its loss soon
widened and heavy liquidation in tbe stock set in,
offerings beinu veryheavy and active support be-
ing of noavail te recover its losses. Yesterday's
rumor of an extra dividend was thoroughly dis-
credited this morning and yesterday's gain was
consequently completely wiped out oefore the an-
noun ementot the regular dividend. The slock
was very feverish all day and fluctuated widely
and frequently, bnt worked constantly toward a

lower level and closed near the lowest, "with a net
loss of 48/g. Total sales were 120,000 shares.
Consolidated Gas was also a mark tor the reac-
tionists and dropped at one lime 4% points.

The consequence was that the mantel was kept
unsettled all day. When the general advanced me
to a stop dullness Intervened ana there weie fre-
quent rallies, Farly in the tiinal hour prices of
many stocks were at the best, but the final drop
in sugar again weakened prices all around and
left net gains confined to fractious in almost all
cases and a fair sprinkling of losses all through
the list. Union Pacific was heavy on account of
the steps taken by the Government to qualify as a
bidder at tne Kansas Pacifi*.- sale.

The activity displayed by the bond market was
gui:c remarkable for the first hour, approaching
81,760.000 in par value, and, Itis said, breaking
the record for one hour's business. here v.as
some decrease lv activity earlier in the day, but
the ten- continued strong and the prices of a
numb r of bonds of the middle grade moved up
from one to several points.

The Interest In tbe option did not then
die out as It did yesterday. More buying orders
came inafter a slight reaction which put the price
lo$1 ul.

There was _:uol action 111 the May
price also, due partly to the bidding up of Decern-
ue . partly due 10 bull Influences Chicago re-
ceipts were 2Mcar*, compared with 27 cars last
year, but there are extraordinary inducements be-
ingoffered to bring wheat h>r-' if it comes up to
coin h requirements of the Chicago contract
quality.
