WHEREAS, Public attention has recently
been directed to the large number of deaths
occurring from asphyxiation by gas, and
subsequent investigations by the Coroner of
this city and county and by others have
developed facts tending to show that the
fliuminating gas now 1in use in this eity,
owing 1o its impure and poisonous condition,
is largely respousibie for so many fatalities in
cases where persous, by accident or otherwise,
have been overcome by its deadly fumes,
therefore be it

Resolved, That the chemisi of this board is
hereby directed to at once begin suech an in-
vestigation, by analysis or otherwise, as will
inform this board of the true constituents of
the gas being consumed by the citizens of this
city and county that we muy be able to deter-
mine whether it is of such & nature as to be
dangerous to public health, and to report the
results of investigation gt
