A ROUND VALLEY TALE.
There Is No Hope for "Jack"

Littlefield's Mur-
derers,

The State Supreme Court Declares
That They Had an Impar-

tial Trial.

One more chapter of the history of Round
Valley has been told, and two of the men
who lent their hands to the spilling of
human blood have been placed where
ihey can do no ruor \u25a0 harm to their fellow-
men. They are B. W. Van Horn and John
Crow, convicted of murder in the second
degree and sentenced to serve twenty-five
v<ars each in the State prison at San
Quentin for the Killingof A. D. Little-
field, commonly called Jack Littlefield.
The Supteme Court yesterday confirmed
the sentence of the lower court that sent
them to a quarter of a century behind
prison bar--.

The tale of their crime forms one of the
interesting features of the reign of blood-
shed that for years made Round Valley
the most notorious section of the State.
John M. "Vinton was one of the stanch
supporters of George W. While, the "King

of Round Valley," serving as superintend-

ent of that sovereign's cattle ranch. On
September 25 he was shot, some say in a
drunken row, and others by his own ca-e-
--les-ness. At any rate he accused Little-
field of the crime". The latter was one of
the few men who went to the aid of Mrs.
Frankie White when she was getting a
divorce from her husband, consequent.
he was not in good standing with the
"king."

Van Horn was tie con-table, and on
bearing that Littlefield had sboi Vinton,
his personal friend, he went with Crow to
arrest the aciused. Litileticld was found
on a mountain trail with several others
who were driving cattle. He at once sur-
rendered to the officer and gave up his
arms. The captors and their prisoner
started out for Ukiah, but they had not
cone lar before three shots were tired from
ambush and ho fell dead. Van Horn
and crow returned to the friends of the
murdered man, and told them that a mob
of iwentv men look their prisoner from

them and shot him to death, twenty

shots. Hi*friends found mm u^:ing to
a tree with three bullets in his body.

An investigation showed that mere had
been no mob, and Van Horn and Crow
/vere charged with the crime, or, at least,

Ming111 the conspiracy to murder L.iltle-
-1 Id. Nearly every one for ten miles
•Vound was made to test and the evd-
uence showed that there had not been a
mob in that part of the country. The
trial was lons ana resulted as stated.

From the judgment the defendants ap-
pealed on the ground that the committing
magistrate had postponed the preliminary
examination for over two weeks without
the consent of .he accused. Too higher
court held that their rights wi.ro not in
jeopardy, for they would have been ar-
rested on another complaint; besides ihev
had redress in habeas corpus. Another
objection to the verdict was that the
Slier. had given the jurymen a drink ol
liquor; but the Supreme Court said that
there was no evidence that the jury was ]

under the influence of drink. The otherpoints were dismissed as not being worthconsideration.

He also soon recovered
consciousness and refused to remain in
the hospital, saying lie would be all right.

William Davis is an old-established
harness-maker of San Francisco and lives
in East Oakland. The wife's complaint
charged cruelty, but the court held that it
was not sustained. Under the rniing ol
the court Mrs. Davis is allowed $14,350
cash and property as her share of the
community property. Next Monday the
case will be concluded, when the deed
will be ready. The cash may be paid
any time within ten years in sums of nut
less than $50.

Burglars are very bu«y in San Mateo as

well as in this city. Tuesday evening the
houseof George W. I)ckie, manager of the
Union Iron Works, wasentered and nearly
everything of value, except the furniture
and carpets, was carried off,including the
provisions in the pantry. The burglars
left the frontdoor open.

Wednesday night the general merchan-
dise store of Paul Bettleheim was entered
and a laree quantity of provisions and
other poods was stolen.

The authorities are without a clew, and
have asked assistance from the police here
in their efforts to trace the burglars.

H. A. Widemann Fails to Reduce

The men cot off together, but
Stolle soon fell to the rear, Tney had 10
swim across the tank nineteen limes, and
at • ach turn Stol'.e lost a few feet.

He was not near so quid* as Brewer in
turning, and after the men had cros«ed
the lank twice it was evident that Stolle
ha! no chance of winning. Brewer kept
pulling away from him at every turn and
did not seem 10 be exerting himself. He
made the quarter mi.c in 6:24 flat, with
Biolle about fifteen yards behind him.
Stolle says that he slill believes that he
can beat Brewer on a course requiring
fewer turns.

TABLES NEATLY TURNED.
Mrs. Levy, Who Caused Mrs.

Flaherty's Detention, Will
Be Arrested.

Judge Hebbard rinds the Oase Is
Not One for the Insanity

Commission.

The tables have turned in the little
Harriet-street feud in which Mrs. Mar-
garet Flaberly and Mr*. S. Levy are the
leading spirits. Mrs. Flaherty, who lives
at 147 Harriet street, bas four children,
and through some cause Mrs. Lsvy took a
spite at the children and would occasion-
ally throw a bucket of water over them as
they were going to or returning from
ccbool. Monday night Mrs. Flaherty and
Mrs. Levy had a warm arument on the
matter and Mrs. Levy came to the con-
clusion that her neighbor was insane. In
consequence she went to Ihe County
Clerk's office and s wore out a Warrant be-
fore Deputy County Clerk James Daiv
charging Mr*. Flaherty with being a
lunatic.

Mrs. Flaherty was arrested and yester-
day morning the case came up before
Jud.*e Hebbard. A few questions were
put to the principal witness against Mr«.
Flaherty and the court immediately
reached the conclusion that the case was
one for the Police Court and not for the
Insanity Commission as Mrs. Flaherty
showed no signs of a deranged mind. He
ordered her discharged and she leit the
City Hall with her husband. Later in the
day Mrs. Flaherty's husband, John Flah-
erty, returned an Iswore out a warrant for
the arrest of Mrs. Levy charging her with
maliciously procuring a warrant lor the
arrest of Mrs. Flaherty.

Mrs. Levy was arrested shortly after-
ward and locked up in the City Prison.
She refused to make a statement, except
to say that at the proper time, she would
show that Mrs. Flaherty was not in her
rißtjt mind.

INSANE UHL
TRIES TO MURDER

A Desperate Attempt to
Kill Two Men at

Temescai.

He Is Now Believed to Be the
Slayer of Patrick

Murphy.

The Homicidal Maniac Escaped and
Is Now Pursued by Many

Officers.

Oakland Office San Francisco Call,,
9jß Broad Dec. 10. J

Ferdinand Uh!, a homicidal maniac, at-
tempted to murder Constable Gus Kich
and Edward Kearney at Tcme-cH to-
night. Alter shooting at Kearney lie fired
at the constable at such close range that
the officer's face was powder-burned. The
dangerous maniac then made his escape,
though a posse of officers were soon alter
him.
Itis now generally believed that it was
Ihi who slew Patrick Murphy last night,
though his family think he was home at
the lime of the fatal shot, Uhlhas been
insane for some years, and was coniined
in an asylum until a fen* months ago,
when he was set free and pronounced well.
The shooting last night is the sensation
of the neighborhood. As iho insane man
is still at large there is great terror, espe-
cially among the women, who have barred
themselves in their homes. The shooting
occurred under the following circum-
stances:

Ed Kearney was passing the Uhl resi-
dence shortly before 7 o'clock, when he
saw Ferdinand Uhl appear in the door
and fire a pistol. He ran up the street
and notified Constable Koch hut he had
been snot at by Uhl. Kocn went to the
house and rang the bell. As the door was
opened a shot was fired inhis face, blind-
ing him. He rolled off the steps as three
more shots were fired.

Tbe door closed as he jumped ovet the
fenc* and ran to C. W. Moore's grocery
stote and telephoned :o the police at Oak-
land ior re-enl\jrcements. Kocn's face was
badly powder-marked and blood va-
oozing out of it,which caused every one
to believe that he was shot. An exami-
nation showed that the only bullet tbat
struck htm cut a hole through his coat-
collar. He soon joined in the hunt lor
the insane man.

Ferdinand Unl, who did the shooting,
escaped from the House by the back door",
ait,r reloading his revolver. The empty
spells nicked up in the bouse were Smith
& Wesson make of 38-cahber. A year ago
last August he was committed to Ufciah
for insanity. Early in January lust year
lie was released as cured. He has acted

dearly at limes, but never caused alarm
to his family until the latter part of Octo-
ber when he went io Redwood City to
visit a brother.

The day alter his arrival he threatened
to killa fruit vender. He entered a doc-
tor's t>flice and a tied for something ihat
wouid kill ttie man easily. The physician
notified the Sheriff, ana Uhl was taten
into custody anil delivered to his family
lor 1 roper ear*.

Warden Keating and others declared
that lie should have been committed from
Redwood City, but as the father look
charge of him nothing more was thought
of it. In sneaking of to-night's aflair,
Urn's father said:

"1 sat here by the table reading. All
of a sudden Ferdinand ran through iue
two rooms to the from daor and ran across
the street. He came back quickly and --at
down inthe corner by me. 1dropped my
paper, and, standing up, said: 'Ferdi-
nand, have you a pistoi?' He replied,
'Yes, Ihave.' Iasked him to give it to
me. He replied, 'No, I won't,'
and ran back to his room.
Just then the doorbell rang and
Annie started toanswer it. He ran past
her, opened the door and tired at "the
constable. He shut the door ana ran up
stairs, and as he came downIheard shells
dropping*. 'Ihe girls begged me to keep
away from him and ran to a neighbor's.

"He called to the girls from the back
door to come and stay in the house with
him. We have not seen him since and do
not know which way he went when he
left."

Mrs. Uhl was badly frightened and
begged for an officer to remain in the
house. Sue said she was alratd he would
killthem all. "Inever knew he had a
pistol," she said, "but have always been
afraid he would get one. We have
searched his clothes and room closely and
never found anything that would lead us
to believe he had one."

Miss Annie Uhl declared that her
brother Cuiild not have been the slayer of
Murphy, as he was home when Murphy
was killed. Others are by no means so
certain that Ferdinand was in the house.
Several claim 10 have seen him at Forty-
seventh and Grove streets, half a bloc*
from the scene of last night's tragedy,
shortly after it happened. To-night it
was reported that a man was seen running
through Lockley square, hall a mile
northeast of the Uhl residence, shortly
aft« the shooting.

Chief of Polite Lloyd, Sergeant Morri-
son, Officer Stahl and several constables
and deputies hurried to the locality and
a thorough search was made for Uhl.
Every man and boy in the neighborhood
who could get 0111 joined in the hunt,
while the women locked the doors and
huddled together in inner rooms fearing:
that the madman mightcome inon them"

Deputy Sheriff Will White ami Officers
Stahl and Sherry were detailed to remain
in the house to-night to protect the fam-
ilyand capture the son should he return
before morning.

Uhl is well prepared to tret away. His
mother states that in her searches for a
revolver she discovered that he had $110
in gold, be?ides silver.

THECMINOR SYMPHONY.
A Splendid Interpretation of1

Beethoven by Fritz
Scheel.

The Ladies Wore Millinery That
Created Quite a Wagnerian

Illusion.

The Symphony Society commenced real
work at the Tiroliyesterday with a pro-
gramme that was beautiful and in earn-
est. Scheel was at his best and the band
was withhim to the last man. Itwas an
afiernoon of distinguished pleasure for
the lovers of good music, and the audi-
ence

—
a larj.-e one

—
gave token of

judicious enthusiasm. Some tew strag-
gled late (and tbey ere promptly im-

prisoned in tho lobby until such time
as the music came to a fullstop) and many
would not observe .he formality of remov-
ing their bats; but on the whole the audi-
ence Dure itself much better than usual.
Even the hats that were almost as large
as Christmas trees and twice as hand-onie
were not without value by way olsuggest-
ing the invisible orchestra of Beyruth
during the playing of the Wagner pieces.

The symphony was Beethoven No. 5;
the subsidiary selections were the ' inii-
tinuser" and the "Euryanthe" overture-,
Siegfried's "Rlilne Journey" from 'Got-
lerdamerung," and the Bacchanale from
Saint ba its' "Samson and Delilah," It
was a programme that demanded of he
leader virtuosity and scholarship, a light
hand and a massive on.*, plastic person-
ality, rueged good sense and a lightning-
change pulse, and it go', them all in the
playing. Had Scheel needed a reputation
in San Francisco, yesterday afternoon
wouldhave given itto linn on the spot. Al-
ready the performance is one of the good
traditions of the town.

The noblest work,of course, was in the
symphony. Since Theodore Thomas no
one has been here why played Beethoven
as Behcet plays him. Ihave heard itsaid
<>! fcfeheel that his value stops with his
personality

—
that he has the littlegracis,

the manners of music, in line degree and
an affable temperament, but not the broad,
tranquil, reverent m.no. of the musician;
but 1never believ. d it. If there were not
breadt . tranquility and reverence in the
interpretation of ihis symphony the qual-
ities do not exist.
Ido not see the sense in making pro-

gramme music of every oichestrai piece,
for the programme (the stoty) is usually
to be found in your own moou and appre-
ciation. Once Mr. Whistler looked over
the catalogue of a London picture show
and saw that most of the paintings were
described by quotations from famous
verse. Af'er Inspecting the pictures he
said: "Allthe poetry oi English art is in
the catalogue." Bui tho C minor svm-
P ony has a story which ittells for itself
in a tot gue unmistakable. Any one With
ears aim icart can understand its note of
human. to humanity. The work is in-
contesnbly human; it deals in the moods
of mankind.

1here is eerie music that willsuggest to
the sensitive listener things not of this
earth; there is music that paints land-
scape and music that paints marines and
music thai pictures the confusion of the
elements; there is the mathematical prob-
lem music and the music of the passions
and the music of the dunee

—
all sorts of

music lOr all sorts of people. And there is
music thai depicts the abstract emotions
and amiiions oi mortal man, and this is
to be found at its best in the C minor sym-
phony. The worn may well be called the
summary of a life.

Scliell played this symphony without
trick or pose. He was a reproach to his
detractors. Ha did not grimace the huge,
humorous passages of the scherzo where
the double basses sound their deep glee;
he did net descend to banal rubato in the
warm variations in the slow movements-
he did not make mere melodrama of the
strife in ihe introduction, nor a muscian's
picnic of the joyous conclusion. Every bar
of lie score that baits the path of the
vain leader wlih chances for exploiting
his own personal blandishments waa ign-
ored by Scheel. He played the music,
nothing more and nothing less; and this
is » task for big men only.

The "Gollerdammerung" excerp was a
test lor the band; it is necessarily difficult
and the least slovenliness in the attack
will muddle it to nothing. Itwas given
with sonority and feeling. The Saint
Baena ballet music **a<played with splen-
did rytbm and sensuousnes-i and both the
overtures were admirable.
Iwas pleas d 10 hear the "Tannhau-ser"

oveiture taken at a less runaway pace
than when Scheel played it earlier In the
season. Ashto** Stevens.

Three of the Freeholders Will H,vo

INSPECTION AT
THE PRESIDIO
Colonel Burton Making His

Annual Tour of the
Posts.

Every Item of Government
Property Passes Under His

Critical Eye.

His Work to Conclude With a Re-
view of All the Troops Some

Day Next Week.

Colonel George H. Burton, inspector-
general United Stales army for the divi-
»ion of the Pacific, has about concluded bis
annual tour of inspection of the various
posts under his jurisdiction. All the
smaller posts, including Benicia barracks,
AngelIsland, Alcatraz and Fort Mason,
have been visited and now the colonel is
engaged in examining into the condition
ofaffairs at the Presidio.

For the last four days he has been en-
gaged in this work and has completed his
task with the exception of tho inspection
and review of the troops, which is always
the la<t thing on the programme.

The inspection began with a visit to
each building devoted to the use of the
officer?, the condition of the building*
being thoroughly looked Into. Tna bar-
racks were next visited and every nook
ar.d corner was peeped into. The rations
supplied the men, the kitchen, cooking
utensils, dishes, etc., were all spread out
in review and everything was found to be
in first-class condition.

Next came the examination into the va-
rious account*, and this was slow work, for
in addition to the regular payrolls and
post and regimental funds each company,
troop and battery has a separate "messfund," which also came in for inspection.
Yesterday was devoted to an inspection of
the stables of Troops B, C, Iand X,
Fourth Cavalry, and LightBatteries C andX, Third Artillery, and this was done
withas much care as were the quarters of
thf officers and men. Every pound of
hay and grain hod to be accounted for,
each animal examined and its fitness for
service ascertained.

Not a single detail escaped the critical
eye of the inspector, who concluded his
day's labors with a visit to the sheds in
which are kept the field pieces and cais-
sons of the two light batteries. These
were found to be in good condition, and
Colonel Burton drove away after ex-
pressing himself as wellpleased with the
condition of the post.
It was Colonel Burton's intention to

bold his inspection and review of the
troops to-day, but a large part of the re-
viewing ground is covered with water
from the recent rains, and he decided to
postpone tins part of his work. The re-
view willho the spectacular feature of the
in-pection, and always attracts a large
crowd of sightseers. There are nearly
1000 enlisted men in the three branches of
the service stationed at the Presidio, and
.ill of these, including the band of the
Fiist Infantry, willbe inline. Before the
review Colonel Burton will co down the
line and inspect the uniforms and arms
ot the officers and men, and it willbe an
unhappy oldier who has a button on his
emit unfastened or a fleck of dust on his
rill- or carbine.

DEPPE DID NOT MURDER.
j Jury Found That He Was

Temporarily Insane When
He Shot Z:immitt.

In Consequence His Act Was Not a
Criminal One and He Was Pound

Not Guilty.

H. N. Deppe, who shot and killed
Jo-epb Zammitt, a fireman, in front ot a
truckhouse on Market street, between
Tenth and Eleventh, on the 27ih c!
last September, was acquitted by a jury
in Judge Wallace's court last evening.
The shooting was admitted by the de-
fendant, but in extenuation for his crime
he pleaded insanity, which was caused by
the actions* of his victim. The cite wen to
trial on the Ist of DecemDer, and much
evidence was admitted to prove the c> n-
ditfon of the defendant.- mind at the time
of the shooting. The jury accepted the
defense offered as a complete one, and ex-
cused Deppe for !*i3 act.

Deppe is a saloon man and conducts en
estab lshment at Fifteenth and Shotweil
streets. Up to the time of his arrest he
lived with his family and was always a
contented man until Zammitt crossed his
threshold. One day while Deppe was
away Zimnntt made a criminal assault
upon his wife, and from that moment the
men were enemies. Deppe let the matter
pass fjr the time bjinc, but later began to
brood on '.lie criminal acton of tbe man
who he supposed was his trientl. Finally
Zammitt began to boast of his crime and
slander the wife of Deppe, and itreached
his ears. On tne 27th o! September
Deppe, his mind unhinged by the act and
boasting of Zummitf, took a revolv;r and
went in search of the man who had
wronged him. He met him in front of
the truckhou-e, and without a word shot
him dead. Deppe was arrested immedi-
ately following the shooting and taken to
prison. Several days were occupied in the
trial of the case, and yesterday afternoon
at 4 o'clock it went to the jury. Two
hours later a verdict for the de:endant
was found, and Deppe walked from the
courtroom with his family a fr*e man.
