On January 10 the Southern Pacific willad-
vance its eastbound freight rates on the fol-
lowing commodities, formerly carried at the
rate of 50 and 80 cents a hundredweight In

carload lots to 76 cents a hundredweight:

Beans (formerly 50 cents), borax (formerly 50
cents), canned goods (formerly 60 cents), glue
formerly 60 cents). infusorial earth (formerly
60 cents), wine In barrel, quicksilver, rice,
tallow, barley, wheat, boneblack and mustard
seed. The price on practically all these com-
modities will advance to the present figures
less than four months ago. Other commodi-
ties advanced in hundredweight rates on car-
load lots are: Brandy in barrel, 85 cents (for-

merly 60 cents), bitters In glass, JI (formerly
"*5 cents), wine in glass, "l (formerly 50 cents).

Theee advanced rates apply to such freight
sent east to New Orleans and to New York
by way of tbe Sunset route and by way of
Galveston and the Mallory line.

CHICAGO, Dec. 27.—Wheat opened firm at

from %c to %c decline of the closing price of
Friday, in initial sales ranging &4%c to 94%c,
with a few sales a moment later at 94%-J9i%c.
An active trade was done for an hour, and the
market for that length of time maintained the
appearance of strength. May sold as high as
94%@54%c. Subsequently trade slackened and
the price weakened slowly within half an hour
from the close. Apparently the only reason
for the strength waa the new European war
scare, as nothing else of a bullish character
was contained in the early news. There were
eeveral bearish features in the day's news,
chief of which was an estimate made ln a ca-

b legram from Buenos Ayres, making the Bur-
plus of wheat for export from Argentina 40,-
--000,000 bushels. Foreign markets were closed
on account of the Christmas holidays, hut the
receipts of some buying orders for futureson European account were reported, and at
least 150,000 bushels were bought ln the pit
there on an order from Liverpool. The Liver-
pool Corn Trade News estimated the world'sshipments of last week at 8,488,000 bushels, ex-
clusive of other shipments.

The United States' contribution to last
week's total was 4,557.000 bushels. The visible
supply Increased 1,051,000 bushels, compared
VUb an lnor«Me of £20,000 the year bfciota.

The heavy receipts here and at the North-
west points caused considerable jreall«lng and
short selling by professionals. May closed
at 94c.
