THE air was full of the message of
the Easter bells. "Peace on earth,
good will toward men," welled from
every church tower and brought its

meaning home to those who heard. It
was a day of peace slipped into weeks of
talk of war, and on the verge of the crisis
people paused to listen to the choru3 of
iron tongues and brazen throats and to
rellect upon Its meaning.

It meant something to every one—a
great deal to many. It filled the churches
and lent its aid to the prayers of those
who thronged the sanctuaries; It wooed
the sunlight and chased away the clouds
and went with the people etfen as far as
the ocean, where the song of the bells
blended with the voice of the Bea.
It was a day of rejoicing and happiness

from the gray of the morning when nrst
the men of God proclaimed that Christ
had risen to the last note of the vesper
chime. There were special services in
most of the churches in the morning, and
again In the evening many were alight,
and thousands joined in the evening pray-
ers.
It Feemotl as if the crowds had left the

churches only to seek the park, for it
looked as if the whole city was there. It
needed neither the smiling day nor the
bells, nor even a calendar to herald the
fact thai it was Easter— lt needed only
the rainbow hues of the millinery to tell
of the Eastertide.They came In all sizes and shapes and
colors-, and the pJain in front of the band
stand looked likt- an artist's pallette dot-
t' d with shades enough for a southern
sunset. lellov?—the poppy yellow that
Bhii.es bo. brilliantly on the Californian
hills—seems to have met the feminine
fancy for spring creations this year; itwas on nearly all the big hats" on the
main drive of the park yesterday—some-
times the Sower itself, sometimes its
gorgeous hues on ribbon or lace or velvet.

It was a typical (^ alifornian day. and
after religious duties were over the peo-
ple enjoyed it in typical Californian fash-
ion.

The papal benediction given to the
people by the Most Reverend Archbishop
Riordan was the most striking part in
the service yesterday at St. Man s Ca-
thedral. It followed the solemn pontifical
high mass and the people received it *-;tli
all the fervor of the Christians who make
pilgrimages to Rome for this great bless-
ing. The mass was particularly solemn,
it being one suns: only on great feasts in
the church. Father Prendergast preached
the sermon at the mass, choosing for his
subj< et "The Resurrection."

The decorations were most beautiful.Ferns, fan palms, date palms and yuccas
surrounded the steps leading to the tab-
ernacle and Bermuda and Bast India lil-
ies were in profusion in the sanctuary.
During the mass the altar was a blaze of
light. In the sanctuary stood the Easier
randlf, which was lighted while the choir
was intoning the "Gloria." Thia candle
a not merely a decoration; it is one of

:andle on Maundy Thursday, and It burns
it every mass until Easter is over.

The Third Congregational Church was
tastefully decorated yesterday. Rev. Dr.
Rader's words at both morning and even-ing services told of the message of Eaitergladness and peace to men.

Several persons were welcomed to
church membership by the pastor, who,
after reading the services, emphasized
the appropriateness of the occasion inacknowledging their belief In a risen
bavior.
Ihe lesson at the morning services was

from I(. orinthians, the fifteenth chanter
wherein St. Paul preached resurrection tothe unbelieving people of Corinth. Thepastor said the question asked "How arethe dead raised?" was clearly answeredby Paul, and in his exegeses quoted, "Weare sown a natural body and are raiseda spiritual body." Science had added to
philosophy the fact that nothing really

dies: it decays only to reappear in other
forms; that the dead are resurrected at
the moment of death, leaving- the ma-
terial and taking on the immaterial form
without of necessity losing their own
identity. A study of nature reveals the
answer to the question, "How shall the
dead be raised again?" That it is in
perfect harmony with the scientists' as-
sertion that the human soul possesses
functions not exercised during the pres-
ent existence, hence they must be exer-
cised ina future one."

The pastor called attention to the fact
that Christ's message, left with the dis-
ciples after his resurrection, was one
of peace, and he deplored the fact that
each successive Eastertide has not found

It more fullyunderstood. He spoke with
sorrow of the present cloud of strife
lowering over the horizon; of the tur-
bulence of the masses clamoring for war.IHe feelingly exhorted the exercise of the

; spiritual in man which, he said, willren-
I der war a thing of the past.

"The two greatest days in the history
of this world are the day of creation,
when God tirst said let there be light and
the morning stars sang together, and that
day when Christ rose from the dead and
filled the world with his increasing vol-
ume of Easter songs.

"The resurrection of Christ settles the
question of anothex life. The grave is a
pertinent fact In every man's life. Shall
he live again? Lifeis sweet; we are not
willingto be done with it. The life of
others is doubly sweet; we are not will-
Ing to be done with them even at the
grave. The mother never sees the da^y
when she is willingto lose her children,
and after they are gone there are no
waters of Lethe where she may find for-
getfulness.

"Would the question of immortality
ever nave become a certainty were it not
that over in the long array of graves this
one of Christ is open and empty? Life as
we know it is connected with the body,
nor can we forget the dust. But as the
almond tree blossoming in February tells
us of a power at woric that willbring all
the trees of the garden into bloom, so
the open grave of Christ tells us of a
power at work at whose voice all that are
in their graves shall come forth."

STILL FRAGRANT

Edward Ha-rrigan Appears
Once Again in a Famous

Part.

The Easter Opening of the Hyde
Comedians at the Orpheum a

Big Success.,

13d ward Harrlgan has grown much
older than when we saw him last, and
the play of "Old Lavender" has aged
even more than its author-actor, but
Harrigan is still an actor of remarkable
originality and personal spell, and last
night his characterization of Old Lav
was attended with sympathy and admira-
tion by an audience that more than
comfortably filled the California Theater.
Even the oldest and staunchest admirer
of Harrigan and his art could not wit-
ness a performance of "Old Lavender"
to-day and call it more than a series ofDickinesque character studies threadedon the slightest of melodramatic stories*
It is the best that Harrican has everwritten, and still a great wry short ofbeing a real play. But for all its unreal-ity of plot and reckless bursts of song

there are several characters in it whichare not soon forgot, and one. Old Lav
himself, which already has become al-
most a classic among the few memorablefigures of the American stage. There i.«
something unerringly human in Harri-
gan's Old Lav—his very extravagances
seem natura.l and consistent, his humor
is good humor of the rarest sort, and his
pathos is quietly and gently tru<>. The
years have not relaxed Harrigan's grip
on the part with which his best efforts
have been identified, and while his pres-
ent company and scenic outfit are not
first-rate, there is enough character in
the performance to make Itcuriously and
genuinely attractive.•

The Easter matinee at the Orpheum
disclosed an entire new bill in Hyde's
Comedians, as clever a vaudeville band as
has been here since the palmy days of
the Boston Howard Atheneum show.
There are seven turns; none of a fastidi-
ously high grade, but all plain, out and
out variety acts, clever, capable and just
the sort admired by the better class of
persons who patronize the Orpheum— just
the sort that have been the exception
there rather than the rule during the last
six months. The one serious fault in yes-
terday's performance was the exagger-
ated length of several of the acts, theseven being stretched out to cover the
time usually devoted to nine or ten.

Mclntyre and Heath, old-time minstrel
men, have a sketch of peculiar humor
and idiosyncratic charm which needs only
condensation to be a gem; John T. Thornemploys a very comical personality in theskit called "The Rustic Actor," but helingers longer than is tactful; and CharlesR. Sweet, who, perhaps, is the only manon any stage who can interest an au-
dience with tricks on the piano-
forte at this time of day, overstays him-self in a lengthy monologue.

The other turns profit by their celerity
Williams and Walker do a spirited fifteen
minutes of song and step, contrasting in
their persons the linen duster nigger and
satin-faced coon, winding the act up witha livelycake walk, in which participate
two prancing ladies of authentic choco-
late tint and a sumptuous drum major
The Great Lafayette is greatest In hiscaricature of John Philip Sonsa, whose
little vanities of the baton he hits offdelleiously; and Ajax, tbe boneless gen-
tleman, executes some marvelous convo-

lutions of himself. Helena Mora, whose
manly barytone first introduced "That Is
Love" to an Orpheum audience many
years a^o. sings several of the descrip-
tive BOnga that are typical of the spieler-
voiced fraternity with large effect, and
does really remarkable melodramatic
work in a song written in glorification of
the present unpleasantness; concluding
with "The Star Spangled Banner" to an
accompaniment of Old Glory, patriotic
scenery and applause that breaks the
Sabbath for blocks around.
