EXPLANATION.

The arrow flies with the wind. The top fig-
ures at station indicate minimum temperature
for the days: those underneath it. If any. the
amount of rainfall or of melted snow in inches
and hundredths during the last twelve hours.
Isobars, or solid lines, connect points of equal
air pressure; isotherms, or dotted lin^e. equal
temperature. The wont "high" means high
barometric pressure and is usually accompanied
by fair weather; "low" refers to low pres-
sure and is usually preceded and accompanied
by cloudy weather and rains. "Lows" usually
first appear on the" Washington coast. When
the pressure is high in the interior and low
along the coast, and the isobars extend north
and south along the coast, rain Is probable;
but when the "low" is inclosed with isobars of
marked curvature, rain south of Oregon is im-
probable. With a "high" in the vicinity of
Idaho, and the pressure falling to the Cali-
fornia coast, warmer weather may be expected
in summer and colder weather in winter. The
reverse of these conditions will produce an
opposite result.

NEW YORK, May 17.—To-day's advance Inthe price nf stocks was the result of a move-
ment of professional operators to renew the
upward course of prices. These operators
argued that the market had undergone a fairdegree of reaction during yesterday and thelattpr part of last week. The reaction had In-vited a fair short interest and had wiped out
the holders on the long side of speculation.
This represented an improvement in the tech-
nical conditions of the market. The day's
trading started off with the advantage of anImprovement in London, where prices of Amer-
ican securities were advanced a sharp fraction
all around. There was also some buying for
London at the opening here, but London after-
ward turned seller when prices had risen.
There are a number of stocks which enjoy thespecial support of friends and inside interests
and these imparted firmness by sympathy to
the rest of the market. The combination of
ihepe circumstances made the bulls fefi war-
ranted in pushing up the prices of their fa-vorites without waiting for more definite de-velopments of the naval situation In West In-
dian waters. There was no evidence of anylarge outside Interest and any slackening of
the professional demand precipitated dullness
The absence of outside demand was Indicatedclearly also by the way in which prices tellaway In the realizing movement In the finalhour. The day's extreme advances were cur- j
