The meeting was called to order by
Major Hooper, who made an address in
which he called attention to the fact that
there was great need for such work as
that outlined by the Red Cross. He sald
there would be a great deal of suifering
unless some definite aid should be ren-
dered.

Judge Morrow was elected chairman of
the meeting, and it was then decided that
the society should be limited to San Fran-
cisco wholly, the aid of certain Qakland
ladies being refused on the ground that
each city would be expected to take care
of its own sufferers.

Speeches on_the subject were made by
Dr. Stebbins, Rabbl Voorsanger, Tirey L.
Ford and others, after which the meet-
ing adjourned to convene at the same
place again on next Monday night. Word
was received that more than $12,000 has
been collected at Honolulu for relief work,
and that the sum will probably be doubled
by the time the troops reach there.
