TRANSPORTS
ALMOST READY

The Senator to Go Out
With the Others.

QUICK WORK DONE ON HER.

TAKEN BY THE GOVERNMENT
LAST WEDNESDAY.

An Exciting Rat Hunt in the Harbor
Receiving Hospital Ended in
a Brilliant Victory for
Dr. Hill.

There were busy times on the trans-
ports yesterday. At the Mail Dock the
last of the supplies were being put
aboard the China and Colon; at the Oce-
anic dock camp equipments, ammunition
and two field guns for the Utah battery
were put aboard the Zealandia, while
scow schooners and barges were putting
coal into the Senator from both sides.
Very little was being done to the Morgan
City, and the chances are that she will
g0 on the drydock before starting for
Manfla. In that event she will not go out
with the Zealandia, Senator, China and
Colon, but will be added to the fleet com-
posed of the Ohio, Indiana, City of Para
and City of Puebla.

Orders have been issued to everybody
who has anything to do with getting the
first-named fleet ready to have every-
thing aboard and in place by Tuesday
night. In the case of the Zealandia,
China and Colon everything that can be
put aboard will be on the steamers to-
night, but double gangs will have to
work day and night in order to get tha
Senator ready by Tuesday night. The
China, Colon and Zealandia will probably
go out into the stream to-day, when the
work of putting the ammunition aboard
wlill begin. Orders are for the fleet to
sail on Wednesday, but the chances are
that it will be Thursday before they get
away.

The greatest rat hunt in the history of
the water front took place in the Harbor
Receiving Hospital last Saturday night.

Dr. Hill escaped with a slight scalp |

It was about 9:30 p. m. and the front
door of the hospital was open. A mon-
ster gray rat attracted by the electric
light came up from the Mission-street
sewer and began an exploration of the
operating-room. Dr. Hilf spied the in-

truder, and with great presence of mind
closed the means of egress for the ro-
dent and seized a club. He explained the
situation to his companions, and Dr. Za-

Jessen with a broom and Osborn with a
sword bayonet. In the hunt that follow-
ed Dr. Hill received a blow intended for
the rat on his head from Jessen’'s broom,
while in making a dive under a table |
after the pest Dr. Zabala’s shirt and sus- |
penders caught in a nail, but the nail
being the stronger, won the day. Hard
pressed by Dr. Hill, the rat took refuge
In the leg of Arthur Osborn's trousers, |
and everybody in the room had to give |
up the chase in order to laugh at Ar-
thur’s efforts to get rid of his unwelcome |
guest.

When Osborn finally dislodged the rat
it made a bee line for Jessen, and the lat-
ter in his anxiety to escape climbed tothe
top of a folding bed. The rat took refuge
in the bedclothes, and when dislodged |
Dr. Hill laid it low with a blow from his'
club. Then the victogjous four sat down |
to repair damages.
