Of course the firm name of
Ogden was only a' blind, but whoever the
party or parties the tickets were con-
signed to evidently expected little diffi-
culty in disposing of the tickets, as they
were for a drawing to take place on Au-
gust 14, and to sell thousands of tickets
in a few days would require a small army
of agents. Where are the minions of the
{lTustrious Isaiah W. Lees when the town
i{s overrun with these agents, or rather,
what are their instructions in the prem-
ises?
