ed States have no fleet; neither has
Spain. Admiral Dewey commands a
squadron. The ships destroyed and cap-
tured from Montejo in Manila Bay com-
posed a squadron. Admiral Sampson
commands a flotilla. Admiral Cervera
commanded and Admiral Camara com-
mands a squadron.

Not until we expend a great deal more
money for battle-ships than is now being
put into that character of craft can we
properly claim to have a fleet under the
most formidable concentration we coyld
make of our navy. In a few years, how-
ever, we will have enough battle-ships of
the first class to compose a fleet.—St.
Louis Republie.
