WAS TEMPORARILY INSANE

LEAVES HOME UNNOTICED TO
COMMIT THE ‘ACT.

Her Body Found Washed Up: Upon
the Beach, Where It Had
Remained - All
Night.

BERKELEY, Aug. 31.—The muddy wa-
ters of the bay added one more to their
long list of unfortunate victims-last night
in' the person-of Mrs.: Carrie Bucker: La-
throp of 2239 Grant street, West Berkeley.
She left her -home. Sometime ' after. 8§
o’clock in. the- evening and:-before 9 had
ended -her life by jumping from the West
Berkeéley -wharf. :The body  was  discov-
ered:this. morning under the warehouse of
the -Et Dorado ‘Oil ‘Works; where the tide
had “deposited it. TS :

Previous to the act of taking her . life
Mrs. .Lathrop had suffered from:a pro-
tracted illness. o b :

A woman answering ‘to the -description
of the deceased’ was seen -alone on the
West Berkeley wharf:last night, shortly
after 8 'o'clock. ‘Some. boys who: ap-
proached were surprised at her strange
condiet, and ‘reported to their. friends
that- she ‘must. be insane. Nothing was
thought of the matter, however,. until
Daniel Dorrett, a deckhand on the steam-
ér Hope, found her hat and cape. This
seemed to be conclusive evidence that the
