WILL SCARE CAPITAL.

A. Schilling Says That to Neglect
ItAny Longer Would Amoun*:

Now that the evident purpose of the
City Council to pass a high tax levy Is
thoroughly recognized by the taxpayers
there Is a general desire to discuss the
measure.

M. J. Laymance made a statement this
afternoon Which he declares expresses
the sentiment of ninety-nine out of every
IK) taxpayer* in the city. His statement
is as !'"1lows:

"1 heartily approve of the carrying out
of the object for which this great tax
levy is to be made, but there is reason in

hastily. The improve-
ments contemplated are necessary, but
there is no possibility of them being car-
ried out during this fiscal year, and it is
absurd to raine a lot of money and let
it be kept idle. The tax levy of $1 37 is
Blmply outrageous. It means a great deal
more than appears on its face. Not only
will taxpayers have to pay this amount
of tax, but on every mortgage held by
the bank the interest will be proportion-
ately raised because the mortgagor will
most certainly be called upon to pay the

anal interest. This means that a
tax of $1a7, whiih is 25 cents more than
last rear, will in reality be a tax of (1 60
to ail those who have property mort-gaged.

"This is not a time to increase taxes
Indiscriminately. Lake Merritt should be
improved and Iwant It improved, but

:;iprovement can judiciously be dis-
tributed over four or five years as well
as In .>ne year. Many of the people who
are now agitating this great tax were
amor.g those who a few years ago fought
the issue of bonds to complete the boule-
vard around the lake and dredge it at
that time. Eighty thousand dollars is a
large sum of money to be expended at this
time- for a proposition, the necessity ofwhich is doubtful. 1 do not say the lake

not need improving, for it"does, but
to make it a uniform depth of four feet

'ply guesswork, because there is no
ttce that it is to any extent shallower

than it was forty years ago. Again, $38,500
: I building Bewerfl on either side of the
lake is. in my opinion, purely a district
measure and should be paid for by those
Immediately interested and not by the
whole city. "What benefit is it ?o a man
In West Oakland or Twenty-third avenue
or Temesea! to have a sewer built for the
accommodation of a few property owners
around the lake?

"During the past year $75,000 has been
Bpent on making' a splendid thoroughfare
tfirguph a large section of East Oakland,
ana next year this should be finished. I
think this would be better than dumping
|y»,O)0 into a lake. These contemplated
additional taxes cannot fail to drive cap-
ital away, and there Is too little capital
here now. If the lake Improvements be
a. necessity, Ithink it should certainly be
paid for an issuance of bonds spreading
over twenty years or longer, as the ac-
cruing benefit will certainly be as much
for the next generation as this. Iam
not pure that the contemplated sewers
to cost $^.r>rpo should not be paid for by
the property owners, and ifIunderstand
Auditor Snow rightly, there are many
legalities to be settled regarding the
Sredging of the lake as a sanitary meas-
ure In the light of the park and boule-
raro" net. Under these circumstances the
Council should surely take legal advice
before making any such ornamental tax
levy, and Iknow that the great mass of

the voters agree with these Bentiments."
On the other hand A. Schilling,

who is one of the most enthusiastic mem-
bers of the Lakeside Improvement Club,
says the work is an absolute necessity.

"Any effort to delay this work," said
Mr. A. Schilling,"might almost be termed
criminal, fur we must remedy these

:unsanitary conditions for the sake of our
families, as well for the general welfare

lof the city. Oakland too long has been
!hampered by the cry that it is unhealthy.,Now, fur instance, when we were looking
about the bay for a suitable place for our
home, 1 considered San Rafael, Sausallto
and other places. Iliked Oakland, but
friends of mine said, 'Don't go there, itjis unhealthy.' This is a very bad adver-

Itisement for any place.
"We located here and Iam satisfied

|that the residents of the city join with
:our club in desiring to eradicate these
blots from the city's fair name. In or-
der to do this we must strike while the
iron is hot. A united effort has been
made to purify the city, therefore it
would be folly to hold back now that
we have our path cleared in front of us

"This talk of the impossibility of the
work being done within the year is all
wrong. It can be completed within six
months easily and maybe sooner.
Would any business man make a con-
tract to have his important work doneinserting a clause that it could be com-
pleted whenever the contractor was
ready? No, Indeed, he would insist on
carrying matters to the finish as early
as possible.

"This work is to be done some time
and why hold back now? I say, go
ahead by all means, and do It at once.
Let us make a clean breast of the mat-
ter and remove from Oakland these
black spots. We will save money, too,
In- having the work all done at once
If, for Instance, the dredging contract
is let. with the understanding that a
cortain portion of the work is to be
done this year and the rest the next,
the contractor will be obliged to add'
a sum to his figures for the Idleness of
his dredger, or Its removal, whereas
if he kept his crew at work contin-uously, he could well afford to take a
little less. This Idea of Inaction is
what is hurting the progress and pros-
perity of Oakland.

"The members of the Lake Side Im-
provement Club are not working from
any selfish motives. They want Oak-
land elevated to the station Nature In-
tended it to be, and thpy want the health
of their families protected. There isnothing unreasonable demanded

—
thisevery one willadmit. Now. as long as it

is proven that this work can all be done
within this fiscal year. In fact, within half
of it let us take the bull by the hornsand face the issue.

SHE IS DETERMINED TO END
HER CAREER.

A Once Wealthy Berkeley Widow
Broods Over the Loss of Her bon

and Money and Attempts
Suicide.

"The next chance Iget Iwill surely
succeed In ending my troubles." These
words were uttered by Mrs. N. W. Spen-
cer, the once wealthy widow of Berkeley,
as she was placed in the care of Dr.
Keating, keeper of the insane at the Re-
ceivlne Hospital, this afternoon. She was
arrested on complaint of her sister, Mrs.
Lorin Sharp, also of Berkeley, and will
be examined by the Lunacy Commission-
ers to-morrow.

According to the sister's story, Mrs.
Spencer has on two occasions very nearly
succeeded in committing suicide, choosing
the gas route each time. Only about three
morths ago, at her home on Ashbury
avenue and Wheeler street. Berkeley, her
rash attempt resulted in her being para-
lyzed for ncarlv a month. Of late she
has been worrying those about her with
threats of repeating the act.

Mrs. Spencer's husband died some ypnrs
arro, leaving her well provided with an fs-
tatc of between $30,000 and $50,>H)0. Pome
time ago, one^Pierson. so it is cja.imofl,
induced her f6" invest in some wildcat
scheme. In which she lost $19,'J00 at one
ci.p. and since then the estate tuU been
gradually dwindling away, until thcr-s is
but little left.

A few years ago her only son went to
sea and ehe has never heard from Mm
since. Brooding ovt-r the loss ot hfr
wealth and son affected her mind, niltil
litr has become a burden unbearable lor
her. She says me next time she will not
choose the gas route in her endeavor to
quit this world, but will select a method
which will handicap all efforts to save
her.

THE TAXPAYERS'
ANNUAL CRIME

Not a Single Effort to
Protect Their Coin.

JOCULAR, IF NOT SERIOUS

SECOND AMENDMENT NOW OF
SPECIAL INTEREST.

A Few Details Which New Charter-
Makers »or Oakland Would

Have to Strenuously
Avoid.

After many years of Intimate experience
with the manner In which OaK-and City
and Alameda County are governed Ifeel
constrained to say that the taxpayers of
both deserve to be cinched. Not one in a
thousand takes the slightest interest In
the vast expenditures of public money
that comes out of their pockets. Hun-
dreds of business men who exercise the
most scrupulous supervision over their
own concerns pay their taxes, grumble
that they are so heavy and put It all
down to "politics." The city spends about
a million yearly, the county nearly three
millions of dollars, yet when the annual
business of fixing ti.e tax levy comes
around the men who are to supply these
vast incomes leave it to the whims and
caprices of the councilmen or the Super-
visors and do not soem to think they are
guiltyof the grossest breach of civic duty
and disloyal to their own interests by so
doing. If there be a time when it Is
reasonable to suppose the taxpayers
would meet the lawmakers It is surely
on the occasion of fixing a tax levy,
which is the moat arbitrary debt imposed
on anybody.

Yet what do we see? Outside of a few
men who are desirous of some special
thing in which they are personally inter-
ested, who has been near the City Council
during the past week when struggling
with the tax levy? Not more than a dozen
people In all and not one-half of that
dozen were taxpayers. Hints dropped by
Mr.Hfitmann, by Mr.Brosoahan and Mr.
Snow show clsarly that tens of thousands
of dollars are being wasted annually and
not a taxpayer says a word. The effect
of this indifference In the Councilmen Is
very apparent— the people don't care, why
should they? Although It is known to
the people of Oakland that It Is in con-
templation to put large amounts in the
estimates that willnecessitate the fixing
of a very high tax levy, yet not a soli-
tary citizen was present to protest when
the initial vote was taken, although on
the street everybody's voice, with few
exceptions, Is raised against high taxes.

One of the most valuable books of Its
kind ever compiled Is the annual report
of County Clerk Jordan. It shows wheTe
every cent of the county's money has
gone during the past year, and was ready
for the public several months ago, yet
not one-twentieth of the taxpayers took
the trouble to procure one, although it
was advertised for and wide that It
had been printed for free distribution.
Finally, Clerk Jordan, in an effort to try
to force the people to take an interest
in their own government, mulled thou-
sands of copies to those for whose bene-
fit the Supervisors very properly had it
printed. This report is a revelation. Even
the untrained eye can see where thou-
sands of dollars have been squandered in
several departments of the county gov-
ernment. Although many of the sub-re-
ports are very cleverly manipulated,
there Is hardly a page where some mate-
rial curtailment could not be made. Yet,
Iventure to say that these mines of
Information, which should inreason guide
those who will elect the next county offi-
cers, will not exercise one particle of In-
fluence over the result.

If Alameda County be sincere In seek-
ing a remedy for many manifest evils
that now exist and which drain her
treasury, she should return a large vote
in favor of the second constitutional
amendment to be voted In November.
Although published many days Ihave not
yet found a single voter who has read it.
There is in It one clause which should
interest this county when such vast sums
are annually wasted on Justices of the
Peace and Constables. This clause is:

It shall be competent in all county govern-
ment acts framed under the authority given by
this pectlon, to provide for the manner in
which, the times at which, and the terms for
which the several township anil county officers
other than Judgps of the Superior Court, fhnll
be elected or appointed; for their compensa-
tion; for the number of such officers, for the
consolidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall have,
and for the compensation payable to each of
puih deputies, for the manner in which, the
times at which, and the terms for which the
members of all hoards of election shall be
elected or appointed and for the constitution,
regulation, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and attaches;
also, to prescribe the manner and method by
which all elections by the people shall be con-
ducted; and may In addition determine the
tests and conditions upon which electorß, po-
litical parties and organizations may partici-
pate In any primary election.

Only a few weeks ago one of the Jus-
tices of the Peace of trie city of Oakland
wrote an open letter showing how his
office was useless and tho salary was be-
ing thrown away. Although it was very
evident that the statement was made
partly for political effect, It undoubtedly
told the truth. Alameda County has al-
together too many politicians on her pay-
roll, and not until she Is able to take
advantage of just such a law as the one
quoted can any relief br> found; It will
be Interesting to watch Alameda County's
vote on the second amendment.

As things are now shaping, it may not
be long before Oakland will have the
chance of accepting a new charter. It is
badly needed. Inno othor municipal gov-
ernment on earth is there such a mass of
Inconsistency and such glaring stupidity
as In the amended monstrosity that now
passes for a charter and under which
Oakland is misgoverned. Is there any
other city in the world where a man pre-
pares plans for city work, adopts the
plane, supervises the work, passes upon
it and accepts it and then votes to pay
his own bill? Yet this is what Oakland
tolerates in her City Engineer, who is
also a member of the Board of Works and
a Police and Fire Commissioner. Is there
another city where all the contracts are
let In June and all salaries fixed, ami
where the tax levy to pay for them all is
not fixed till October and one-fourth of
the income is expended? Oakland does it
under her charter. Is ..here another School
Department so deeply in politics because
of the fact that every teacher and janitor
Is elected every year, thus forcing them
to do politics to hold their jobs? Yet Oak-
land struggles along under such a disad-
vantage. These are Just a few of the Ideas
that come to the surface when any one
mentions a new charter for this city.

Councilman Woodward should know by
thls time that he is not an authority on
figures. He Is the youngest Councilman,
but not the least known. He is very ener-
getic now in furthering schemes in the
City Council calling for large expendit-
ures of public money and because Messrs.
Cuvellior and Girard expresppd a hint that
perhaps the sober second thought might
change their opinions, Mr. "Woodward ad-
vised them to "stand by themselves." Mr.
Woodward may have improved in his
mathematics since he did the lightning
trick with the celebrated water-rate ordi-
nance, and it is to be hoped that he has.
He should remember, however, that on
that occasion his vote differed very mate-
rially from those of Messrs. Girard andCuvellier, and it is not recollected that
there was any desire shown by betrayed
citizens to mob the latter two gentlemen.
In this connection It should be borne in
mind that there willbe a city election ajid
a new Council next March and the man
has not yet been found erratic enough toguess at the possibilities of an Oakland
Council six months ahead.

There 1b one question Iwould like to
submit to the voters of Oakland. Under

the present water-rate ordinance how
much would It cost to keep Adams' Point
green during the summer should It be-
come a public park? The expense of irri-
gating the City Hall lawn is so enormous
that the question is now being specially
investigated by the Board of Works.
There is less than half an acre of lawn
at the City Hall. There are sixty acres
at Adams' Point.

Celebrated Dy the First Methodist

Episcopal Church

Close of Rev.
Dr. Bovard's Pastorate.

ALAMEDA,Sept. 11.—To-night the ser-
vices at the First M.E. Church were with
special reference to the anniversary of
the founding of that church, which took
place 45 years ago to-day, under the lead-
ership of Rev. James McGowan.

BERKELEY NEEDS
A POLICE COURT

SO THE GOOD GOVERNMENT
CLUB SAYS.

Factions Getting Into Line for a
Struggle Over the Question of

a Local Judiciary.

BERKELEY, Sept. 11.—The question of
a local Judiciary, which promises soon to
be the absorbing topic in Berkeley's poli-
tics, is rapidly developing in interest as
the time for decision draws near. In
many ways the approaching contest pre-
sente strange complications, which may
Involve the measure very seriously, and
possibly. In the end, prevent its success.
The university town has at present no
means of enforcing Its municipal ordi-
nances. Although a municipal govern-
ment in name, the arm of the law is per-
fectly powerless to carry out its decrees,
or to have its regulations respected.
Many of the licenses are sadly in arrears;
nor is there any way of bringing the de-
linquents to time. In the face of this, the
greater part of the residents of the town
regard the establishment of a local court
as a matter of pressing necessity.

Acting upon this the Board of Trustees
has prepared an amendment to the free-
holders' charter, establishing a police
court having jurisdiction over petty mis-
demeanors, and with power to enforce all
the municipal ordinances. The measure
will be voted upon at a special election
set for that purpose on the 15th of next
month. The measure, however, embodies
one important provision, which has al-
ready antagonized a large section of vot-
ers. Opposition, more or less pronounced,
was expected from a few, as a loose ad-
ministration of the law is always wel-
comed by the lawless element. But now
the natural opponents of the amendment
have only a divided camp to face, and
they are thus hoping that the measure
will killitself.

The point over which dispute has arisen
concerns the method by which the new
judge Is to hold office. As it now stands,

the amendment provides that the official
shall be appointed by the Board of Trus-
tees, to hold office for two years. To this
method of holding office by appointment
a large portion of the community objects,
and their opposition is becoming a mat-

ter of serious moment. Ifthe amendment
goes before the people in Kb present state,
ft is safe to say that it will meet with a
decided opposition at the polls from peo-
ple who would otherwise indorse it.

Notwithstanding this an effort will be
made to carry the measure through just
as itstands, and the different, factions are
getting into line for the struggle. As pre-
dicted in last Sunday's Call, the Good
Government Club held a meeting at which
resolutions wera adopted favoring the
charter amendment and the system of
appointed judges. They will give the
measure active support.

Professor Carl C. Plehn of the de-
partment of history and economics in the
University of California, and one of the
leading authorities upon questions of mu-
nicipal government, is known to be
strongly in favor of having judges ap-
pointed, and as president of the Good
Government Club his opinion is likely to
carry some weight.

AMENDMENT NUMBER ONH.
(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment No.

41. )
A resolution to propose to the people of the

eighteen of article eleven of the Constitu-
tion. In relation to revenue and taxation, by
which It is proposed to amend said section to
read as follows:

Pection 18. No county, city, town, townßhtp,

board of education or school district shall In-

cur any indebtedness or liabilityin any man-
ner or for any purpose exceeding in any year
the Income and revenue provided for It for
such year, without the assent of two-thirds
cf the qualified electors thereof, voting at an
election to be held for that purpose, nor un-
less before, or at the time of Incurring such
Indebtedness, provision shall be made for the
collection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such Indebtedness as it falls
due, and also provision to constitute a sinking

fund for the payment of the principal thereof

on or before maturity, which shall not exceed
forty years from the time of contracting the
same: provided, however, that the City and
County of San Francisco may at any time pay
the unpaid claims with Interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for said
city and county during the forty-third and
forty-fourth fiscal years, out of the Income and
revenue of any succeeding year or yearn; pro-

vided that any and all claims for making, re-
pairing, altering or for any work done upon or
for any material furnished for any street, lane,
alley, court, place or Bldewalk, or for the con-
struction of any sewer or sewers In said city
and county are hereby excepted from the pro-

visions of this section; and in determining any

Claim permitted to be paid by this section, no
•tatute of limitations shall apply In any man-
ner; and provided further, that the City of
Vallejo, in Solano County, may pay its exist-
ing indebtedness incurred in the construction
of Its water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held for
that purpose shall so decide. Any indebted-
ness or liabilityIncurred contrary to this pro-
vision, with the exception hereinbefore recited,

AMENDMENT NUMBER TWO.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment No.
10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of the
State of California an amendment t the Con-
stitution of the State, by adding a new sec-
tion to be known and designated as section
•even and one-half, article eleven thereof, pro-
viding for the framing by the Inhabitants of

counties of local county government acts for
their own government. The said proposed new
section to read as follows:

Section 7>4- The inhabitants of any county
mijr frame "a county government act for their
own government, relating to the matters here-
inafter specified, and consistent with and sub-
ject to the Constitution and laws of this Stnte,
by causing a board of fifteen freeholders, who

have been, for at least five years, qualified

electors of such county, to be elected by the
qualified electors of such county, at any gen-
eral or special election, whose duty it shall be
withinninety days after such election, .to pre-
pare and propose a county government act for

such county, which shall be signed In dupli-
cate by the members of Buch board, or a ma-
jority of them, and returned, one copy thereof

to the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-

tive body of such county, and the other copy
to be sent to the Recorder of Deeds of the
county Such proposed county government act

\u25a0hall then be published In two papers of gen-

eral circulation In such county, or if there be
not two such papers, then in one only, for at

least twenty days, and within not less than
thirty days after such publication It shall be
submitted to the qualified electors of such
county, at a general or special election, and If

a majority of such qualified electors voting
thereon shall ratify the same. It shall there-
after be submitted to the Legislature for its
rejection or approval, as a whole, without
power of alteration or amendment, and if ap-
proved by a majority of the members elected
to each house, it shall be the county govern-
ment act of such county, and shall in Bvich

case become the organic law thereof and super-

sede any existing county government act, and
all amendments thereof, and all special laws

Inconsistent with such county government act.
A copy of such county government act, certi-

fied by the President of the Board of Super-

visors or other legislative body cf such county,
and authenticated by the seal of such county,
setting forth the submission of such county
government act to the electors, and Its ratifica-
tion by them, shall be made in duplicate and

deposited one In the office of the Secretary of
Ptate the other, after being recorded In the

office' of the Recorder of Deeds In the county,
among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take Judicial notice thereof.
The county government act so ratified may be
amended, at intervals of not less than two
years by proposals therefor, submitted by the
legislative authority of the county, to the
oualified electors thereof, at a general or spe-

cial election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty days
fn a newspaper of general circulation in such
county and ratified by at least three-fifths of

the qualified electors voting thereon, and ap-

nroved by the Legislature as herein provided
for the approval of the county government act.

Insubmitting any such county government act
any alternative article or proposition may be
presented for the choice of the voters, and may

be voted on separately without prejudice to"
It^shall b« competent in all county govern-

ment" acts framed under the authority given by
this section, to provide for the manner in

which the times at which, and the terms for

which'the several township and county officers
other than Judges of the Superior Court, shall
be elected or appointed: for their compensa-

tion" for the number of such officers, for the
consolidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each offlcr shall have,

end for the compensation payable to each of

such deputies, for the manner In which, the
times In which, and the terms for which the

members of all boards of election shall be
elected or appointed and for the constitution,
regulation, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and attaches;

also to prescribe the manner and method by
wriit'h all elections by the people shall be con-
ducted- and may in addition determine the
tests and conditions upon which electors, po-
litical parties and organlzaflons may partici-
pate In any primary election.

Whenever any ccunty has. In the manner
and method herein pointed out, adopted any

county government act and the same shall
have been approved by the Legislature as
nforesald the direction of sections four and
live of this article providing for the uniformity
cf a system of county governments throughout
\u2666he State and Hkewlse/Jproviding for the elec-
tion and appointment of officers, and the regu-

lation of thfiir compensation, shall not npply.
Pn'd county government act shall, as to any of
the matters hereinabove provided for and de-
rlareil by such county government act, not be
subject tc any law or amendment enacted by

the Legislature, except by amendment first

submitted to the elector? and ratified In the
manner hereinabove set forth.

AMENDMENT NUMBER THREE.
